BOYCOTT WITHDRAWN.

Schenectady Trades Assembly Decide
by Three to One.

| Schenectady, N, Y., Nov. 26.—In one
of the most exciting meetings in its his-
tory, the Trades Assembly today de-
clared off the boycott against the
Schenectady Railway Company. 'The
vote in favor of rescinding was 3 to 1.
and the meeting lasted nearly - thres
hours. When the meeting was called
to order a motion to rescind the action
| taken two weeks ago tonight, declaring
the boycott, was made, and a long dis-
icussion followed, during which heated
['words were freely used. A viva voce
vote was taken, and President Jack-
?ou announced that the resolution was
ost. “ ;
There was an outery at this, the ad-
vocates of rescinding stating that they
were in the majority, and another vote
| was taken. This time President Jack-
1son was unable to decide which prevail-
ed, and a roll call was ordered. It was
‘then seen that those who favored lift-
ing the boycott outnumbered their op-
pouents three to one, and without count-
ing the votes,
nounced that the resolution to rescind
was carriedd The anunouncement was
greeted with cheers. President Greene,
and Organizer O’Neill, of the Albany
division of the Amalgamated Associ-
ation’ of Street Railway Employees,
Iwere present, and stated that if the
|boycott was sustained, the Albany di-
 vision wonld give all the aid in its pow-
er, but the majority of the delegates
were so anxious to remove the boycott
that the offer of help from Albany was
not considered. Representatives of mear-
1y all the unions present said that theic
organizations would not withdraw from
the Trades Assembly. While the boy-
cott has been removed, the sentiment
was freely expressed tonight that it
wonld not have been such a pronounced
 failure at another time of the year.

CATTLEMEN .COMING.

Texan Stock-Raisers Will Follow ‘Wheat
Raisers to Canada.

Texan cattlemen are coming to Can-
ada. Like the wheat-raisers 'of the
Middle Western States, the cattlemen
are looking to Canada to insure their
business. Oliver A. Wren, a large
stockman of Texarkana, who has ar-
rived at Seattle en route to Vancouver
to investigate the Canadian ranges and
the possibilities for *stock-raising, says:

Texas stockmen will ship poorer beef

to the markéts of the West thig year
than they have ever done before, Prices
have been low and it has not been a
profitable -year with them, Many of
the larger firms are seeking new ranges,
while others are getting out of the busi-
ness altogether and leaving it to the
states that have better range.
{ ‘“This has been a disheartening year
for Texas cattlemen. Within the past
few years there has been a vast increase
in the cattle business in our state. The
result is that we have mot got emough
range and must find some other for a
large share of our stock. We have been
shipping some to Montana and a large
number have gone to Canada, and now
I am on my way there to see if we
cannot get some land on which to feed
our stock.

“The beef we have shipped to the
Kansas City and Chicago markets this
year has been thinner than for any other
iyear within my recollection, - We did
inot have the hay to feed last winter,
and this spring the range did not last
more than a few weeks. This winter
we have*no hay at all, to speak of, and
must either move or go out of the busi-
uess, as many have already done,

“To raise stock in Canada it will, be
necessary to spend a large amount of
money for sheds. This we will be will-
ing to. do if we are assured we can get
the land for a long term of years.”

Big Leads Showing Native Cop-
per—S8melter for Nickel
Plate.

. News of a $127,000 cash deal in the
Similkameen couully  wag brought to
Spokane recently by Frank Bailey, of
Greenwood, B. C., a civil engineer, and
one of the enthusiastic pioneers of the
Similkameen, who.is down trom the
North for a few days. Beside coal in-
terests he has a group of promising cop-
per claims in the Aspem Grove camp
and also on T'wenty Mile creek. He is
the owner of the Similkameen City
townsite and of the north addition to
the townsite of Princeton, the latter
having been acquired by himself and a
syndicate within the past few days.

"L have speut the best part of the
ldst four years in the different camps
of the Similkameen prospecting  for
metal and coal,” said Mr, Bailey. “In
my opinion one of the best camps is that
of Aspen Grove, noted for its extensive
and rich copper deposits. JIt has at-
tracted much attention during the past
summer and many deals have been
made. Terre Haute (Indiana) capital-
ists last week purchased outright the
Bates Bros.’ claims—the Big Dutchman
and the Golden Sovereign groups—for
$185,000 cash. The deal was made
through W. D. Wright of Vancouver.
The Big Dutchman group has a strongly
defined lead carrying copper glance and
native copper, that has been traced for
over 2,000 feet. This mineralized zone
has been exposed for a width of 150
feet by means of open cuts, On the
Golden Sovereign group adjoining, some
Hremarkable spectmens of native copper
have been met with in development
work. Extensive development of these
properties is to be undertaken at once.
The claims are three years old. The
Aspen Grove syndicate, whieh I repre-
sent, is developing three claims adjoin-
ing the Portland group on the south-
west, to get the necessary crown grants
previous to organizing a development
company. Most of the work has been
doue on the Queen of Hearts eclaim,
which has an exceptionally strong out-

Disappointed at Sudden Change of the
= Operators,

Scranton, Pa., Nov. 26.—Quite in con-
trast with the im*ppy faces of the inde-
Pendent operators’ committee when it
returned from New York last night
‘were the countenances of miners’ rep-
Tesentatives wien they returned today
from their disappointing trip to Wash-
ington. How the latter views the sud-
den and surprising turn of affairs is
well set forth in a statement issued to-
dqy by Messrs. Darrow and Lloyd. The
miners’ attorneys say: The commission
adjourned for ten days, in pursuance-of
an arrangement between the parties, to
glve an opportunity for conciliation, on
account of a telegram which, we un-
derstaqd, was written by George F.
Baer, in the presence of, and with the
counsent of, every railroad concerned,
and was signed by Wayne Macveagh.
This telegram was written after a care-
ful reading of the tentative agreement,
which had been prepared and written
by coufisel of both parties, and which
had been submitted to the commission,
At the request of Mr. Macveagh,
Messrs. Mitchell, Darrow and Lloyd
went to Washington to consult upon
Some minor details of the agreement.
There was no friction or important dis-
agreement between the parties at the
meeting in Washington. Later in the
day, and after the conference in New
York with the independent operators,
Mr. Macveagh received a telegram call-
ing off \ll negotiations, and advising
that the matter be settled by the com-
mission in.a regular hearing.” The man
who wrote the telegram to Judge Gray
stating that the main features of the
contract were acceptable, was the same
man who signed the telegram to Wayne
Macveagh three or four days later stat-
ing that negotiations must end. A
copy of the telegram is in the hands
of Hon. Wayne Macveagh, Mr. ‘Wileox,
of the Delaware & Hudson Co., Carroll
D. Wright and probably Mr. Baer. We
can see no reason for the expression of
any opinion. ‘The facts. speak for
themselves. We have been ready at alt
times to consult with any one interest-
ed and make any reasonable adjust-
ment, but have no anxiety whatever
over the case, or its results, and shall
be ready for business when the com-
mission meets.

Dr Ellis Will See That Act Is Enforced.

The Ottawa Free Press says:

Canadian government to attend to the
enforcement of the act which says that
immigrants suffering from any tontag-
ious or loathsome disease are not to be
permitted to take up their residence n
Canada, has assumed the duties of his
office in Montreal. They are of a very
comprehensive character.

He is given power to enforce examina-
tions ‘at aH ports of call and can order
the deportation of such persons as he
thinks unfit, The American governmen:
officials have been preaching that we are
getting the off-scouring of Europe, that
all who cannot gain admission to the
States turn their eyes in our direction
The Canadian immigration department
does not acknowledge the justice of this
indictment. All immigrants coming to
the Dominion are inspected on the other
side: of the ocean, and those whom the
officers think unfit through disease are
turned back, But at any rate the second
examination is to be made on this side,
so that all who escape the notice of the
British officials will be caught here.

Dr. Ellis, when he finds any person
among the immigrants who suffers from
any loathsome or contagious disease, wii.
promptly notify the nearest 1mu,ngratmn
agent, who will order the person’s depor-
tation at the expense of the shipping
company that brought him hither. At
present, Dr. Ellis will go from place to
place as his services are required, but if
the enquiry he makes justifies the outlay
more elaborate machinery will doubtless
be later provided.
