7 Butter.

The New York Times describes as 
follows how fine butter is made :—

The process of making butter is an 
important one, for the best butter may 
be spoiled and poor butter may be im- 
proved in the working. When the 
buttor is churned it is taken from the 
churn and placed on n smooth maple 
birch or chestnut table or other butter 
worker, or put into a bowl. If the 
churn will admit of it, the buttermilk 
may bo drawn off, and clear, cold 
water poured into it, and the butter 
washed in that way in separate waters 
until it runs off quite clear, and the 
butter is quite free from milk. This 
is indispensable if he butter is ex 
posted to keep well. It is then salted 
at the rate of one once to the pound 
of butter. The butor is pressed out 
with the ladle, and never to be worked 

|by the hands under any circumstances 
and the salt is pressed over it; it is 
then doubled and pressed out again 
and out and gashed with the ladle 
but never rubbed or plastered, but 
only squeezed and pressed, until the 
salt is pretty evenly mixed, it is then 
put away in a cool place for 24 hours 
or less, as may be convenient. It 
will then appear streaky and patchy, 
and is worked over in the same way 
as before until it becomes free from 
this stroakness and even in color, by 
the thorough mixture of the salt. 
This is done by squeezing it with the 
ladle, a small piece at a time, and 
pressing it out into a flat shoot, doub- 
ling it, and again squeezing it out, 80 
as to get all the salt and moisture in 
it evenly through the mass. The 
color is then alike nil over. No more 
working is then required. The first 
working requires about 10 minutes 
for 20 or 25 pounds, the second about 

15 minutes. It should then break 
with a coarse, uneven fracture, much 

like that of a piece of beeswax, and 
should appear when cut of a granular 
texinro and quite free from greasiness 
and fine drops of clear brine should 
follow the kmso as it is cut. It is not 
well to try to get all the moisture out 
of the butter, as this improves its 
texture and flavor.

It costs the farmer as much care 
and trouble to subdue the “crop 
which never fails," the weeds, as to 
raise the crops which sometimes fail 
in spite of all his labors. There is 
no surer sign of careless, slovenly 
farming than the growth of weeds. 
The common weeds that infest the 
fields and plague the farmer, are, the 
Canada thistle, fox tail or summer 
grass, couch grass, rag weed, ox-eye| 
daisy, wild mustard, red root, &c. 
The Canada thistle, so called, but 
which seems to be identical with the 
ordinary farm thistle of England, is 
the greatest plague of all, for its 
seeds of propagation are blown over 
a district of country, and the idle, 
selfish or ignorant farmer, who al- 
lows this weed to grow unchecked 
in his fields, is the means of doing 
great damage to his industrious, 
thrifty neighbors. There should be 
some way taken to punish a man 
who thus wrongs his neighbers. In 
Ontario, the " Canada Thistle Act" 
gives ample powers to municipalities, 
as against offending thistle growers. 
The Act provides that every occu- 
pant of land must cut down thistles 
as often as necessary to prevent their

Prof. Buck- 
land, in his evidence before the On- 
tario Agricultural Commission, allud- 
ing to the thistle, said: "I have seen 
in England permanent pastures com- 
pletely overrun with it, and the only 
way to eradicate the nuisance was 
found to be spudding it two or three 
times a year. If spudded as soon as 
the leaves are developed, next year

been well kept and the butter well 
made and churned, this should have A 
very sweet and fragrant scent, quite 
free from acidity or pungency. It is 
a peculiar scent, and belongs only to 
the best buttor, and when this odor is 
absent, the right flavor is wanting, 
because the scent and aroma, and the 
flavor as well, are all attributes of 
pure fresh butter. The butter should 
be packed as soon as it is worked the 
last time, no butter needs a third 
working; the package should be quite 
free from all disagreeable scent or im- 
purity; white oak, spruce, or white 
ash are the best materials for the tubs 
or pails, Wiito oak has an agreeable 
scent when fresh and stands first for 
butter packages. The package should 
first be scalded, then rinsed in cold 
water, then rubbed with a little salt, 
then rinsed with a little water, just 
enough to wash off the salt, but not to 
freshen the wood, and the butter is 
packed in the damp pail at once, be- 
ing pressed down solid so that no air- 
holes are left. The pail is filled com- 
pletely full, and may be covered with 
a piece of muslin nipped in brine, or 
with paraffine paper and close up at 
once tightly and pt away in a cool 
place or sold, which 13 the best plan.

Economy in Feeding.

ent.Welland Canal En Making Hay without Sunshine. “Rings” and “Corners.” Paris Green on Potatoes.

Everybody knows the time-hon- 
ored saying, " Make hay while the 
sun shines." But the sun is not al- 
ways to be trusted to shine just when 
he is wanted during the season, and 
the crop is not seldom ruined or 
damaged by want of sunshine and 
excessive rains. Generally, the hay- 
ing season, which commences here 
about the middle of July, is marked 
by copious intermittent showers, 
which severely try the patience of the 
farmer. In England the vicissitudes of 
sunshine and rain are more serious 
to the hay crop than in this Province. 
There the question has been mooted, 
"Is it not possible to make hay 
without sunshine ?" One farmer 
there has tried the experiment and 
declares that he has succeeded. But 
one individual experiment does not 
make a general success. This far- 
mer, who may or may not make a 
name for himself, is Mr. R. Neilson, 
who occupies a farm on the estate of 
Lord Derby, near Liverpool, and he 
has recently issued a pamphlet, in

3. It is insoluble, and is not taken 
into the leaves and stems, much less 
into the tubers. 4. There is in most 
soils about one hundred times as much 
iron as will neutralise the poison ; so 
that even if it were soluble, and was 
in danger of being absorbed by the 
plant, the iron would preclude the 
danger.
