. of reading; especislly of works having
reference to the hissory of his country,
and after quitting work for the day, it was
his custom o retire to his room snd study
_up the grest events of the empire. S0
diligent was young Stead in this respect
Shat he won the prize offered
by & local paper. for the best
estay om Oliver Cromwell, against
a large number of  competitors. As
he matured from youth to manhood, his
Mterary talents developed and were ad-
* mired and appreciated outside of his local
circle, so much so that he was offered and
mocepted a position on the Northern Echor
s daily published at Newoastle. From
fonior reporter he rose to the posi
tion of - editor, and during the
last general election ke rendered valuable
assistance to Mr, - Gladstone’s cause
by his vigorous and pointed articles against
the Disraslian administration, His articles
in 'he Echo stirred up all the border burghs
gn favor of the grand old man, and after the
‘ vietorious campaign, Mr, Gladstone ex.

The Drinkers Being Crushed,

In England the great bulk of the national
taxation is raised by duties on spirits, beer,
sud wines and on tobacco, The teetotalers
and non-smokers escape everything but the
Incometax, So heavily have these artioles
of luxury been taxed that the consumers of
them turned against the Gladstone govern«
ment and forced them to resign when =
farther increase on beer and spirits was
proposed,

In Canada the drinker and smoker is
also & willing animal, He is willing to pay
& large part of the revenue of the country,
but the prohibitionist stepping in eays,
“We are determined to cut off your grog
end pipe.” The result will be that th®
prohibitionist will have to come forward
with a proposition to make up the falling
off in revenue,

In England they are taxing him beyond
endurance; in Canada they propose or are
bound, rather, to propose to ease his tax-
ation but to out off his ‘‘comforts.” In
both countries he is ﬁm{ing it a hard row
tohoe. But just why a drinker should thus
be imposed on has not yet beenestablished.
