DEATH OF GEN, M'CLELLAN:

Heart Disease Claims the Veteran Soldler
for 1ts Vietim.

"NEwARK, N. J., Oct. 29,—Gen, George
B. McClellan died at hie residence on
Orange Mouatain suddenly of heart dis-
easse about midnight. George Brinton
McClellan, “‘Little Mao,” as he was fami-
lisrly oalled, was born in- Philadelphia
December 3, 1626, where hﬁn father was &
distinguished physician and the founder of
Jefferson College.. He aated from
West Point in 1846, standing second in
general rank in the largest class that had
ever left the academy, and first in the
class .in engineering. He served with
distinotion in  the Mexican

Wae sent in. 1855 to the seat o
war in the Crimea as one of a commis-
sion of three appointed by the American
government to observe the warlike opera-
ons in progress, and report plans and
suggestions for improving the organiza-
tion snd discipline of the American army.
In 1857 he resigned from the army, an
was made chief engineer—of -the Illinois
Central railroad. He became vice-presi-
dent of the road. He married Helen,
daughter of Gen. R, B. Marcy, In 1860
he nocepted the presidency of the Ohio &
Mississippi railroad, s position which he
beld until the war of the rebellion broke
out. He was then commissioned major-
general of Ohio volunteers and given
the command of the department
of the Ohio. He was made major-
general in the regular army May
14, 1861, and on July 15 received the
thanks of congross for clearing Western
Virginia of confederates, After the fed-
eral defeat at Bull Run he was placed in
command of the division of the Potomac
and shortly after of the army of the
Potomae, Upon the retirsment of Gen,
Scott (Nov. 1) he apointed general-
in-chief of the armies. United States,
In Maroh, 1862, he was relieved of the
command of all the foFces excepting the
army of the Potomao, Dissatiefaction was
found with the slowness of his movements
and on Nov. 7 he was superseded by Gen.
Burnside, He retired to Trenton, N.J.,
and took no further part in the war, He
was nominated for the presidency by the
.democrats in 1864, but was beaten by Abe
Lincoln, After a four years’ sojourn in

extending over a month, the bed clothes
were never washed and seldom changed,
and the patients were even forbidden to
wash, At times the matron and the
two attendants would dirport themselves
by dressing in masquerade fashion, the
Jaster donning men’s attire and the former
anun’s. They would then play with one
snother in the wards, making a nolse
which was distracting to: the patients, at
the same time paying mo heed to
their wants, THe patients very rarely
received the wine and fruit which was
pupplied them, either by their friends or
the hospital, as it was generally kept and
consumed by the attendants. One of the

tients, & young girl, had wine sent her

y somé friends, which owing to the turn
the disease had taken, jshe was mauch in
peed of. One night while the girl was
asleep & Frenchman, ons ‘of the men who
received the dead bodibs, came into the
ward and seeing the bottle of wine on the
table at the girl’s bedside took it., One of
the patients remonstrated with him, when
he replied, *‘Shut up orielse I'll olout your
cars.”
