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THE MILITARY SPIRIT.

Stirring Lecture by Lt.-Col. 0’Brien—Can-
ada’s Military Record and Spirit—
Increased Expenditure Called for.

There was a good assembly at the Cana-
dian Military Institute yesterday evening to
bear Lt.-Col. W. E. O’Brien, M.P.’s, lecture
on “The Growtl of a Military Sprritin Can-
ada.” Among the cfficers present were:
Lt.-Cols. Otter. G. T. Denison, J. Munro
(Woodstock), 0. Dunn, W. Love Milligan
and William Henry O'Brien, Surgeon-Major
Napier, Keefer, Herr Kruger, 101st Rhenish
Infantry German army, and Majors Meade
and McSpadden.

‘Majer Mason, late 10th Royal Grenadiers.
was iu the chair and jntroduced the gallant
colonel of the 25tb, the *‘Simcoe Foresters,”
to his hearers.

The Colonel’s lecture was a most interest-
ing and instructive one, and-was well worthy
of a non-professional audience, The two
races of Canada, Freach and English, were
traced from their orizin and shown to have
had military records of a bigh order.

The French-Cap@dians came from
most military nation in Europe and were
ipured to war by a long succession of wars
with the Iroquois and English colonists. The
United Ewpire Loyalists were trained
in the -early Indian wars, and in_ the
Revolutionary struggles were expatriated
to Canada, and were augmented by large
aumbers of military immigrants, The miki-
tary spirit thus fostered ,was shown in the
war of 812 so glorious to Canada. >

Proved Their Loyalty.

It was in 1855 that the Active Militia
force beganggnd the “Trent Affair” soon oc-
curring gave the people an opportunity of
showing their readiness to stand by the
Mother Country in arn Imperial quarrel. The
Fenian raids came soon after, and for the
first time & purely Canadian force took the
field. 7T'wo things were shown by these oc-
currences: 1, Canada’s. alacrity in taking
part in all Imperial quarrels; 2, Great
Britain’s promptitude to torward troops and
military assistance.

Soon after theso affairs the militia was
placed on its present footing, and upon Con-
federation the organization was extended to
the entire Dominion. In 1885 this force ,was
tested, and Canada has no reason to be
eshamed either of the conduct of the cam-
paign or the warlike spirit manifested by the
people.

How the Valorous Spirit Flourishes,

From the history of the people the Colonel
passed to present circumstances. The very
existence of the present militia, he said,
proves the military ' spirit of the people.
‘There ’ profit or advantage
in it for officel or men. The Gov-
ernment gives its supplies grudgingly,
employers  of Jabor  discourage 1it,
and yet, in spite of all, it flourishes, It is an
inexpensive force, costing the peopleonly
25 cents per head a year. It is a volunteer
force and affects ouly those immediately
concerned. Itis a local force concerned
with local feeling and pride. {ts strength
and cfficiency cau easily be doubled. Itcan
easily and rapidly be assembled and mobil-
ized. On the whole, the presant force is well
adepted to the ccuntry and its resources.
There should, the Colonel contended, be
more expenditure, since the extra oney
glven would go to the solid improvement of
the rank and file. 'The Colonel closed with a
final appeal to Cauadian patriotisn.

Lt.-Col. G. T. Denison moved the vote of
thanks to tha Jecturer in & stirring speech,
in which he indignantly re&udiated the idea
that Canada must of necel ity succumb to a
powerful foe, and called for a larger Govern-
ment grant, pointing out the popularity of
military exvenditure, as shown by the muni-
cipal grants io favor of local corps.

The vote was cordially passed and. the
meeting dissolved.

Express Messenger MecInerney is reported
to be' daing as well as could be expected
after the wounds he received in his desper-
ate encounter with Perry on Sunday morn-
ing. He rested quietly yesterday, and &
his symptoms are, favorable to recovery.

It is reported that Perry hasa wife at
Batavia, a daughter_of James Lathe, whom
he deserted.

Part of the Plander Found.

Yesterday afternoon, when /the man who
represents ~ himself as the father of
Oliver Curtis Perry visited him ~at the
county jail, the prisoner seemed very
anxious regarding a hand tchel which he
pd left in some place in _Syracuse and
which his father promised vo secure.

When Perry, senior, left for Syracuse last
night he was followed by a detective, who
traced him to the place where the satchel
had been left. - When he left ‘the house the
dotective took it from him and brought it
to Lyons this morning. When it was ex-
amined, among the contents was found the
ear of a human being, which was preserved
in alcohol and enclosed in a .glass bottle,
battered from some
of the jewelry stolen in the express robbery
near Utica last September.

The sheriff showed the ear to Perry and
asked him where he got it. He stated that
he cut it from a colored man’s head and in-
tended to use it as an ornament on his
mantel at home, Still he was very much
excited over the affair and seems to think
that he is playing in hard luck

An Affectionate Father.

Another suspicious occurrence took place
at the'same corridor door this evening after
the ‘prisoncr returned from the Police Court.
He was accompanied to the jail by his
father, who was admitted.

The deputy-sheriff detected the prisoner
pass a scrap of paper through the iron bars
to his father. After the conversation had
been finished Collins requested the elder
Perry to step into the office, proceeded to
search him and was rewarded by finding
the scrap of pa?er, and on it was drawn an
exact outline of the key which unlocks the
corridor door.

Jerry Collins is of the opinion that the
prisoner expected to have a key made by
his father which would fit the lock and
after opening the corridor door, to file the
heavy steel bar which is on the outside and
to which is attached a padlock out of reach
from the inside. During the visit his
father gave him some . canned fruit and

1 his father’s departure and will be examined

for the purpose of ascertaining whether
anything is concealed inside of them.

Persons connected with the jail seem to
entertain the opinion that the man who re-
preserts himself as his father and who was
so affectionately kissed by Perry after the
hearing in Police Justice ‘Carver’s office to-
day is not his father at all but an accom-
plice.

The more Perry’s astounding crime, that
unparalleled locomotive duel and the cross-
country chase are discussed the greater be-
comes the wonder at Perry’s astonishing
nerve. The crime stands absolutely alone
in the history of highway robbery in Ameri-
ca. In all the wild and savage attacks on
railway trains in the west there is nothing
that compares with it for desperation on
the part of the robber or for exciting
incident in the robber’s K pursuit and cap-
ture.

Never before, probably, in the world was
there such a duel fought' as that Dbetween
the two flying locomotives, the one manned
by the desperate criminal and the other by
the two railway employes, who were pur-
suing him. It wasin a way like a-running
fight between two modern ironclads. The
two engines backed and .filled and passed.
and repassed each other and every time
they passed each poured a volley into the
other at such close range that the combat-
ants could almost have clubbed each other
with their weapons. The glass windows in
the cabs of both engines were smashed in
and the frame work arcund them was rid-
dled with shots.

In dress he is neat and always tasteful.
He is usually attived in dark clothes of
fashionable cut and invariably  wears
loves. 1

He was born in this state and began his
criminal career, go far as the records show,
when 14 years old. |At that age he was ar-
rested for burglary|in Amsterdam, N.Y.,
and sent to the reformatory and afterwards
to Rochester. After his release he went to
Miunnesota aud signalized his advent there by
robbing his uncle’s store. For this offence he
was sentenced to three years the prison
at Stillwater.. While there be learned the
¢trade of shoemaking, but as far as can be
learned he never put that *knowledge to
any good use. Singe then he traveled all
over the country. MWhile out west he tried
his hand at the cowboy. business. In Miles
City, Mont.,bereceived a pistol shot wound
in the breast and wassont t¢ the almshouse
for treatment, He refuses to say how he
was shot.

RECIPROGITY WITH CANADA

DELIVERANCE DY GEN, BOSTER
ON TIE BUBJECT,

The Gentleman Who Met the Canadian
. Com s at Washington Explal

Why the Negotiations Betweeh the
Two Countries Have Not as Yet Been
Productive of Results.

New Youxk, Feb, 24.—At the anuual
dinuer of the New York Board of Trade
and Transportation at Delmonico’s this
evening, Gen. J. W.- Foster, the gentle-
man who, with Secretary Blaine, met the
Canadian Reciprocity . Commissioners at
Washington recently and who has negotiat-
ed the reciprocity treaties with various
nations under the McKinley Act, delivered
an address. .

M. Foster said Reciprocity is insepar-
ably united to protection. It is im sible
under the system of free trade. Itis only
when a country maintains & protective
tariff that it is in a position to offer to other
countries valuable concessions | for specific
products in_return for exceptional favors for
its own products. ‘The conntry which breaks
down the protective system and opens up
its markets freely and without price to all
nations is inno condition to secure ex:
ceptional favors from other countries.

¢ commercial reciprocity treaties re-
cently negotiated between Germany, Aus-
tria, Italy, Switzerland and Belgium are
based upon a recognition of this princ.ple,
and they effectually dispose of the question
of free trade on the continent of Europe for
the next 12 years at least—the period of
duration of those treaties. )

We have entered upon a similar policy in
this country and if consistently steadily
adhered to and not broken down by our
own partisan action it bids fair to give to
this nation a predominating commerzial in-
fluence on this hemisphere, which will re-
dound greatly to our prosperity and our
national pride.

But, it may be
not extend it to our
the north?

The first answer is that
neighbors, whose products are S0 is-
similar to ours, reciprocity is =a
simple ' matter, but when we come
to deal with .a  country having
thousands of miles of cotérminous territory
and with like products and industries the
question becomes more complex.

The fact that Canada
does mot  possess the right of
negotiating her own treaties, but must have
them negotiated for her by & distant power,
which is controlled by economic principles
entirely different from those of -both
United - States gnd Canada, . constitutes
the chief “arrier to -any arrangement
So long as other interests than those of
Canada are to control negotiations for com-
merical relations with such of our neighbors
as  vecognize American (in its broadest
sense)’as paramount to European influence
on this hemisphere, to all such countries
we sho?ld open the doors of trade
as wide’and as freely as the interests of
bur own established industries will permit.
