But if instead of being 
laid on the edges, they were laid flat on the 
ground, and touching, they would form a line 
of nearly 11,048 miles, or would reach far 
towards half way round the globe. Again: 
since one thousand sovereigns weigh 16,5587 
pounds avoirdupois, or 23,051 weigh 2841bs. 
the whole debt is 5,945 1-2 tons, which al- 
lowing two tons to a waggon load, would r€- 
quire 2,275 waggons to carry it, and if they 
contained four horses each, and occupied se- 
verally about sixteen yards in length, this line 
of loaded treasure would extend to twenty 
seven miles.—London Paper. 3
