I am determined, wrote Lawrence to|

the Lords ot Trade, ¢ to bring they inhab-
itants to a compliance, or rid the plovince
of such perfidious subjects.’ First in an-
ewer to the summons of the Council, the
deputivs from Aunnapolis appeared, declar-
ing that thoy bad always been faithfal to
the British crown, but flatly refusing the
oath. They were told that, far from hav-
ing been faithful rubjects, they had al--
ways secretly aided the Indians, and that
many of them bad been in Brms against
the English; that the French were threat-
ening the province; and that its affuirs had
reached a crisis when its inbabitants must
either pledge thewselves without equovo-
cation to be true to the Britieh crown, or
elge mudt leaye the country, They all
declared that they would lose their lands
rather than take the oath. The Counci!
urged them to consider the matter serious-
ly, warving them that §f  they
now persisted o  refussl, no fur-
ther choice would be allowed them, and
they were given till ten o'clock on the
following Monday to make their final av-
swer.
When that day came, another body of
depnutics had arrived from Grand Pro and
oulier settlements of the Basin of Minag ;
and being called before the Council, both
they and the former deputation absolutely
refused to take the oath of allegiance.
These two bodies represented nine-tenthr
of thie Acadian population within the pen-
insula. ¢ Nothing,” pursues the record
of the Council, now remained to be con-
gideved bLut wbat measures should be
taken to send the inhabitants away, and
where tlivy could be sent fo.” 1f they
were scnt to Canada, Cape DBretoo, or
neighboring islands, they would strength-
n tho enemy, and still threaten the pro-
vince, It was therefore resolved to distri-
hute then amoag the various English col-
onics, and to hire vessels for the purpose
with all dispatch,

He then declared them prisoners of the
King, *¢They were greatly struck,” he
says, ¢ at this determination, though I be-
lisve they did not imagiue that they were
actually to be removed.’ After delivering
the sddress he returned to Lis quarters at
the priest's house, whither he was follow-
ed by some of the elder prisoners who
begged leave to tell their families what

They agreed that three
in the alternoon of Friday shonld be the
time of assembliug ; then, between lhcm,]
they drew up 8 SuiDMODR to the iuhabi-1
tants, and got one Beauchamp, & merchant,
to pat it into French.' It ran as follows :

« To the inhabitants of the district above
named, as well ancients as young men and
lads ;

« Whercas his Escellency the Governor
has fustructed us of his last resolution
respecting the matters proposed Intely to
tby inhabitsuts, and has ordered us to
commuuicate the same to the inhabitants
in general in person, Lis Excelleney being
desirous that each of thom should be fulty
satirfiod of his Majusty’s intention, which
he has also ordured us to communicate: to
you, such as they bave been given bim ;

e therefore order end strictly enjoin |
by these presents 1o all the inkabitants as
woll of the sbove named districts as of all
the other districts, both old men and young
men, ag well as 2il the lads of ter: years of
age, to attend at the church in Graud Pre
ob Friday, the 5th inrtant, at three of the
clock in the afternoon, that we may im-
part what we are {0 communicate to them,
Declaring that no excuses will be admit-
ted on any pretence whatgocver on pain
of forfeiting goods and chattels in default,

Captain Adams made a re
of the rivers Canard and Des Habitants,
ta fine country,and full of
inhabitants, a beautitul church, and abun-
dance of the goods of the world.!! Ano-
other reconnaissance by Captain Hobbs
and Osgood among the gettlements Lehind
Grand Pre brought reports cqually favor
sble. On the 4th anothsr letter came
from Murray : ¢ All the people qniet, and
very busy at their barvest; if this day
keeps fair, all will be in here in their
barns. 1 liope to morrow will crown all
our wishes,” The Acadians like the beer,
were to gather a harvest for others to en-
joy. The sammons wus sent out that aft-
ternoon. Powder and ball were served
to the men, and all were ordered to keep
within the lines.

On the next day the iuhabitants appear-
ed at the honr appointed, to the vumber of
four hundred and eighteen men, Wine-
low ordercd s table to be set in the middle
of the cburch and placed on it his instruc-
tions and the address he had prepared
Here he took bis stand, in his laced uni-
form, with one or two subalterns from the
regulars at Fort Edward, and such of the
Masenchusets officers as were not on guard
duty—strong, sinewy figures, bearing, DO
doubt, mare or lexs distinctly, the pecnliar
stamp with which toil, trade, and Puritan-
ism bad imprinted the featurcs of New
England, Their commander was not of
the prevailing type. He was fifty-three
years of age, with ' double chin, smooth
forchead, arched eyecbrows, close powdcred
wig, and round rubicund face, from which
the weight of an odious duty had probably
banished the smirk of relf-satisfagtion that
dwelt thero at othor times. Nevertheless
he had manly and estimable qualitics.
The congregation of peasants clad, in
rough homegpun, turned their sunburnca
faces upon him, anxious and intent, and
Winslow ¢ delivered them by interpreters
the Kiog’s orders in the following words,”
which, retonched in artbography and £yo:
wax, ran thns:

¢« Gentlemen, T bave received from hix
Excellency Governor Lawrence the King's
instiuctions whieh I have in my hand, By
his orders you are called together to hear
his Majesty's final resolution conceruving
the French inbabitants of this his pro-
vinge of Nova Scotia, who for almost half
a century have had more indulgence
granted them than any of his subjects in
any part of his dominions.

matters with you, and enjoy ourselves &
little.

Winslow prepared for the embarkatiofi

provided that the members of each family

should remain together, aud notice was

The first
embarkation took place on the 8th of Uc=

tober, under which date the diary con-

gained this entry : * Began to embark tue

inhabitants, who weat oft very soloutarily

and nowillingly, the women in great dis-

tress cai TYIDE off their children in their

s carrying their decrepit par-
carta, with all their goods ;

After buraing two hundred and fifty-tnreo
buildings he had embarked leaving fifty
men on shore at a piace called Petticodiac
to give a finishing stroke to the work by
burning the ¢ mass-house,’ of church.
While thus engaged they were set upon
by three hundred Indians and Acadiang,
led by the partisan officer Boishebert.
More than half their number were killed,
wounded, or taken, The rest ensconced
themselve behind the neighboring dykes,
and Frye, hastily landing with the rest of
his men, engaged Lhe assailants for three
hours, but was forced at last to re-ombarke.
Cptain Speaksman, who took part in the
affair, also sent Winslow an account of the
it and added, ¢ The people licre are much
concerned for fear your party should meet
with the same fate (being in the heart ofa
numerous devilish crew), which 1 pray
God avert.’

Winslow had, indeed, some cause for
anxiety., He bad ceptured more Acadiang
gince the 5th,and had now in charge
nearly five hundred able-bodied men, with
scarcely three hundred to gnard them. A¥
they were allowed daily exercise in the
open air, they might, by a suddeu rush ,get
pos:ession of arms, and make gerious
trouble. On the Wedunesday after the
scene in lbe church, sume unusual move.
ments were observed among them, and
Winslow and his officers became convine-
ed that they could not safely be kept in
one body. Five vusscls, lately arrived
from Boston, were lying within the mouth
of the neighboring river. It was resolved
to place fifty of the prisoners on board
of each of these,and keep them anchored
in the basin. The soldicrs were all order-
ed under arms, and posted on an open
space beside the church and behind the
priest’s house. The prisoners were then
drawn up before them, ranked six deep the
young, vnwarricd men, A8 the most dan-
gerous, being told off and placed on the
left to the number of ‘& hundred and forty-
one, Captein Adams, with eighty men,
was then ordered to guard them to the
vessels, Though the object of the move-
ment had been explained to them, they
were possessed with the idea that they
were to be torn from: their families and
sent away at once ; and they all in great
excitement refused to go. Wiunslow told
them that there must be no patiey or delay;
and as they still refused, & squad of sol-
diers adwanced toward them with fised
bayoncts, wnile he himself laying hold of
the foremost young man, comwanded him
to move forward. ¢ He oley ed and the
rest followed, though slowly, and went
off praying, ginging and crying, being
wet by the women and children all the
way (which is a mileand B half) with great

Though & large number’ embarked on
this occasion, still more rema ‘0ed ; and as
the {ransports slowly arrived, the diswui
scene was repeated at interva.s; with ni(re
order than at first, as the Acadwi"s bad
learned to accept their fate as a cerfatuty.
So faras Winslow was concerned, their
treatment scems to have been &8 humaue
as was possible under the circumstances;
vut they complained of the men, who dis-
liked and annoyed them. One soldier re~
ceived thirty lushes f - stealing fowls from

them ; and an order was ixsued forhidding |

soldicrs or sailors, on pain of summary
punishment, to leave their gquarters withe
out permission, ¢ that an end may be put
to distressing this distressed people. Two
of the prisoners, however, while trying to
escape were shot by a recounvitring
party.

At the begiuning of November, Wins-
Jow reported that he bad sent off fitteca
hundred and ten prisoners in nine vessels,
and that more thao six hundred still re-
mained in his district. The last of these
were not embarked till late in Ducember.
Murray finished his-part of the work at
the end of October, having sent from the
district of Fort Edward eleven Lundred
persons in four frightfally crowded tians-
ports. At the close of that month sixteen
bundred and sixty-four had been sent frowa
the district of Annapolis, where many
othiers cscaped to the woods, A detach-
ment which was ordéred to scize the in-
habitants of the district of Cobequid failed
entirely, finding the settlements abandon-
ed. 1n the country about Fort Cumber-
land, Monckton, who direoted the opera-

cess, catching in all but littie more thau
athousand  Le Guerne, missionary priest
in this neighborheod, gives a character-
istic and affecting incident of the emta -k~
ment. ¢ Many unlappy women,car ed
awny by excessive attachment to pie
Lusbands, whom they had teen allowed to
see too often, and closing their cars to the
voice of religion and ~their missionary,
threw themselves blindly an despairinzly
mnto the English vessels ; and now was
seen the raddes's of spectacles, for sonc
of thiese women, solely from a. pelivions
motive, refused to take with them their
grown-up sons and daughters!  Tuey
would expose their own sovls to perdition
among heretics, but uet those of ther
cbildren.

When all, or nearly all, ad l.ecn 8 nt off
from the various points of departure, such
of the houses and barng as remained stand-
iug were burned, in obedicnce to the
ouders of Lawrence, that ttose who bad
escuped might be forced to come in aud
surrender themselves.  The whole num ber
removed from the proviuce, men, women,
and chidren, was a little above six tho'-
sand. Many remained behind § an i while
«ome of these withdrew 1o Cnnady, Isio
St. Jean, and other retreats, the vest lurk-
«d 1 the woods or returned to thein old
hanots, whence they  waged for & ¥al
yoars a guewr lla wa fare against the Lrg-
jish. _Yet their stvensth aas Lroken, and
they were no lunger a danger to the 'ym-
vinece.
