If property is assessed at hali its
value then the man with £1.000
of property escapes the payment of
taxes upon $500. Ac the same time
his $100,000 neighbor escapes taxation
upon $50.000.

The one obtains protection and pub-
lic service for 8500, without cost and
the pl‘u\vvliun upon £50.000 gratuit-
ously. The small owner could much
hetter - affiord to be assesged at full
value providing the rate of_taxation
svas proportionately reduted by the
full value assessment of hig prosper-
ous neighbor,

.-\l‘\ylhihg but a full value assess-
ment discriminates 8gainst the poor
man,

But this i®r not the most serious
mjusticc under which the small pro-
perty holder of Annapolis County
labors at the present time.

Itis an  actual Yart that while the
small owners are assessed at from
one half to three guarters of the ac-
tual cost of their property, an entire
ly different and uch smaller stand-
ard is taken for the valuation of the
holdings of many of the more weal-
thy and influential,
