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they themselves are objeots of veneration and workhip ;
aod to come down from their high estate to the level
of the lowgat outcast—as they must do if they become
Christians, for there is no respect of persons with God
—is neither natural nor easy.

The doors of their homes do not open very readily
‘to these who bring Glad Tidings. After fifteen years
ar 80 of work among the women in Cocanada, the Brah-
man houses on the viniting list number only about half-
s-dozen ; 80 when a new Brahman house is opened to
the messengers of Christ, it brings great joy to their
hearts.

Much has been said and written from time to time,
I understand, as to the advisability or unadvisability
of using the magic lantern in missionary work. Some

hour and a-half, I think—though at times it was man,
fested in remarks to one another that interrupted sunie
what the addresses ; yot tho order was wonderfully go.d,
consaidering the fact that there was a goodly represent«
tion of the ** small boy " eloment in the foreground. Rur
these little fellows made us feel at home--one alway,
feels at home among the children—and were a help, nu
a hindrance.

Some of our Qhristian hymns, suited to subjeots illus.
trated, were introduced with good effeot, and were much
enjoyed as we afterwards learned.

The sheet for showing the views was atretched be
tween two pillars in the squafe court or hall, enclused
by the living raoms on all sides. On one side of it, the
table that held the lantern stood in front of a door—and

have said, ‘‘Give up magic lantern exhibiti and
preach the Gospel!” In this place the lantern has
preached the Gospel, and very eflectively too. Some

four monthe ago Mr. Laflamme organized a regular
magic lantern campaign; and night after night, at dif.
ferent preachiug centres in the town, the lantern drew
and held the crowds—chiefly caste men—that otherwise
would not have listened to the Gospel.

Not long after, an unheard-of thing happened. A
young Hindu lawyer, a Brahman, living in Jagganai-
kapur, invited Mr, Laflamme to give an exhibition for
women in his home. That he should invite a missionary
—and a gentleman at that—when he knew that the Gos-
pel of Christ would be preached, was remarkable ;
doubly so, because his parents are living and gave their
consent, It would be difficult to find many instances
in which those of a former generation would be willing
to fall in with the advanced ideas of their more liberal-
minded sons, .

But to permit Mr. Laflamme to talk to the women
would be too radical a violation of their long-established
prejudices, so Miss Murray and I were asked to explain
the pictures.

The evening of Tuesdsy, November lat, was fixed
upon, and in the afternoon Mr. Laflamme sent up the
slides in order that we might make a selection. After
prayer for guidance we chose about thirty, ten of which
were illustrative of the life of Ohrist—as follows :—the
shepherds, the presentation in the temple, the visit of
the wise men, the massacre of the children in Bethle-
hem, the cleansing of the temple, Jesus blessing little
children, etilling the tempest, walking on the sea, the
orucifixion and the ascension. The others were inter-
esting views of people and places, on land and ses, in
Indis and elsewhere ; but our interest centred in the
ten, and we gavesmore time to explaining them, because
some of those women might never hear again, and we
neaded to Improve the precious opportunity.

The interest was well sustained throughout—about an -

-

behind that door—one of the young men of the hous

Juat imsgine those
Brahmans inviting the missionary to give this entertain
ment to the women. In the latter part of the letter
(which ia lost) we remember Miss Barkerville said there
were about a hundred present ; that one widow, whu
was ceremonially unclean and could not therefore cume
in with the other women, was allowed to sit on the ver
anda and see through the window.
