The remains were lor
warded to Liverpool, N, S., this moriing (104
inst.) As the funeral left the parsonage the bell
of Christ Chureh, Shelburne, was tolicd as o mark
of respect for the dead, and symputhy tur the
living.  Mrs. Parkinson was greatly beloved by ail
classes of people in the conmunity, and Mr. Parkin-
son earries with him to his new parvish (Port Med-
way) the heartfelt svmpathy and best wishes of his
former parishioners, Lhe Rev. B M, Welsh (who
is Mr. Parkinson’s suceessor) arrived lere Aug.
Sth, and as Mr. Parkinson found it impossible 1o
vacate the pavsonage, Mr, W, Muir kindly placed
his Liouse at Mr. Welsh’s disposul, until sich time
as he should be able to lvmv(-jniu the pirsonage.

their place of seftlement Liecause they avrived dur-
ing a freshet, when the surrounding country was
sibmerged.  The eonsequence 1s that railroads
come nob near Lo Kingston, and that the honour
and emohiment ot being the shive-town, which it
possessod for many years, has been trmsferved
from it to Jlhumpton.  Nevertheless Kingaton is
stull almost if not quite, the largest countey parish
in the Diocese in Chureh population, and uu"ht by
this time to be preparing to walk without thes lead-
ing strings of the Board of Iome Missions.
