Tur Groes.— There have been some heavy show-
ers during the week, which proved of much benefj
to the crops. Wno have seen 2 good deal of this
couniy a day or two since, and we regret to state
that the oats crop in muny flnt and poor districts
promise to be very thin and sbort. Wheat looks
exceedingly well, and potatoes give promise of an
sbundant yield. New ones are sold in Duadalk at
15 to Is 4d per Stone, nnd they are excellent for the
tubie; large and dry. The bay crop is abuudant.

Tee Pararo Onor.—4A letter from Kilmallock, in
the county of Limerick, published in Lke Freeman,
gives an unfavorable report of the prospect of thc
potato crop in that quarter. The writer says:—% |
bave just returned from traveiling cxtensively over
this distriet, porbaps the largest potato-growing
country in the South of Ireland, and I m pained to
state both observation and report conlfirm the alarm-
ing fact that the potnte croy (s nlready seriously af-
fected with the Llight. As'late as a fortnight since,
the young plants locked vigorous and healihy, and
hopes were generally entertained that this year's re-
turn would be unusually productive. More recently
the leaves exInbited rusty deposits in small spots,
varying in size from the cight to the fourth part of
a0 inch in diameter. ‘These spots have gradunlly
spread out, untjl they have covered tbe whole sur-
face of the leaf, whicl emits a rank, letid odor. I
saw on Sunday lnst n large field of potatoes in the
farm of Mr. Conyers, Castletown, whicli were put
down last Janunry, literally burnt to the ground by
this process of infection. Passing along the roads
the smell given out by the potato plant is most of-
fensive, Severalsmall districts bave not, I am happy
1o suy, been attacked ; but generally spesking the
blight 15 general, and great alarm prevails nmong
the ferming - classes.”

Evicrions 1x Quesy’s Covxry.— The Dublin Even-
ing FPost publiches an appeal, forwarded at the
close of April last, to Mr. Kemmis, of Ballinacor, in
the county of Wicklow, by n considerable number
of his tenantry on the lands of Baliycarroll, Queen's
County, who are under notice of eviction, beseech-
ing the landlord not to turn them out upon the
world. The case is one of the most pninful charac-
ter; for the tenants ubout to be evicted declare that
they bave paid their reuts with punctuality —they
are ready and anxious to fulfil their contract;
and they seek no nbatement of rent ; and the whole
burden of their prayer to Mr. Kemmis is that they
may be permitted to oceupy the holdings on which
they and their families were born. Mr. Farrer, J.P,
the Rev. Elias Handcock, Virar of Dysart Encs, the
Parish Priest of Maryborough, the Very Rev. Dr.
Taylor, and other geutlemen, have recommended
the case of the tenants to the favorable considern-
tion of Mr. Kemmis, on the ground that ¢ they are
honest industrious poor people;* and the Rev. Mr.
Handcock and Mr. Farrer have made special state-
ments, to the effect that the removal of the persons
under notice of eviction from Mr, Kemmis' estate
would be productive of loss and much inconvenience
in the district, a5  the lurger farmers would suffer
from the want of labourers.” The question, as our
contemporary remarks, naturally recurs—what is to
become of those people? The aged portion will
probably male their way to the workhouse, whilst
the young and active will swell the tide in that dis-
astrous system of emigration which is now going on
in diflerent parts of the country.

Nonue CoxprceT oF Ay Imsy Servast Girn.—The
Ballymena Qbserver of the 28 of June records the
story of the doings of an Irish pmirl whose parents
formerly regided in the neighborhood of the town in
which that journal is publisbed, snbztantially as fol-
lows: —Her father, Willinm M‘Cord, » shecemaker and
tenant of a small farn near Ballymena, died in cir-
cumsiances of peconitry ewbarrassment some yvears
apo. At the time of his death ltis liabilities amount-
ed to nearly forty pounds, and his family werc left
without a shilling for themselves cr any means for
the liquidation of these debts. Soon after bis deatb,
about the year 1833, his dangliter, Ann Jane M‘Cord,
then scarcely 20 vears of age, emigrated to America,
where she obtained cmvloyment as a domesiic ser-
vant. Huving from the outset determined to ypay
every farthing of ber dead father's liabilities she
hoarded the small earning of her industry with the
utmost care, and after six years of incessant t il her
noble aspirations were crowned with success—her
ardent desire was accomplished and the grand aim
of nll her self-sacrificing exertions was fully achieved.
On the ninth of February last she sent o letter from
No. 90 West Twenty-fourth street, New York, remit-
ting to Mr. James M‘Cord of Castlegore a bank or-
der for the sum of forty nounds, to be distributed by
that gentlewan in payment of her fautber's debts.—
The aggregate sum due was thirty-four pounds three
shillings aud three pence. In a postseript she di-
rected that one MeHeory should bo paid five shillings
over the amount of s debt, and that the balance of
the remittnunce, {ive pouuds eleven shillings and nine
penee, should be presented to ber sister, Mre. Mar-
guret Wilson,  When the account sas written, Mr.
M‘Cord complied with the directions of the letter in
every particular. The same account says that the
payment was entirely unexpected on the part of the
creditera, uud the act exhibits an example of high
and generous principle, for which the name and me-
moiy of Ann Jane M‘Cord deserves to be honored in
the place of her nativity, and it might have added,
in every other land.

A Tane or MvstEny.— The following curious
statement appenrs in the Freeman's Journal :-~** Tar-
bert, Friday.—The discovery on Wednesdny last of
a fearfn] nttewpt at assassination has smrlloq the
gooC fulk of Tarhert, and bas ocensionmi o consider-
abie uneasiness to the family against whom the an-
nihilation was intended.

At Eanniskillen
the peace of ihe town had beew much disturbed by
the hoisting of n Hag ou the tower of the Protestant
Churel, and ringing of bells. The day passed quiet-
ly in Armagh, but several flags were displayed ; one
on a large trec in & promineut part of the city, but
on the Calholics remonstrating, Mr. Cox, R M, with
the police, proceeded Lo the tree and had it removed.
in Downpatrick about 3,000 Orangemen attended
divive service in the ancient Cathedral, when a ser-
mon was preached by the Rev. S, G. Porter, incum-
bent of Stratford-on-Slaney, county Wicklow, and
deputy grand chaplain of the Grand Orauge Lodge
of Ireland. There wns no display of party colours
Leyond a few Qrange watch-ribbands, purple vests,
&e. Some of the Orangemen of the town dined to-
gether in the lodge-rooms. In Belfast the annivers-
ary passed off quietly ; no rioting, no party display.
Qur Cootehill correspondent informs us that the old
hybrid rag—npcither orange, purple nor green, hut
crimson, by way of compromise—was hung out on
the tower of the church of that town on the 1st
and remained there (ili the 12th. The Catholics very
properly took no notice of it. Similur exhibitions
took place at Clones;, Ballyhaise, Scotshouse, Ash-
field snd Drum, There was no flag exhibited at Bal-
lybay. The little faction at Castleblayney made n
miserable display, as described to us by & corres-
poudent, but it elicited nothing but contempt from
the Catholics.

On the night of the 2nd July, a serious riot tock
place between the Orange and Catholic parties in
Armagh. The Orange party were celebrating the
1st of July amniversary, and bad a number of drums
and fifes, to the music of which they paraded the
highways a long time. They then assembled on a
hill adjoining the workhouse, where a large boufirs
was lighted, and where they remained for about un
bour. About halt-past ten o'clock, the Orange
party marched down to Callan street, and came in
contact with the Catholics, when a general row en-
sued. Stones and other migsiles were thrown, shots
fired, and several hand to hand encounters occur-
red. All the police in town, under the command of
Sub-Inspector Fawcett, were on the ground, and
after the rioting began, Hugh Boyle, John G. Winder,
and Willinm Paton, came to the place, and united
their exertions to the police to quell the disturbance.
It is said that several persons have been seriously
waunded by the Orange party. A number of houses
in [rish and Callan streets have been smaghed, nnd it
is to be regretted more that the Royal Hotel and two
or three hiouses of respectable Catholies in Scotch
street have had their windows broken. Tt is likely the
whole matter will be the subject of judicinl investi-
gation.— Norihern Whiy.

OranGe Riors AT LURGAN oN THE 12Tu.— On
Thursday evening a riot took place aboul twe miles
and a-bulf from Lurgan, which may terminate ia the
loss of more than oune life, the injury of many, and
the protracted disturbance of that neighborbood, It
is & 12th of July affair, and Les risen out of if... srac-
tices geucrally confined now to the rural districts,
and long associated with the season, The follow-
ing address will best explain the state of 1kings for
some iime past in the county whern iz tragedy yag
just occurred :—

# To the Oraugemen of the coynty of Armugh.

“Dear Brethren,—Prompied by the deep interest |
have always felt for the welfare of your society, |
pmust express my sineere regret b the onutrages
which Dbavas recently wtaken place in the town and
neighborhood of Armagh, and I caunot help adding
wy disapprobation, in the stropgest manner, of o
practice which 1 bLelieve to have been chiefly the
canse which led 1o these diztuibances—! allude
to the hubit of drumming in the evenings, nod even
during the nights, Tam aware that the wor: thought-
ful and considerate vortivn of the soclety disapprove
a proceeding which ean ouly proveke Lustile fecling
aud lead to retalintion, frauglt with so much dan-
aer ta the pepce of the conntry ; and T cannot look
on any person as & friend to the institutiun who per-
severes in & course which must inevitably call forth
public animadversion, and prove a cause of rejoic-
ing 10 all who areinimical to yourselves and the
loyal principles you profess.

This friendly appeal is posted in Lurgan, and [
dare say, over the county. It secems to have had no
effect in preveuting, though it clearly pointed qut
the patural consequences of the conduct to which it
refers. :

Lurgan and the vicinity, since the carly part of
June, bave been perturhed hy the spirit of party.
Ou the 2d of July a very large number of persons,
amounting to several thousands, met in the town,
and had a druinming and fifing performance. They
did not play party tnnes, or render themaelves dis-
tinetly amenable to the Processions Acet; bence the
authotities did net interfere. There was noe doubt
however, about the character or tendency of the as-
sembly ; and, il any had existed, would have been
dispelied Ly the small morceaux of political airs
which the *musicians' threw into the unobjection-
able tunes they play-—an ahecration sufliciently sug-
gestive. Tiis device would, ns they appeared to
think, enable them to eujoy all the honour and glo-
ry of the banned proceszions ; and accordingly at
an early hour of the 12th, abont 100 persons came
into Lurgnn witli two fifes and & drun, They pass-
ed through the town on their way to the country.
Between 5 and ¢ o'clock some 500 or 600 nrvived,
with six drums, and, after performing round the
church, went out to a public house in the rural dis-
tricts, where they met the Portadown, the Monties,
the Bleary and the Red Cow Lodges. The aggregate
meeting then veturned to Lurgan. There were, it is

i enid, not less than 5,000 of these men, with 28 drums

aud s corresponding number of fifes, playing gene-
relly iveffensive nirs, but sugpestive, at intervalg, as
+buve-mentioned, Unfortunately, it was not only

i “the 12th, but the fair day in Lurgan, and it may

vasily be conceived what a commotion such a party
would cange in a country town. Red, white, and
apparently purple, fligs were flnnnting from the
spire of the churceh, and the appearance of sundry
shop windows indicated the time of year that tnd
arrived. About 5 o'clock the jmiposing demonstra-
tion began to breaik up, and one section of about
200 persons left Lurgan by the Portadown road. Ar-
riving at the chapel, situate in Derrymacash, Qo.nsh
of Seago, some indiscreet member of the body fired o

‘pistol &t the cross on the gable. The Rev. Mr. Mor-

gaao, parish priegt, was then in the chapel with some

children. He directed the door to be locked, Leing
apprehensive of a riot. This being a locality prin-
cipally inhebited by Catliolics, the peaple—men wo-
men and children— gathered from the fields. It does
not appear that they had any strong rezson to fonr a
serious altack on either life or property, for there
wus but the one shot fired, and that without any se-
rious result, except that which snbsequently arose.
There was enough, however, done to cause excite-
ment and produce a riot; stones were thrown by
both sides. Tbelieve this part of the fracas wss he-
gun by the Rowan Catholics, either in retaliation
for the outrage offered to their house of worship, or
to drive away the Orange party, nod so proteel it
and their priest from further molestation. o that
a3 it may shots were fired by the Oracge warty with
serions ellect, at first from pistols, and afterwards
frora guns which the house of & man named Tait,
and of course this kind of weapon soon terminuted
the riot. It lasted about a quarter of an kour. When
the disturbance hud terminated, the sad result was
suon knawn—sowme 16 persons being wounded, The
Rev. Mr. Morgan sent for Dr. Nannuy to Lurgan
about six o'clock, and he arrived ut the secue of the
disaster about balf xn hour afterwarids. Oun the news
thus reaching Lurgan, Mr, Millar, R, despatched
Head-Cunstuble M‘Curvon ou n car, with ten of the
foree, to Derryncasl. The liead-constalle nscer-
tained the deplorable character of the riot, and drove
back for dr. Millar, who reached the place to tind
the Rev. Mr. Morgan administering the last rites of
the Roman Catholic Church to two men whom he
believed to be mortelly wonnded, named Charles
M‘Cann and Thowas Murphy. As the latter was in
the mest imminent jeopardy, the magistrale took his
dying deposition, in which le identitied several of
the rioters, and stated the particulars of the viot us
they came under his own observation. M‘Cann's
dying deposition was next taken. Il said that the
guns were obtained in Tait'a house ; that Tait Gired
and he (M'Caun) received the wound of a ball in the
koee. As be turned to malke his way lo his own
house he received another guushot wound in hia
back. The ball in this case was fired by William
Wright.

So far as cun be at pregent nscertained, 1he names
of the persons jujured, and the wounds they have
sustained, are as follows :—Thomus Murphy, v young
uumarried man, wounded in the chest, penetrating
the lungs, and, na believed, into the spine, for he is
totally paralytic in the lower limbs, and uot likely
to recover, Charles M'Cann, a lubourer, about 22
yenrs of age, also unmarried, has received a n gun-
shot wound in the right kuee, and two other wounds
of the same description in the back. His life wag
despaired of in the morning, but in the evening he wos
in o more bopeful condition. A wan named Mduit
received a curions gunshot wound in the neck. Dr.
Haunay waos enabled to extract the bull. A boy
named Hamill, the only rotestant known to be in-
jured in the wmelee, has bad a balt extracted (rom his
leg. He Lad got among the Catholic party. An-
other boy called Hennon has been taken to the
workliouse witha ball in his leg ; it is not expected
that it will be extracted. A third lad, 12 years of
age, named James lennon, has been severcly wound-
ed in the arm, the ball passing right through it, A
brother of the Mfldutt ghaove nentivned has been
davgerously wounded. A girl of the family of
M*Ildufl hns been shot through the cheek, and, sad
to coutemplate, & poor tittle infunt, while in its mo-
ther’s arms, had some shot lodged in its foot.—
There is nnother girl residing in the house next to
where Murphy lives, who has received & numher of
grains of shot in her arm. There are other persons—
altogether 16 jinvidurls—who bnve been injured with
more or less severity in this shocking outrage. A
person called Deccher, a 1'1otestant, some tinie after
the riot, wns waylnid nod beaten, but, I helieve, uot
violently, Tlis prrson and the boy before nnmed
nre the only Protestants that have as yet been men-
tioned among the sufferers.

Yesterduy morning Lord Lurgan, Mr- William M.
Millar, LML, Mr, John Ifancock, 3.9, and Mr. John
Greer, J.P., met at the Court-house in order to make
inquiry into the circumstances, and tuke informu-
tion in coonexion with this welancholy affair. Foar
persons, Protestants, named Charles Geddis, Georpe
Duvis, William Jones, and Robert M'Genuis were
brought up and charged, under & clouse in the
Town's Improvement Act, with riotous behaviour in
Lurgan onjthe previous day. This riotous behaviour
wus ofa party character; and, being proved in evi-

i dence, the Bench imposed n fine of 49s. and costs in

each case; or, in defuult, two months' imprisonment.
An appeal to the Qnarter Sessions bns been lodged
by Mr. Morris, solicitor for the acensed, nnd the
parties have been admitted {o bail.

The inquiry iute the Derrymacash affair lozted
from 10 o'clock 1a the morning till 6 in the evening.
T understand that the depositions of more thun 20
witncsses were taken, apd that the evidence tlhrew
ahmozt the entire eriminnlity on the Orange party,
who weee seen to discharge their firearms and ro-
load thew again during the melee, white the Catha-
lic party bad no firexrms at all.  Ten prizoners (all
Protestunts) had been mnde by the police.  OFf these
five were discharged at the termination of the ma-
gisterinl inquiry—namely, John Wells, Derriadd;
Richard Murphy, William Cassells, Andrew [Jogle,
and Thomas Breen, Clristopher Murphy and James
Turk, or Turkington, were admitted to bail, each in
£10, and two sureties in £5 each, to appear on Wed-
nesday ; and Samuel Tait, Willinm Wright, nud
Cinnamond MMughes, were remanded till Wednesduy
nest, when the inguiry will be resumed. Warraais
wiil be issued for a nurber of other persons con-
cerned in the allray, and the inquiry will be resuwnd
next week. Anp unusual degree of excitement ap-
peared in Lurgan throughout yesterdny, cansed, no
doubt, by the occurrence of the previous evening. —
Nordheri Whig.

SWARMING OF DEES.~ An unusual and esirnordi-
nary occurrence tonk place on Sundey lIast at the
Camp on the Curragh of Kilduro. A private of the
20th regiment, named Ryan, about 13 o'clock took
a cnn and o piece of jron, with which he commenced
beating the can for the purpose of enusing some beea
flying nbout the camp to swanin.  This e succeedeid
in nore eflectually than he desired, for shortly after
he commenced the rattling noize the bees gathered
upon one side of his face, extending in a thick clos-
fer, nmnbering thousands, from the top of his head
to balf down his arm, between the shoulder and el-
bow. In this dilemma he called out for assistunce,
nnd he was shortly afterwards placed sittiug tn o
chair, when a hive was obtained, which was Leld
over 11is bead, covered with a sheet, with o view of
endeavoring to get them to enter the hive, hut up to
the Lour of 3 o'clock, when our correspondent saw
him, there was little prospect of their removing, and,
the day being extremely hot, it was conjectured that
the listle but busy iribe would not iake to the quar-
ters which were provided for them sooner than 6 or
7 o'clock iothe evening, The soldier was removed
o the gard-room, out of the air, for the purpose of
preventing any otber agsailants gathering about bim,
and to giveo him shelter from the overpoweriag rays
of the sun, from which he was soffering greatly in
consequence of the weak state to which the gsudden
