For ten years
the publication has been made at a loss, as the
subscription price and the receipts from advertisers
did not cover the cost of printing and the payment
of contributors.

Whilst the subscribers were few this loss was
easily borne; now that they are many it is found
necessary to increase the price to cover the cost of
the publication. Accordingly, from this date sub-
scriptions and renewals will be received at the rate
of two dollars a year.

This is the least amount which will cover the
charges of manufacture and allow to contributors a
reasonable remuneration. If this decision meets
with favour,—and the Committee sincerely trusts
that it will,—the Magazine will continue to be pub-
lished in its present form but with improved con-
tents.
