originating means qualifying under the rules of origin set out in Chapter Four (Rules of
Origin); :

person means a natural person or an enterprise;
person of a Party means a national, or an enterprise of a Party;

state enterprise means an enterprise that is owned, or controlled through ownership
interests, by a Party; and

territory means for a Party the territory of that Party as set out in Annex 201.1.

2. For purposes of this Agreement, unless otherwise specified, a reference to province
or state includes local governments.
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
