
(e) the saine repatriation facijities in tue of international crisis for

themselves, their spouses and relatives dependent on them, as are accorded to

diplomatic agents;

(f) the saine exchangc facilities as accorded to officiais of comparable rank

forming part of diplomatic missions mn Canada; and

(g) the right to import free of duty their furniture and effects, includig

motor vehicles, but excluding alcoholic beverages and tobacco products, at the

time of firat entxy into Canada, or in the case of former residents of Canada

returning to Canada ta resunie residence in Canada after having been residents

of anther country, the. riglit, subject ta the applicable legislation, ta imnport ftee

of duty ther furniture and effects, inchxding motor vebicles, at the time Of

their return tai Canada.

ARILEIl

1. The privileges andi iminunities of officiais of the Multilateral Fund other than

officiais of the United Nations ani of experts are accorded ot for the personal benefit

of the iludividuals thensselves, but lu order te safeguard the idpnetexercise of

their ftinctions lu connection with the Milltilateral Fund.

2. The Chairnian of the Executive Comnxittee flot only bas the riglit, but lu under

the duty towaive the imnt referred to in pargaph 1 n iy asee inhior

lier opinion, the. immunity woilld impede the course of justice andi it coulti be waived

without prejudice to the purpose for wiiich the. lmuunity is sccorded.

1. Wltbout prejudice to their privileges andi inuunities, in i th duty of aIl

persons eujoying sucli privileges andi inimunities to respect the. laws andi regulations Mf

Canada. Ibey alse have the. duty not te interfère in the. inernai affairs of Canada.

2. The Multilateral Funti shall cooperate at' ail turnes wltii the approiate

authorities of Canada to facilitate the. properadisttonfjuiceurth

observance of police regulations ami avoid the occurrence Mf amy abuse in comnection

with the. privileges, inimunities ami facilities referroti te in ibis Agreemfent.
