
2. *Each Statc Party shali consider providing for tic possibility, in
Appropriat cases, of mitigatlng punishment of an accud person who
provides substantial cooperation lIn the investigation. or proscution of an
offence covered by tbis Convention.

3. Each State Party shal consider providing for the possibility, in
accordnce wlth fundamental principles of lis domestic Iaw, of granting
immunity frm prosecution te a person who provides substantial cooperation
i the investigation or prasecution of an offence covcred by this Convention.

4. Protection of such persons shall be as provîdcd for in article 24 of
ti Convention.

5. Where a person referred te in paragraph 1 oftibis article located in
one State Party' can provide substantial cooperation to the competent
authorîties of another State Part>', Uic States Paties conccrned nia> consider
entering into agreements or arrangements, in accordance with their domestic
law, concemlng the potential provision b>' Uic other State Part>' of Uic
treatment sat forth in paragrapis 2 and 3 of this article.

Article 27
Law enforcement cooperation

I. States Parties shall cooperate closel>' with one another, consistent
with their respective domtestic lega! and administrative systeis. to enhance the
effmciveness of law enforcement action ta combat the offences covered by ibis
Convention. Each State Party shali, in particular. adopt effective measures:

(a) To enhance and, where -necessar>', to estblish channels of
communication botween thcir competent authorities, agencies and services in
order te facilitate thc secure and rapid exchange of information concerning ail
aspects of Uic offences covered b>' tis Convention, including. if thc States
Parties conccrncd deem It appropriait. links with other criminal activities;

(b) To cooperate wIth other States Parties i conducting inquiries
with respect to offences covered by this Convention concernlng:

(i) flicidntity, wherebouts and activities of persons suspectedl of
iiivolvemnen in sucb offences or Uic location of other poisons Sccrned;

(11) The movement cf proceeds of crime or property derlved front Uic
commission of such offences;

(Mi) 1he movement of property, equipment or other instrumnental ities
used or intended for use in thc commission of such offences;

(c) Tc provide, when appropriate, necessar>' items or quantities of
substances for analytical or investigative purposes;

(d) To facilitate effective coordination bctween their competent
authorities, agencies and services and to promnote the cxchange of personnel
and &ther experts. including. subject te bilsteral agreements or arrangements
botween the States Parties concerned, Uic posting of liaison officers;

(e) To exchange information with other States Parties on specific
means and mothods used by organized criminal groupa, including, where
