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Invoking of War Measures Act

port describing the scope of the threat and the urgent need to
reinforce the machinery to cope with it.

We ask for every measure of assistance the federal govern-
ment may deem useful and desirable in order to carry out the
task of protectmng society and the life of citizens in this difficuit
period.

It is a matter of deep regret and grave concern to me,
as I arn sure if is f0 ail hion. members, thaf the condition
of our country niakes necessary this proclamation.

These persons allege that they are seeking social change
through novel means. In fact they are seeking the
destruction of the social order through clandestine and
violent means.

Faced with such persons, and confronted with
authoritative assessments of the seriousness of the risk to
persons and property in the Montreal area, the govern-
ment had no responsible choice but to act as it did last
night.
