The year’s work of this station has been uninterrupted 
and has been, as in former years, the carrying on of the weather 
and time service. The demands made by the City for informâtion
have not lessened and we are continually at a disadvantage in 
striving to answer inquiries of all sorts vhich are usually legiti*- 
mate. Our facilities,equipment and staff are inadequate to ful­
fil that concept in the public mind of a properly supplied eteo- 
rological or astronomical observatory. For a city of the import­
ance of I, ont real these services should on a more adequate sc^le.

\,e cannot but continue to insist that both the University 
and the Government should have in mind the necessity of an ; oservat or,, 
in Montreal, better located, better equipped and a greater service 
to the public and the University than the present 1 cGill College 
Observatory.
