But we were not opposed to the Humber Valley proposals, and, 
on the contrarv, supported them as we would support and have supported simi­
lar proposals." The Telegram, however, has been against any and all de­
velopments of this description in the city save the one. Every real estate owner 
who offers to sell his land Is s', vied a land-butcher, and there Is no limit to the 
violence of the language pol: out upon those who would enlarge the city
boundaries, always exceptin; Home Smith and the Humber X alley. Nor
can The Globe found a chars 1 Jealousy on the existence of Donlands. Don­
lands has not sought for annexation, and Is not in the hands of the land-butcher­
ing guild It is quite outside th» city boundaries, and does no- seek admission. 
It has not opposed the admission of other territories, or the charge of Jealousy- 
might seem reasonable. .

The Telegram has furiously raged over the dilemma that, Donlands being 
obviously outside the city limits, it does not incur city taxation, but this is true 
of all similar farming property. We have suggested a metropolitan area, and 
Ud Wickett has followed up this Idea, with a view to remedying the omission. 
But The Telegram will have none of Aid. Wickett or his metropolitan area. 
The Telegram Is difficult to please, having been enchanted with the pulchritjjde 
of Mr. Home Smith. .

All tills would matter little 'out for the vital interests of the citizens which 
are to be sacrificed to the dumb devotion of The Telegram to the Hupiber Valley. 
In order to advance that district every other district in the suburbs is to con- 
Inue for eight years, and perhaps longer, Ymder the burden of a disjointed car 
erviet, with double fares, while the central citizens are to be discommoded with 
rowded ears, strap-hanging carried, as the courts have declared, to the vbrge ot 

indecency, and eight years of impaired sen-ice and restricted growth in the 
population and business of the city.

"Why does The Telegram oppose the street railway purchase in the interest 
of the Humber Valley surveys, and why does The Globe spring to the aid of The 
Telegram? Why are they willing to falsify and misrepresent the statements of 
the experts who have reported on the proposed purchase, and why do they 
decline to wait lor the MacKay and Couzens reports before deciding to throw 
down the rest of the city in order to advantage the Humber Valley surveys?

NOTICE-i Another Step.

The iilterniitional congress held ill 
London, after a lapse, of 32 years, was 
epoken of .as being another step of 
advancement in the world of science. 
The advances made in the science of 
medicine during the last three de­
cades wore very great, and medicine 
and surgery were shown to; be each 
supplemental to the other.

"The meeting of the British asso­
ciation in Birmingham in Septem­
ber,” declared Mr. Amoldi, “was an­
other scientific gathering which wae 
epoch-making In its character. Sir 
Oliver Lodge’s address was masterly 
in its character and revealed many 
things hitherto unapproached.” That 
speech was dealt with In detail and 
many of Its features were empha­
sized.

The construction of the Panama 
Canal, and the damming of the Nile 
were referred to as being the. two. 
greatest, engineering feats of modern 
times, and the advantages of each" 
of these were described as being very 
great. The invention of explosion by 
means of electrical waves. In the 
opinion of the speaker, might revolu­
tionize warfare so that men would 
have to depend on their strength of 
arm as was the case before the In­
vention of explosives.

Signs of the Times.
The specializing of the various 

branches of practical science was 
spoken of as being one of the signs 
of the times. Lastly, the work of the 
Canadian Institute was dealt with, 
and Mr. Arnold! Stated it to be the 
promotion of scientific research. With 
its library of over 10,000 volumes, 
which were accessible to all, the 
president declared that, the possibili­
ties of the institute along these lines 
were capable of being increased as 
the public became more acquainted 
with the objects of the association. 
Suggestions were made for enlarge­
ment along various lines.
