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THE GLOBE SUPPORTS THE DEAL,

The editorial in yesterday’'s Globe anent
the City Clerkship strengthens the general
bellef that the deal outlined by The World
the other day is in process of accomplish-
ment. The Globe's champlonship of the
deal " tiFthermore confirms the theory that
it 1s Ald. Hallam who has been fixed upon
as the Mayor's successor. Mr. Hallam has
done enough for The Globe to demand that
it shall support him in his endeavor to climb;
up into the Mayor'’s chair. The Globe is
paving the way most beautifully for the
perpetration of another double shuffle, simi-
lar in all respects to the Fleming-Shaw con-
spiracy of 1807. The Globe geés nothing
wrong in Mayor Shaw's designs upon tle
City Clerkship. To use its own language:
“To apply the term conspiracy to a legiti-
mately expressed desire by Mayor Shaw for
the Uity Clerkship would be absurd. The
whole thing fs perfectly legal and recog-
nized by the law, which provides that if,
from any cause, the Mayor's office becomes
vacant in afly year after July 1, it can be
filled by the appéintment of a member of
Councal,”

This very law which The Globe refers to
as disproving the existence of a conspiracy
actually establishes the conspiracy. FPre-
vious to the last session of the Legislature
the City Council decided to petition the
Legislature to repeal that law and Ald.
Hallam was one of the strongest advoeates
in favor of repeal. Mayor Shaw, however,
managed to have the wishes of the Couxrcil
and of the people defeated, and it was be-
cause of his support of the law that we
have it in the Municipal Lct to-day. Mayor
Shaw has had @esigns ou ghe City Clerkship
for some time back. While in the Mayor’s
chair he has taken advantage of his posi-
tion to strengthen his chances of securing
the office. He elected a” Board of Control
that would do his bidding and further his
designs on the Clerkship. He refused to
carry out the wishes of the people and work
for the repeal of the law giving the Council
the right to elect its own Mayor after
July 1. These and other facts are ail evl-
dence of a conspirady, of a premeditated
design on tbe vyart of Mayor Shaw to use
his position as Mayor to"further his appolat-
ment as City Clerk. In supporting the
Shaw-Hallam deal The Globe favors the
viclous principle of filling the ‘civic offices
from among the aldermen. If the Mayor is
entitled to the Clerkship, the aldermen ¢an
very properly claim other offices as they
become vacant., Furthermore, The Globe
belleves in the principle of allowing the
Councll to elect its own Mayor after July 1
of any year, If it is right for the ?(nyut
and aldermen to elect themselves t@ civie
positions, it is proper that they shoald
have the opportunity of so doing; The July
1 law allows them this qpponunlty, at least
in a limited degree.

PRESTON SELF-CONVICTED,

Mr. W. T. R. Preston’s letter in reply to
the charges recently made. against him
doés not eXomerate him in the least, but
only serves to still further substantiate the
truth of the accusations, Preston’s part In
the West Bigin campaign is thus summar-
ized by Mr, Wallace Nesbitt, whq sald.:

“The whole. riding was' simply flooded
with personators, pluggers and ballot box
stuffers, who gave assumed names and reg-
istered falsely. Their addresses could not
be discovered, but they worked under the
direction and control ¢f Mr. W. T, R, Pres-
tan.” :

This is the gravamen of the charges made
against Preston by the press generally, Mr.

 Preston has written to the press justifying

his conduect. The letter deals with his pub-
lic life generally, and, in his own opinion,
Mr, Preston has been a very exemplary
man. But the pecullar thing about Mr.
Preston’s letter™is that he does not’deny
that the personators, pluggers and ballot
box stiiffers worked under<his direction and
control. Instead of denying the explicit
charges preferred against him, Mr, Preston
biirdens the record with the virtues of his
public life. This is exactly the course pur-
sued by criminals on trial. They adduce
evidence of previous good conduct and re-
putation. It is an old trick, but judges and
jurors take no stock In it. The Globe adopt-
ed the same course in its defenee of Mr.
Hardy. Instead of acquitting him of com-
plicity In the West Elgin scandal, The
Globes tells us that his record as a public
man is clean, and that he has served the
Province well. Mr. Preston’s letter affords
strong enough evidence of his guilt to war-
rant Sir Wilfrid Laurier calling for his
resignation. If he were Innocent of the
gerious charges made against him, he would
have taken the earliest opportunity of deny-
ing them. That he has not done so 1s pre-
sumptive evidence of his gulit. Mr. Preston's

challenge for an investigation also bears the |

stamp of gullt. If he is in earnest In his
desire for an investigation, why doesn’t ae
enter an action of libel against Mr. Nesbitt
or some of the newspapers which have made
the accusations against him? We doubt if
even Mr. Preston’s Sunday School and Bible
class associates will be satisfied with hig
denial of, or, rather, reply to, the charges
made against him.

TUBERCULOSIS IN CATTLE.

Some short time ago there was a ‘‘scare™
in Chicago about tuberculous milk being
gupplied to the people of that city. The
scare resulted in a demand for an inspec-
tion of the dalry cattle, and such inspec-
tion was undertaken by the State Board of
Live Stock Commissioners. s

The tuberculin tests were begun on May
17, and from them until July 1 2061 cattle
were examined. Of this number, 427 react-
ed to the test, showing conclusively that
the tubercle baelllus was present, though
there were four or five animals in which,
upon post-mortem examination, the lesions
of tuberculosis could not be digcovered by
ocular inspection. The authorities were of
the opinion, however, that in each of these
cases the bacilli existed, but not for a sufri-
clent time to create manifestations of the
disease that could be found without the
use of the microscope. Further detalls-of
the examinations show that the animals in-
spected Included the hétds of all the State
institutions, in each of which were found
infected cattle, while the largest percentage
of disease was found in the herds of the
great dairy counties of Illinofs.

Would an inspection of the cattle in the
neighborhood of Toronto show any hetter
results than this test made in Illinois? We
fail to see why it should. If the Inspection
in Illinois is Indicative of the prevalence of

SAILED WITHOUT ALL HER CANVAS.

New Boat Showed to Best Advﬁ/;-
tage Beating to Windward,
Britannia’s Strong Foint,

Southampton, July 18.—There was much
excitement on the Solent to-day over ¢he
Britannia-Shamrock race. From = early
morning crowds watched the preparations
on board both yachts, while-the whole
fleet from Southampton, Cowes and other
points made for Ryde.

The Prince of Wales arrived at South-
ampton at 11 o’clock, wearing a yachting
sult, and immediately embarked on board

th'e‘ admiralty yacht Fire Queeﬁ.

The yachts started punctually at 12
o'clock with a fresh southeast breezé blow-
Ing. ~The Shamrock passed Warner at
14.36.18 and Britannia at 12.48.16.

The Shamrock rounded #he Nab llﬁbtshlg
at 1.00.25, and the Britannia at 1.06.20.
The Shamrock’s spinnaker tore badly
when being set for the run back. The
Shamrock passed Ryde pler at 1.54.30 and
the Britannia at 2.02,30.

The yachts passed the Royal Yacht Squa-
dron _house, going westward, the Sham-

rock at 2.40.27 and ¢he Britannia at 2.51.00,

The correct times at the finlsh were:
Shamrock 3.43.50, Britannia 4.00.15. ‘The
times passing the buoy on the Solent bank
were: Shamrock 8.15.45, Britannia 3.25,04.

Starting Gun Boomed.

As the starting gun boomed the Britannia
almost immediately crossed the line, the
Shamrock following In & way to give the
impression that she had no objectiond” to
Flvlng the Britannla a stght lead. The
atter, however, did not long maintain the
advantage. It was a dead bewt to wind-
ward, and little distance was covered be-
fore the Shamrock, which started on the
short leg to port, overhduled her, and on
the following long leg to starboard the
Shamrock forged ahead rapidly. It was at
once noticed that she was salling nearly
haif a point nearer the wind tnan the
Britannla. The Shamrock was carryin,
her mainsall, jib-beaded to‘;sail, jib an
foresail. The Britannia carried the same
canvas, but in addition her club topsail.
