Chinese Troops Reappear.

Pekin, April 26.—The Chinese regulars
who retired beyond the Great Wall have
reappeared at another point within the in-
ternational area. Strong representations
pave been made to the Chinese plenipoten-
tisries in regard to the necessity for their
jmmediate retirement. The French force
§s in readiness to remew the operations,
put has been ordered to await the result of
the Imperial edict to return
to Pekin as soon as possible
in order to pacify the people, who are
Jooking eagerly westward for their Emper-
or's return. The cemsor is certain there is
no danger, and if the Emperor is doubttul
he can return as far as Ka Fung Fu,
where he can better examine the conditions
snd arrange for the foreign evacuation.
But, he adds, an early date for His Ma-
jesty's return should be announced imme-
diately.

A Hostile Movement.

Pekig, April 26.—The Chinese are won-
dering if the Imperial Commission appoint-
ed by an edict issued April 23 to enquire
fully into the question of reforms really
means the relinquishing of absolute power
by the court, or whether it is merely the
formation of a Privy Council.

Notices in Chinese were placarded during
the night, calling on patriotic Chinamen
to rise May 15 and expel all foreigners.

Yung Lu Ting, the censor of Chi Li Pro-
vince, has memorialized the throne to re-
turn.

Krupp Guns in Good Condition.

The 16 Krupp guns and 67 carts of am-
munition captured by the British near
Shan Hai Kwan are in excellent condition.
An Indlan native officer who made the cap-
ture was offered two carts of silver if he
would not take the .guns and say nothing
about them.

Great Britain’s Plan Urged.
London, April 26.—A representative of
the Associated Press learns that Great
Britain is not relaxing her efforts to in-
duce the powers to decrease their pecun-
jary demands on China and substitute for
a portion of their claims commercial agree-
ments. The latest advices from British
Minister Satow at Pekin do not indicate
any degree of success so far, owing, it is
said, to opposition on the part of Germany,
which continues to insist on the pa,\'mew
full of the large indemnity she claims. A
