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There may be some valid objection to
the fndustrial World, but nothing but good
can come of the pooling of all interests
coneerned in the battle against tubercu-
losis. In France such a combination has
just taken place. All  the iIndividual
leagues against the dread disease have
been consolidated into a single gigantic
union, which has already lald out an ag-
gressive plan of campaign. The slow pro-
grenﬂmtmbeenmdelnCuadah
the establishment of . sanitaria for . the
treatment of the disease is owing princl-
pally, we believe, to the lack of harmony
among the different bodies interested in
the good work of combatting the scourge.
If, however, an amalgamation of the anti-
consumptive forces in Canada cannot be
effected then the different socleties onght
to get & move on and convert some of
their long-tatked-of projects into actuali-
ties. There is a erying need for a con-
sumptive isolation hospital in this city or
vicinity as well as in the other large
cities of the province. We have practi-
eally ostracized the unfortunate consump-
tive from among us without preparing for
him a place of banishment. His isolation
is much more in the interests of the pub-
lic than In his own, and the least the
people can do is to afford him a decent
asylum in leu of the ordinary rights of
humanity. of which we have deprived
him. The Canadian societies might emu-
Jate the French leagues in snother direc-
tion also in addition to the comnsolidation
of the associations. 'We refer to the gen-
eral education of the masses with a view
to the prevention of the disease. The
rallway atbthorities and employers of la-
bor thruout France have been interested
in' the subject, and instructions have been
issued  to. the men regarding the best
means of avoiding contagion. In Paris a
corps of medical examiners have been
established, whose sole duty Is to inspect
workingmen’s homes to Insure healthy con-
ditions. L

Among the general instructions which
this corps of doctors has posted in every
workman's home are the following diecta :
“Don’t smoke; drink milk in large quanti-
ties; eat all the meat possible; avoid
dranghts; wash the mouth daily with list-
erine; take dally cold baths; don’t cough
except when you must; never swallow ex-
pectorations; stay in the fresh alr all you
can.”

The work of the examining corps is in
our opinion’ even more Important than
the establishment of sanitaria, because the
great object to be attained is the pre-
vention, rather thenythe eure, of the dis-
ease. The Isolation of the afflicted is
justifiable, solely on the ground that it
prevents the spread of the disease to the
healthy. We trust ‘that the socleties
which have undertaken to deal with the
problem in Ontarlo wijl,goon realize their
responsibility. - .If they do not intend to
earry out their proposals, let them say so
and others will take the matter out of
their hands.

DEATH “AFTER VACCINATION.”

At Thorpe, England, recently there was
an amusing case which arose out of the
objection of a man to the vaccination of
his child. He claimed consclentious ob-
jectlon, and desired to be legally exempt-
ed from the provision of the vaccination
law. The magistrates are given power to
exempt In cases where objection is taken
conscientious grounds. In this case
the applicant for exemption certified that
his mother had died “after vaccination,”
and the magistrate granted his request,
altho it was pointed out that the ‘ady
was vaccinated when a baby and lived
to be a grandmother, Irish ‘bulls” are
often pointed out, but if any Irish ‘‘bull”
can beat this specimen of English “bull”
it will be interesting to have. it produced.
It is at last established that death is a
hereditary complaint, and that unless yon
are vaccinated before you die you cannot
dig “after vaccination.”

France has some 4,326,000 acres of land
under vines, and the wine production last
year was 1,482,000,000 gallons, while the
total production of the world was 3,618,-
700,000 gallons. Ifaly produced the pext
largest amount, 583,000,000 gallons; Spaln
517,000,000, and Portugal 189,000,000 zal-
Jons, while Austria-Hungary was fifth with’
114,000,000 gallons. British possessions
made the paltry showing of only 9,000,000
gallons, of which Australia contributed 5,-
500,000 and the Cape Colony 3,504,000
North and South America, combined, only
produced 206,000,000, of which 32,000,000
gallons only were from the United States,
Chii and Perm taking the lead with 69,
000,000 and 49,000,000 gallons respectively.

ROMAN BONAPARTE DEAD,

Talents of Countess Primoli Made
Her a Figure in Italian Soelety.
Rome, Oct. 1.—Several marriages among
sthe Roman nobility have identified the
Luclen branch of the Banoparte family
with Italy, One of these marriages was
that of the Princess Charlotte, who passed
away yesterday. She was born at Rome
in 1832, and married there, in the year
1848, Count Primoli, who dled in
Belonging to a family of eight, she was,
on both her father’s and motBer's slaes,
a Bonaparte, as her father, Charles Lucien,
Prince of Carino, son of Lucien Bonaparte,
brother of Napoleon the Greal, married
the elder daughter of Joseph Bonaparte,
the first Emperor's eldest brother. The
Princess Charlotte was thus great niece
of Napoleon Bonaparte.

Her brother, Luclen, entered the Church
and rose to the Cardinalate. He lived &
very retired life of devotlom, but his con-
nection with the Vatican naturally led to
some kind of isolation from the other
branch of the Bonaparte family, the de-
scendants -of Jerome, who became closely
allled with the Itallan royal family by the
marriage of Prince Napoleon with the Prin-
-cess Clotilde, daughter of ing Victor Em-
manuel, The Lucien Bopapartes, more-
over, as being associated with the Itallan
princely familles of Ruspoll and Gabrielli,
the Counts of Primoli and Campello, and
the Marquis Roccagiovime, were indis-
posed to accept the Inferior position whith
was accorded to them by the Emperor
Napoleon III. in the family order of pre-
cedence,

Luclen Bonaparte, in faet, tho in point
of birth he came next to the great Napol-
eon, was cut off from his line of succes-
sion, and it thus comes about that upon
the extinction of the Louils Napoleons the
head o fthe family is now Prince Vie-
tor, of the Jerome branch, s
It I8 a curjous plece of family history
that had not the first marriage of Jerome
Bonaparte been set aside at the order of
his imperfous brother, the chief represen-
tative of the *“Napoleonle tradition” wonld
have been the present living deseendant
of the son of Jerome and Miss Kliza
Patterson of Baltimore. By another strange
turn of fate a daughter of the American
branch is married to a Moltke, nor must
it be forgotten that the elder son of one
of the great Napoleon’s siSters, who mar-
ried Mural, was united in Florida to a
grandniece of George Washington, His
younger brother also married an American,
a Miss Fraser, and left a numerous family.
The Countess Primoli at _one time was
one of the best known nx\'ires in Roman
soclety, owing to her talents and powers
of conversation. S8he, however, felt the
death of the youngest of her three sons
80 severely that her mind became affected.
Another son, Count Jege Primoli, was the
favorite nephew of the Princess Mathilde
and became the Intimate friend of Alexan-
dre Dumas, M. Paul Bourget and other
members of the literary and artistic cirole
surrounding the Princess in Paris,
