Is attached to the recent sale of stock of 
the Boston American League Club to 
Henry J. Kfllilea or Milwaukee. It tran­
spires that the stock has been In the hands 
of a Boston bank for some time. The ef­
forts to dispose of it were unsuccessful, 
however, until the Milwaukee man :*ame 
along.

The Boston triumvirate, owner of the 
Boston National League Club, had an op­
portunity to purchase the entire lot and 
thereby wipe out its rival at the Hub.

The stock was owned by Charles Somers, 
president of the Boston Club, and practi­
cally the backer of the American League. 
He has or had interests In the Boston, 
Washington, Philadelphia and Cleveland 
elnbs erf the American League and was 
getting so deep in the game, lit 1b said, that 
hls father, a well known Cleveland finan­
cier, and the moneyed man behtod young 
Sc mers, called a halt.

The result was that So mem was com­
pelled to unload some of hls stock and 
chose that which was apparently most 
likely to command a good price. The Bos- 

Club finished second In the Champion­
ship race last year and is reputed to have 
made some moneyi Hence a better price 
could be secured on Its stock than that of 
either Washington, Philadelphia or Cleve­
land.
