Paris, Aug. 7.—Opposition to inter­

With the exception of the area around 
Brest-Litovsk, east of the Polish cap- 
ital, no new advances by Soviet troops 
have been reported, and even there 
they have been limited by the desper­
ate fighting of" the Poles. Polish forces 
have been compelled to retire from 
Terespol, about four miles west of 
Brest-Litovsk, and have lost Muramiec, 
about five miles to the south. Thus the 
Bolsheviki have gained a foothold on 
the west bank of the Bug River in this 
region, but it is probable their further 
Progress will be very slow, as per­
manent forts erected years ago to de­
fend the city must be stormed if the

Soviet legions are to gain ground there.
Northwest of Brest-Litovsk, along 

the Bug* River, the Polish have launched 
vigorous counter-attacks and have suc­
ceeded In driving back across the river 
Bolshevik detachments which had suc-.

SIMCOE, Aug. 6.—That Lorne Hel­

mer, 20-year-old Norfolk County 
farmer, committed for trial today on a 
charge of murder, has admitted to the 
crown that he struck down James 
Learn, aged Walsingham Township 
resident, on July 13 last, was indicated 
by W. E. Kelly, K.C., counsel tor Hel­
mer, in addressing Squire John Abel, 
who presided at the preliminary hear­
ing at Silver Hill today. He asked that 
the charged be reduced to man­
slaughter and that release of his client 
on bail be thus made possible.

"Both boys agree in their stories," 
he declared in referring to the state­
ment made by Charles. 15-year-old 
brother of the accused, who swore that 
he saw Lorne strike Lee. n with his 
hands after the old man tir d struck 
the prisoner. No story from the 
prisoner has been made public, and if 
any such statement corresponds with 
that of Charles Helmer it must have 
been a confession. Intentional or 
otherwise, his counsel made the above 
remark at the hearing.

Committed for Trial.
However, James Learn, whose badly 

decomposed body was found on the 
Helmer farm near here last week, was 
struck down during an altercation be­
tween Learn and Lorne L. Helmer on 
tne Helmer farm near here on the 
morning of July 13 last, according to 
the evidence of Charles Helmer, 15- 
year-old brother of Lorne, given at the 
preliminary hearing of the latter on a 
charge of murder, on which charge 
Lorne Helmer was later committed for

trial by Squire John Abel, justice of 
the peace, after hearing the evidence, 
despite the plea from W. E. Kelly 
K.C., counsel for the accused, that the 
slaughter, reduced to one of man-

Crown Attorney T. R. Slaght of 
Simcoe opposed a reduction of the more 
serious charge, stating that in his 
opinion this was a matter for a judge 
to decide later and the presiding justice 
upheld this contention. Prior to Hel- 
mer’s commitment, the coroner's jury 
brought in a verdict that James Learn 
came to his death by externa! violence 
at the hands of Lorne L. Helmer on 
July 13, on lot 19 or lot 20, concession 
7, North Walsingham Township.

Accused Hears Evidence.
Helmer was present at the inquest 

and hearing, which were held concur­
rently in a small hall, which was packed 
to capacity by mobidly curious ones, 
with crowds at every window from 
the district. Coroner Dr. F. E. D. Mc- 
Gilvery of Simcoe directed the in- 
quest, and Provincial Detective John 
Miller, who arrested Helmer last week, 
was present. The 20-year-old prisoner 
sat on the platform beside the jury, with 
his back turned toward the spectators. 
He retained his composure throughout 
the hearing of evidence, his favorite 
position being with feet crossed and 
arms folded in his lap. He wore a 
soft felt hat, blue serge suit and white 
running shoes. His mother and wife of 
nine months were not present, although 
the former was at a farm nearby dur­
ing the proceedings.

The Poles, 
continued the note, were ready to con­
clude peace on the principle of national 
‘rights, and would try for such a solu­
tion of all questions as would guaran­
tee future peace and friendly relations 
between Russia and her neighbors.

The note stated that Poland could not 
accept any terms that would be an at­
tack on her sovereign rights or Inter­
fere with her internal affairs, and she 
asked an answer that would be the 
basis for future peace terms. The note 
added that the fact that tne first armis- 
t,cc negotiations were broken off be­
cause the Polish delegates were empow­
ered to negotiate only an armistice and 
not peace compelled the Government to 
conclude that the soviet would make 
an effort to continue military opera- 
tions, and that therefore the Russians 
must take all responsibility for the 
continuance of hostilities. The Polish 
Government was mailing every effort to 
win the war, the note asserted.

GERMANY TO PLACE 
ARMED TROOPS ALONG 
EAST PRUSSIA BORDER

Paris, Aug. 7.—Dr. Geoppert, head of 
the German commission, delivered to 
the French foreign office yesterday a 
note relative to the retention of a Ger­
man military force in East Prussia. 
The Government, according to this 
morning's papers, announced that 
armed groups will be formed in that 
province out of fear of the Bolsheviki, 
and that "in the interests of public 
order" the Government is obliged to 
take a hand in the organization of this 
militia. The note presented by Dr. 
Geoppert further recalls the request 
recently made to the council of ambas­
sadors for permission to send German 
Government troops Into the plebiscite 
territory at Marienwerder and Allen- 
stein. Éditorial opinion professes to sec 
in this note an attempt by Germany 
to lake advantage of the situation to 
violate the Versailles treaty.
