The committee also recommended 

that each National Council should seek 
representattlon In each peace congress 
held In Its respective country, the ac­
tion of the representatives to be in 
strict conformity with thé wishes <•- 
their national councils.

Mrs. Wright Sewell said as, a matter 
of fact, the action recommended had 
already’ been taken by Germany apd 
come other councils. There was no de­
sire by the International Council to dic­
tate to national councils on this ques­
tion, but to Interject greater interest ill 
the subject of peace. Further the com­
mittee recommended that In view of 
the great Influence of the Hague p-sce 
conference to be held in 1916^ the study 
of pacific methods of adjusting nation­
al differences be practised,and that each 
national council prepare and publish an 
outline of such studies.

Mrs. Sawall read a resolution from 
the peace)committee, In favor of peace 
petitions, and suggesting that the next 
qtillnquennlàl seek representation at 
the Hague peace conference of 1913.
