British Destroyer Almost
ceeded in Ramming the
Submarine.

Copenhagen. via London, Feb., 20.—
Solveig  Jacobsen, the six-year-old
Norwegian shipmaster,

Suc-

on the way to Norway, has the dis-
tinction of not only being the first
child to make a voyage om a German
submarine, but of being the guest dur-
ing the eight-day trip of the subma-
rine commander who is declared to
have sunk the Lusitania.

Capt. Isach Jacobsen was the mas-
ter of the Norwegian ship Thror 1L,
which was sunk by t{he submarine.
The U-boat ilowed the ship's bcats
with the crew of 28 toward land for a
time, and finolly left them to shift for
themselves, but  the commanvier re-
tained the master, hig wife and child
on the gubmarine while he continued
the cruise

Tte operations, however, were of
short duration, for the next ship en-
countered proved to be lJaden with
aminuuition ftor France. The sub-
r:arine wie s0 shaken by the terrific
explosion when the steameor was tor-
pedoed and by an encounter
British destroyer, which
the U-boat by ramming, whey one ot
its engines was put cut of '‘comimis-
sion, that the cominander determined
to miake for his home harbor for repairs.

The submarine limped homeward
along a route west of Ireland and
north of the Shetlands, dodging many
British patrol ships and destroyers,
and finally came into port at Heli-
goland in fairly good shape, the crew
h:"\,r::,: succeeded in repairing the en-
gine on the voyage.
