Narragansett Park Grand Circuait.

I'rovidence, R. 1., Ang. 30.—Twelve
thousand persons saw the best racing of
the grand circuit to date at Narragansett
Park to-day.

Slowly the gelding crept up on his
oppovent, until, at the 100 yards’ distance
pole, both were on even terms. At the
wire, only the nose of John M. as. in
front. John M. won both of the fdllowing
heats by good lengths. The first heat
made a new record for the event, lowering
the cne made by Direct Hal in 1902 by one-
quarter of a second.

Aprother recora went down for the year
1904 in the 2.08 trot. Ozanam lowered the
trotting race theat record of the seasoiu
from 2.07%, previcusly held by Stanley Dil-
lon, Consuela S. and George G., to 2.07%.
In the opening heat, McKinley got the
word on a break, Judge Green jealling to
within 50 yards of the wire, when Benyon
brought ‘Ozanam from the bench at tre-
mendous speed, capturing the heat by a
neck. with Caspian Second. The gecond
heat Caspian won by a close margia, hut
in the final heat Benyon swung wide at the
liead of the home ‘stretch, and came to the
front forty yards from home.

Stanley Dillon was almost a iprohibitive
favorite in the 225 trot, and won 'in
straight heats.

In the 2.08 pace, Darius won the first
hcat bandily. Pauline F. made a break at
the head of the stretch, and swerving into
the track, caused Johnny Wiseman to
sinash into her, throwing both drivers ‘out.
No damage was dore, and the judges
placed both horses.
