Quebee, July 17.—A drizzling rain that
et in shortly before 5 o’clock this after-
noon necessitated a postponement of the
second dress reheareal of the historic pa-
@eants, disappointing a gathering of up-
wards of 13,000 persons in the stands.

After the big attendance of yesterday

¢ management, in view of the fact
that prices were trebled, expected only a
slim turnout, and were 8o unprepared for
the rush that set in that the tickets were
exhausted  at the box offices and the
ctowd had to be held up until eome of
the first supply could be used over again

The delay nearly precipitated a riot,
dresses were torn and hats broken in the
jostling erowd, and it took some time
to straighten out the difficulty. When
8 o’clock ¢ame and the stand was neatly
full, Mr, Lascelles was compelled to an-
noynce that owing to the danger of the

umes being ruined by the rain, the
performance would have to be postponed
until Monday. Great precautions were
taken againet any such mishap. The
‘ armies of Wolfe and Montealm, for in-

_stagce, were held in the drill hall, and,

fotified from the grounds that there
would be no performance.

Just how great is the ,interest in the
pageants may be gathered from the fact
that yesterday 3,000 were turned away
when the supply of 15,000 tickets had
been- exhausted and today in the face of
lowering skies and despite increased
prices as many as 13,000 made their way
to the grounds.

The pageants are somewhat demoraliz-
ing the retail business of the city. The

majority of the 4,000 performers are
drawn from the larger commercial houses
and by agreement they close their doors
the large® number of new comers
ances.

The strects presented a bustling appear-
ance this afterhoon and it was probably
at 4 o'clock on the days of the perform-
to the eity that swelled the at-
tendance at the pageants. The larger
hotels are full up, end some of them have
been turning people away for two days.
In others accommodation is being given
only until Monday, owing to earlict reser-
vations.

The big events today were the landing
of Lord Roberts and the Duke of Nor-
folk and the arrival of thé two French
frigates the “Leon Gambette” and “Ad-
miral Aube.’ The teremony attending
the landing of the hero of Kandahar
was most effective and sutprised the few
who had gathered at the Kings wharf.
It had been generally expected that
Lord Roberts would be met by the guard
of honor at the C. P. R. Wharf. How-
ever, the launch of H. M. S. .Ex-
mouth convoyed the British general and
the premier Duke of England to the
Kings wharf where a brilliant gathering
of military and naval officials -extended
their greetings. Their landing was the
signal for a general booming of cannon
from .the fleet and the citadel; in fact
the booming was so hearty that it shook
somé more plaster out of the poer old
fortress and loosened a few more stones
out of the rock that lowers over the

. SAYS THOMAS A. EDISON

Tells of Two Years Experiment With a Number of His
Assistants at Menlo Park and How it Resuited. .

After all, sleep i¢ only a habit. There

| is mnothing to prove ¢hat men really

need it,” Thomas A. Edison said the
other day. “Men first learned to sleep
because when darkness came they had
nothing elee. to do. /Through -the ages
their descendents; doing likewise, made
sleep a customn—a matter of course. But
if- mén had slways -lived in a land of
perpetual light and sunshine, I don’t sup-
pose “‘we would sle¢p at all.”

The ‘famous inventor "backed up -the
idea by telling of a practical test. It
was -not his own ability to live with
little eleep. As is well known, Mr. Edi-
son limits himself to four or five hours’
sleep in 'the - twenty:four.- He: eaid he
had not slept more than five hours in a
'night for forty years. In much of that
time he averaged only four hours. Nor
was it the case of his wife, which ‘he
mentioned incidentally,. Mrs. Edison, he
said, eleeps only five hours in a night,
and the habit seems to agree with her.
The test he described involved nearly 100
men of average physique in Mr. Edison’s
laboratory.

ON FOUR MEALS DAILY.

“The test wae made,” Mr, Edison said,
“while I was experimenting with my as-
sistante at Menlo Patk. f limited each
man to four hours’ eleep in the twenty-
four. They kept it up for two years.
It did not seem to hurt them.

“Were they aided by special diet or
treatment' to make up for the loss of
sleep?”

“No, except that there were four meals

a day instead of three, We had breakfast,!

dinner and supper in' the daytime, aa
wsual, and an extra eupper at midnight.
There " was nothing pectiliar about the
food. The meals consisted of the eats,
vegetables, bread, and the rest which or-
hary people eat.

. “Each man was assigned to four hours
in the twenty-four in which he was en-
titled to eléep. When the time came
Wwe went to our bunkhouse neat the lab-
oratory, tumbled into one'of the bunks
and was sound asleep in & moment. He
didn’t get his full four hours, either, for
we would call him a trifle ahead of time.
1 suppose he slept three hours and nine:
ty-nine per cent. of the last hour.

' VERY HARD AT FIRST.

“What was the effect of cutting down
theit sleep? For the first week or so it
was very hard—very hard. They would
come back to work limp and heavy-footed,
their eyes sometimes looking as if they
had been drinking heavily. e old habit
of sléeping which men had followed for
80 ‘many ages was telling on them. The
habit was hard to break. But after the

] first week or so the reduction in their)
hours of sleep seemed to make no dif:

ference in their work of mental capacity.
thdeed, they gained in agility. They seem-
ed to be lighter on their feet.

\ ““There is this significant point in such

a test: The men who elept four hours
in the twenty-four had absolute rest. The
person who sleeps too much not only ex-
‘periences 4 heavy feeling in the body,

bt usually does not enjoy abeolute un-|

éonsciousness while asleép. -
HIS8 WIFE'S EXPERIENCE.
“I remember the case of my wife

some years ago. I was sleeping fout
hours a night—no more. She said she

wanted ‘hér full eight hours’’ gleep. In
that' eight hours she would dream. She
would wake up several times of a night.
Her rest was by no means complete.

“I persuaded her to give only four
hours to sleep in the twenty-four. She
trained hereelf to do eo. Her rest bes
came intense, absolute, without dreams
or moments. of awakening. Ever since
she has allowed herself no more than five
hours’ ‘sleep.in the twenty-four. - Does it
hurt her? Well”—this with a satisfied
laugh—“my wife looks so young sehe
might be her daughter’s sister.

“Should it be put to a test,” Mr. Edi-
son continued, “I think you would find
that .if' the time lost in awakenings. and
dreams were measured, the person who
thinks: he is having his' ‘full- eight hours’
of sleep is not having more then five or
8ix.

£ THE CITY MAN’S REST.

“Persons are likely to sleep less as
the number of lights increase, and the
things that can be doné at night become
more numerous. Take the modern city
man, for instance. It is quite the usual
thing for him to awake until one
o'clock in the morning or later. He is up
early in the morning and off to business.
Vet the city man is just as healthy as a
class as the man who lives in the country
and hae many more hours’ sleep.”

JAMES H. PULLEN
HURT IN RUNAWAY

While driving out to his summer home
at Brookville last evening, James H. Pul-
len wae thrown from his- carriage and
vendered insensible. On recovering he
was driven home where Dr. A. A. Lewin
attended him. He as severely cut about
the head and five etitches had to be
taken in the wound. From the latest re:
ports Mr. Pulleh was resting eomfortably
last night. : -

The accident oecurfed about 68 o'clock
near the Three Mile House.  Mr. Pullen
was driving out alone when a wheel of
the buggy broke throwing him to the
grotind. He pluckily held on to the
reins and was dragged a considerable dis
tance, His head was cut severelyt and
he was insensible when picked ap by
somé men who were attracted to the
spot. The horse got away but was sub:
sequently caught. i

George McArthur, who was driving in
the same direction, came upon the scene
of the accident soon after Mr. Pullen re
covered consciousness and drove him to
his home at Riverside. Dr. Lewin was
telephoned for and on arrival found Mr.
Pullen badly shaken tp and suffering
from 4 setious sealp woutid which requir
ed five stitches.

Mr. Pullen’s many friends will be glad
to learn that no serious results are anti-
cipated from the accident. He was rest+
ing comfortably last evening and it is
hoped he will be out again in a few days.

A boy named Watters was leading a
¢ow to the slaughter house on Thursday
when the animal ran away, dragging ‘the
boy by the leading rope.  He had two
bones in his hand broken and his head
cut. He was taken to the hospital for
treatment.
