County arming themselves against the 
striking farm, laborers are exaggerated 
yet tile strike is assuming an ugly as­
pect and certain districts are being in­
timidated against the importation of 
non-unionist labor. The strikers as a 
body discountenance violence.

What has really happened is that 
farmers’ sons and farm pupils in iso­
lated districts have been cudgelled by 
casual bands of strikers. In one in­
stance a boy was dragged through a 
river. The police force has not been 
augmented since the strike began and 
few arrests have been made.

There is not much prospect of a set­
tlement of the strike taking place.

One expert says that nothing will ap­
pease the laborers but increased wages, 
•which he says is a very natural atti- 
tude, considering the present low fig- 

’Jf’ure. The small farmers, however, are 
i unable to pay increased wages and 

even the larger farmers would find it 
a distinct strain to do so. The expert 
attributes the’ unrest to the effects of 
foreign and colonial competition and 
says while this continues there seems 
to be no way in which the agricultural 
distress in the east section of England 
can be permanently remedied.

Farm laborers in Norfolk are receiv­
ing six pence an hour for a fifty hour 
week. They went on strike when the 
'farmers proposed to pay bnly 61-2 
pence an hoàr for a 54 hour week. The 
farmers admitted that the pay was 
small ■ but said they could not do any 
better under present conditions.

St. Joseph, Mich., April 4.—The fate 
of William Z. Foster of Chicago will 
be in the hands of the jury today. 
Final arguments in his trial on charge 
of criminal syndicalism, were com­
pleted last night and this morning. 
Judge Charles White delivered his in­
structions to the jury. If convicted, 
Foster faces a prison sentence of ten 
years, or a $6,000 fine, or fcoth, at tpe 
discretion of the judge.

Judge White instructed the jurors 
that it was not a crime for the com- I 
munist party to assemble in this stale, 
nor was it a crime for Foster to preach 
and advocate in this state “the theories 
or doctrines of class struggle, ma?s ac­
tion, the dictatorship of the proletar­
iat, the Svoiet system, industrial un­
ionism, internationalism, affiliation of 
the American trade union movement j 
with the Red Internationale of Labor ' 
Unions, support of the Soviet Govern­
ment of Russia, independent working 
class action, the communist social re­
volution and other industrial, economic 
and political changes mentioned in the 
documents of the communist party in 
evidence in this case.

No crime was committed, the court 
said, unless Foster and the communist 
party “Taught and advocated crime, 
sabotage, violence and terrorism, as 
the method, or one of the methods of 
accomplishing the changes in the or­
ganization of society desired by the 
communists.”

Foster’s is the first case growing out 
of a Bridgman convention held in 1919, 
Foster was not among those caught in 
the raid, but was arrested later in 
Chicago and extradited.

O. L. Smith, assistant attorney gen­
eral of Michigan, in charge of prosecu­
tion, announced yesterday that as soon 
as the Foster verdict is in, he will 
move that the trial of Charles E. Ro­
thenberg, another of the defendants, be 
set for Monday.
