Chief Justice McKeown Holds
Opening Session in Ottawa—
Case Outlined.

Ottawa, April 16—(Canadian Press)
—Chief Justice McKeown of St. John
today began his inquiry into the
affairs of the defunct Home Bank.
Eugene LaFleur, K. C. of Montreal,
and H. J. Simginton, K. C. of Winni-
peg, represented the Dominion Gov-
ernment; W. T. J. Lee, K. C. and R.
J. McLaughlin, K. C., both of To-
ronto and A. G. Browning, K. C. of
Hamilton, represented the depositors.
An outline of the case was given
by Mr. McLaughlin. He said that in
January, 1916, the three western
directors made representations to the
Government that the condition of the
Home Bank was unsatisfactory. This
should have received the prompt at-
tention of the minister of finance, he
said, especially in view of the fact
that these complaints came from
directors of the institution itself.

In 1918 a further representation, he
said, was made to the finance depart-
ment from the west and this was
merely referred to-the head office of
the Home Bank. As a result the bank
continued in business until August,
1923.

The bank was insolvent at the time
of the first complaint, but neverthe-
less, he said, it was allowed to con-
tinue in business for seven years. New
branches were opened and new obliga-
tions contracted and consequently its
condition when it was finally forced to
close its doors was lamentable.

Arthur Cormier, 22, of Co-
cagne, Receives Inter-
national Honor.

NOW IS AT LAVAL

Will be Heartily Greeted
When He Atrrives for
Easter Holiday.

To a New Brunswick boy, Arthur
Cormier, 22 years old, of Cocagne, has
come the honor of being awarded, a
$35,000 prize, awarded by a special
caligraphy jury representing some 20
countries, sitting in Paris. The news
of his good fortune has been received
by his relatives in Cocagne and details
were obtained this morning from Rev.
F. Robichaud, the parish priest at
Cocagne, over the long distance tele-
phone.

Mr. Cormier is now a first-year stu-
dent in medicine at Laval. He was
born in Cocagne and is the fifth child
of a family of 12 children, ten of whom
are living. His father, Malcolm Cor-
mier, is a carpenter and is engaged in
the shops of the C. N. R. at Moncton.

St. Joseph’s Boy,

The prize winner received his edu-
cation ‘at St. Joseph’s College, Mem-
ramcook, and it was while he was
studying there that he took up hand-
writing as an art. He took a corres-
pondence course with A. C. Tamblin,
who was winner of the Paris caligra-
phy award in 1908, and made great
progress.

In the preliminary competition for
the award this year there were more
than 100 entries and Mr. Cormier was
one of the six who received more than
90 per cent. of the possible marks
which qualified the entrants for the
finals. News of his winning of the
prize came as a delightful surprise to
his friends. Young Cormier is ex-
pected at his home in a day or two
for the Easter holidays and prepara-
tions are already under way to give
him a rousing reception in honor of
the prominence which he has achieved.

Arthur’s eldest brother, Alyre, holds
a position of prominence with the
Boston & Maine railway in Boston
and he has two sisters who are school
teachers. All the other brothers and
sisters reside at home in Cocagne.

Winner Surprised

Quebec, April 16—“Though I had
done my best in the final competition
I will admit I had not dreamed that
I would ever win the prize” Mr. Cor-
mier said when asked about his good
fortune. Unipoved by the fact that he
was on the eve.of falling into a for-
tune, he was quietly playing billiards.

The
winner of the prize in 1908 was A. C.
Tamblyn of Kansas City. Mr. Cor-
mier read an advertisement in the
newspapers. He entered into an ar-
rangement by mail and followed spe-
éal courses for a year. In September
st the third competition was opened
and out of hundreds of candidates
from all parts of the world Mr. Cor-
mier was one of the six allowed to
take part in the final contest.

Japanese Exclusion Legis-
lation is Declared Dan-
gerous in Spirit.

DRASTIC ACTION

Foreign Minister at Tokio
Fears Outcome as Affect-
ing Relations,

(British United Press.)

London, April 16. — The
British press sees today in the
adoption of the Japanese exclus-
ion amendment to the immigra-
tion bill by the Congress in
Washington ‘‘grave danger to
peace in the Pacific.”

The Daily News ridicules the
allegation that the Japanese am-
bassador’s note to Secretary
Hughes, urging against the adop-
tion of the amendment, consti-
tutes a “threat” to American
sovereignty, and insists that the
Senate’s action on the amend-
ment demonstrates “a danger:
ous spirit of énmity” towards
Japan.

The American Senate should
go slow, the newspaper says, and
“think carefully of the dangers
towards peace which lurk in in-
tolerance.” _ L
All the papers print des-
patches from Washington tell-
ing of the progress of debate on
the measure.

Japanese View.

Tokio, April 16—Foreign Minister
Matsui, replying to questions by news-
paper men, declared yesterday that no
new instructions had been sent to Mr.
Hanihara at Washington, relative to
any ‘further action on the immigration
question. The foreign minister said
that, although Ambassador Hanihara
had written his letter on April 11, urg-
ing Congress not to pass the Japanese
exclusion legislation without specific
instruction from Tokio, he nevertheless
had full authority to act on his own
discretion.

Continuing his statement to the

American  correspondents, Minister
Matsui praised the U. 8. for its naval
amendment limitation cause and its
sympathy in the Japanese earthquake
disaster.
“If now we get from you experience
of a different character,” he said, “it
will undo some of that spirit of friend-
ship and esteem in which we have been
happy too long, regard you. It can do
no more than this; but with a nation
of the character of yours, regard of
others is, we believe, a consideration of
no mean importance.”

Drastic Action.

Washington despatches say the Sen-
ates drastic action is a direct challenge
to Japan. One despatch, hinting at
grave trouble follows:

Yesterday’s action by the Senate as-
sures the passage of the immigration
bill excluding Japanese. The Senale
as well as the House disregards the
warning of “graye consequences” is-
sued by the Japanese ambassador;
more, it practically invites those con-
sequences. What attitude the Mikudo’s
Government will take after the bill be-

| comes a law will be awaited with eager

interest.

There is positively no doubt that the
exclusion act will become law as there
are plenty of votes to pass it over a
possible Presidential vote. The admin-
istration has not been in favor of Jap-
anese exclusion. Secretary Hughes has
steadily voiced .that opinion.

By an overwhelming vote—an almost
unanimous vote—the Senate told Japan
to mind her own affairs—told her that
the question of immigration was one
in which the United States could brock
neither interference, advice, nor sug-
gestion from any power on earth, and
decided to throw into the discard the
“gentlemen’s agreement,” under whick
Japanese have been allowed to come
into this country for some years past.

The vote was 76 to 2, only Sterling
of South Dakota and Colt of Rhode
Island voting to retain the “gentle-
men’s agreement.”

The Senate is thus committed to a
Japanese exclusion provision such us
the House has already adopted. The
action of the Senate was taken in the,
face of the insistent advice of Secre-
tary of State Hughes to retain the
“gentlemen’s agreement,” and Senalom
expressed the opinion tonight that even
should the President back np Hughes
and veto the bill, it would be pasae

over his veto in both Touse anj
Senate.
