WAsHINGTON, D. (., Jan. 22nd.

This winter will long be remembéred in Wash-
ington as one of great pleasure to the wealthy and
of tedious suffering to the poor. There is said to be
a greater number of the latter class in (his city
than in any other of its size in the Union, and the
huts and hovels in which they live are not designed
for necessary protection against such weather as we
have seen for the last month. One of the cruelties
of allowing the District of Columbia no Govern-
ment of its own is seen in the fact that it has no
power to compel the rich to-assist the poor by
means of taxation. Private charities are exten-
sively carried on, the latest being thelstarting of a
soup-house, which feeds many hundreds of half-
starved creatures daily:
For more than a month the Potomac has been
frozen for fifty or sixty miles below us, and this has
caused an unheard of dearth of oysters, which is a
distress to rich and poor alike. They are usually
8o very plenty, low priced and of such a delicious

uality, that they not onl{ form a great part of the
z)od of the lower classes, but are deemed a necessi-
ty by the wealthier.

WOMAN’S RIGHTS LEADERS" -«
The National Woman Suffrage Convention was
held here last week closing, as usual, by the pre-
senting to Congress of a petition for the right of
suffrage to women. Your lady readers, at least,
will appreciate a little account of the leading
movers in this work and somedescription of women
whose names have become familiar to us all.
Elizabeth Cady Stanton is the ‘oldest and ablest of
all who have ever taken part in the woman’s rights
movement. She is a sweet, motherly-looking lady,
with hair as white as wool and complexion as fair
and fresh and smooth almost as a baby’s; and
although she is avowedly “strong minded,” she is
in appearance most womanly. Insowe of her re-
marks she said she hoped that she and the other
older members of the Association should not have
to.go.into the kingdom of heaven disfranchised, but
if they did, they could but hope the sced they had
sown would bear fruit for future generalions. She
said that the family was but the nation in miniature,
and assumed that as the mother-soul principle is
needful in the family, so in the nation ; and thaf it
is an absolute cruelty for the country to be without
female prison inspectors, overseers of asylums, ete.
Susan B. Anthony cowes next in importance, and
a more direct opposite in personal appearance to
Mrs. Stanton could hardly be found. Lean and
gaunt and bony, with her broad shoulders and
shining spectacles, she i enough to intimidate any
one man who dare oppose her when she is in earn-
est. She is a strong, intelligent woman, however,
—one of those who waste no word on any subjeet.
She uses the most expressive language she can
command without regard to its elegance. Matilda
Josslyn Gage, with the two ladies above mentioned,
completes the trio alone remaining of those who
met here first—nine years ago—in a National
Convention. Many younger women are every year
joining them, however, so there is no danger of the
ranks thinni Mrs. Swishelm, of Penn., for
many years editress and proprietress of a Pitts-
burg newspaper, and by whose means a law allow-
ing married women to hold property in their own
right was passed some years ago in that State, made
some very able remarks, rather reproving some of
the younger women’s rights harangues against the
men,—saying that women had been unfit to vote
nntil quite lately—were scarcely so now. Lillian
Devereaux Blake, the New York ‘authoress; Miss
Phoebe Couzeng, a Missouri lawyer, she who wrote
the woman’s memorial at Philadclphia, to be kept
under seal till the next Centennial ; Mrs. Lockwood,
Attorney-at-Law, whose sjpecial grievance consists
in that she was refused ission to the Sup
Court of the United States because she wasa woman;
Dr. Mary Walker, in- her reform costume—boots
and pantaloons ¢ la masculine gender, and loose
frock reaching to the knee, and many others of
equal note were present and made themselves heard
upon the platform.

HISTORY OF QUEEN'S COUNTY:

Prize Essay for “The Watchman,” by E.
Stone Wiggins, L.L. D.

Fairweather, Thomas, Benjamin and Jedediah,
U. E. Loyalists of Rhode Island, settled in New
Brunswick in 1783. Thomas died at Norton in
1825, aged seventy-seven, and his widow, Elizabeth,
in 1846, aged seventy-nine.

Jededial’s “wife’s maiden name was Martha
Bairdsley. He settled at Pleasant Vailey, King's
County, where he died in 1831, aged ninety-six.
He was able to ride his horse three days before his
death, His children were: Samuel, who married
Fanny Hughson ; Lewis, Nancy Black ; Mehetable,
Robert Howe, who was a General in the rebel
army; Benjamin, Martha Bairdsley. Benjamin
was the only one that settled in Queen’s County.
He had fourteen children, of whom only three
survive: William, who married Lucy Jane Sparks;
Charles, Rachel Grey ; Thomas, Susan White:

Fanjoy, Joseph, settled in St. John, New Bruns-
wick. His family were: William, who married
Lucy Vaughan ; Thomas, Eliza Vaughan; Joseph,
Eleanor Bonnell ; Samuel, ; Rebecca,
Joseph Batler ; Eliza, Thomas Burrass. William
and Samuel settled in St. John County, 'homas in
King’s and Joseph in Queen’s. Joseph first set-
tled at Lakeside, (Wiggins’ Point) in the year 1834.
His children were : Isabella, who married, Archi-
bald McLean; Benjamin, Margaret Slocum ; Ed-
ward, Eliza Whelpley; Sarah Ann, George Mc-
Lean; Simeon, Eleanor McLean ; William, Cecelia
Lingley ; Joseph, never married; Thomas, Eliza-
beth Ann Gorham; Rebecca, John Watson;
Elizabeth, William Whelpley.

Joseph was drowned in the Falls, July 1, 1868.
He was struck from the deck by the main boom of
his woodboat, the Fawn, His -body was never re-
covered. Simeon resides at Wigging Cove and
Benjamin is an intelligent farmer at Bagdad.

Ferris. There were six Loyalists of this name,
in all probability members of thesame family, viz.:
Caleb, George, John, Joshua, Joseph and Peter, of
Westchester County, New York. Caleb and
Joshua were protesters against the Whigs in 1775,
(George, Joshua and Petel settled in Saint John in
1788, and were grantees of that city, Joseph was
a capmin in the Rangers, under Colonel Butler.
During the war he was caplurefl by his brother-in-
law, who was a rebel, but escaped from captivity.
At the close of the struggle he went to Newfound-
land, but subsequently settled in New Brunswick,
He lived at Eastport, Maive, afier it was captured
by the British in 1812, but returned to this Prov-
ince after its restoration to the United States, He
received half pay. He died at Indian Island in
1836, aged ninety-two.
