As a usual thing Mr. Gross rises about 
8:30- o’clock in the morning. To-day the 
store was opened as usual and business 
begun. Nine o’clock went by and then 
9:80. but Mr. Gross did not appear. A 
few minutes before 10 o’clock Morris 
Gross told E. E. White, the bookkeeper 
and accountant, to go np and call Abe.

Mr. White went up and fcnocked at the 
door, but received no response. Several 
times he repeated the knock, then 
eluded Mr. Gross had gone out. Coming 
down, he asked the elevator boy if he 
had seen Mr. Gross, but the boy 
sure he had not left his room.

Mr. White reported to Mr. Gross and
sked him for a key. Morris said:
Why, he must have gone out.’’
“No,” replied Mr. White, “the eleva­

tor boy says he has not come dowh yet.”
“Oh, I guess he’s sleeping,” said Mor­

ris, “anyhow, we d better go up.”
In the elevator the gentleman asked 

the boy for his pass key, and went lo 
the door with it. Morris put the key 
in the lock, but could not make it work. 
“Let me try it.” said Mr. White, and 
he succeeded in opening the door. He 
swung the door back and Morris entered, 
going immediately in the direction of the 

he approached,
threw his hands in the air and cried:

“My God! My brother’s dead! Abe, 
my Abe! He’s dead.”

There seems to be no truth in the re­
port that Mr. Gross coihmitted suicide 
because of financial troubles. Merchants 
and bankers throughout the city say ;he 
firm’s credit stands as high or higher 
than any firm in the Northwest. A cut 
in expenses was made some months ago, 
and credit business suspended. The 
firm, of course, lost money hi the hard 
times through bankrupt stocks from this 
and other places oeing thrown on the 
market, but has always been held up as 
the solid firm of the city.

Mr. Gross was always known as an 
aggressive, energetic business man, and 
though but 28 years old, he had by enter­
prise. keen business foresight and untir­
ing industry, obtained a prominent posi­
tion among the leading merchants of the 
Northwest. Several years ago he dealt 
extensively in real estate, in which he 
displayed excellent judgment and acquir­
ed considerable property. His admirable 
social qualities attracted a wide circle of 
warm friends by whom he was held in

YUKON MINERS WILL SUFFER
Provisions Are Quite Low and 

They Cannot be Relieved 
For Months.

No One is Expected to Starve, 
’ But Rations Will Be 

Mighty Short.

t^em from doing much labor in the mines 
this year. Supplies cannot reach the
mines before next July. The , last sack 
of flour was sold for $17. The miners 
are greatly excited over the peculiar ac­
tion of the captain of the Arctic, loaded 
with suppliés, who became angered at 
some of tile officials of the Alaska Com­
mercial Company and abandoned the ves 
sel, taking the Indian pilots with him.
The purser then took charge and tried 
to take the vessel up the river to the 
mines. He got as far as Fort Yukon 
and was forced to abandon the trip, 
owing to the dangers to navigation.

The winter has been moderately mild,
Mr. Healey said, the thermometer aver­
aging about 70 degrees below zero.

SHOOTING OF DR. PLOUF.
A

Result of a Street Row in San Francisco 
on Saturday.

San Francisco, Gala., April 1.—J. D. L. 
McGaugher, who shot and fatally 
wounded Dr. J. E. Plouf on Saturday 
last expressed himself as satisfied that 
he will never be convicted as he acted in 
self-defence. He said “I did not know 
Dr. Plouf personally in Seattle, but from 
my position as deputy county clerk I 
knew considerable of him. He was ar­
rested for malpractice, and as a cleric of 
the court, I had the filing of the papers 
in the suit- Plouf assaulted the wife of 
Thos. Demsey, of the Evening Times, 
and Demsey and Thos. Kehough, his 
brother-in-law, gave him a terrible beat­
ing and two ladies horsewhipped him. 
That led to a libel suit by the doctor 
against Dempsey. I also filed papers in 
that suit. Dempsey charged the doctor 
with enticing young giris into his pri­
vate office. Plouf, I suppose knew that 
I was the clerk of the court, and that I 
was consequently possessed of these 
facts. I left Seattle before Plonf and 
came here but shortly afterwards 1 went 
up north to administer an estate and 
then returned to Seattle. By that time 
Plouf had gone to San Francisco.”

The shooting occurred within 100 feet 
of the Baldwin hotel, and marked the 
termination of a street brawl. The street 
was crowded with women and children 
at the time. The Baldwin theatre ma­
tinee audience had just been dismissed, 
and in addition to the throng of people 
from the theatre there was the usual 
crowd of Saturday afternoon promcn- 
aders. A fist fight, lasting but a few 
seconds, between the two men frightened 
the passersby, women and children, off 
the sidewalk into the street.

Men rushed to part the fighting couple, 
hut the sight of a revolver in the hamls 
of McGaughey caused them to pause. 
Then came the shots. The reports of the 
pistol added to the fright of the women 
and children.

Miss May Hawkins, who stood' not live 
feet away from the fighting men, says 
she saw Dr. Plouf hit McGaughey with 
his stick, and then the latter shot him. 
She could not tell how many shots were 
fired, but from the storlee from others 
who saw the fight, at least four shots 
were fired, and probably five. After the 
shooting McGaughey stepped into a door­
way and was cooly examining his pistol 
when he was arrested. He said: “finit 
fellow assaulted me and I shot. I want 
to give myself up to a policeman.1’
