Wood gave a most instructive address 
on pastoral work. This is a subject on 
which Mr. Wood is considered an ex­
pert. It has played an important part 
in the success of bis own ministry, and 
his remarks made a deep impression.

He said: We ask concerning a candi­
date for the ministry, “Can he 
preach?’’ It is equally important in 
these day, and especially in a new and 
growing country like ours, to ask, “Can 
be do the work of a pastor?" On going 
to a circuit a minister should get out 
a book with the names and addresses 
of his people and should then go where 
the people are; not only Into the homes 
of the people, but even into what un­
der other circumstances would be con­
sidered questionable places. You can­
not resist evil unless you meet it. You 
must reach your people before you can 
expect to do them good. He would set 
no rule as to the frequency of pastoral 
calls, judgment must be exercised, 
but go where good can be accomplish­
ed. Is is of value to keep a record 
lest some part of the field may be 
neglected.

Mr. Wood advised young preachers 
especially to keep busy. “Don’t stroll 
about. Go as called of God to call.”
