Bishop of Bresia Interviews the Pope-

Farmer Who Failed to Rob Bank End­
ed His Life Rather Than Be 

Arrested. ■El til
Troy, Kansas, Dec. 1.—Realizing that 

he was about to be captured in an un­
successful attempt to rob the state 
hank at Bendena, Kansas, yesterday, 
J. W. Harris, a farmer, shot himself to 
death.

Harris entered the bank and com­
manded W. Gillen, the cashier, and 
Theodore Sells, a clerk, to throw up 
their hands. He then ordered them tô 
pull down the window blinds and lock 
the doors. Sells went behind the 
counter, ostensibly to pull down a 
window curtain and escaped through 
a back door. As he ran out of the door 
Harris fired one shot at him, but with­
out effect. Fearing capture Harris 
calmly stared at Gillen a moment, and 
then killed himself.

WILL BE FORWARDED
ON THE ANTIL0CHDS

He Reports Good Year in North, But Looks 
Forward to a Bumper Season 

Next Summer.

The Ship Is To-Day Discharging Christ­
mas Goods at the Outer 

Wharf.z

(From Monday’s Daily.)
• An interesting consignment of freight- 

which the Blue Funnel liner Antilochus 
will receive at the outer wharf is a 
shipment of 12 tons of dog wood ga­
thered primarily in Vancouver Island 
woods and cut into small pieces two 
and four inches in diameter and 18 
inches long by the Lemon & Gonnason 
mill, of this city. This consignment is 
not the first to be sent from Victoria 
by N. Mitchell, of this city, but its size 
evidences an increased demand which 
may some day in the near future be­
come a very important export. The 
fibre of the wood ie such as renders it 
very suitable for rollers of great var­
iety, such for instance as are used in 
weaving machines, and it is to this 
purpose that the entire shipment, con­
sisting of several thousand pieces is 
to be put.

There are several other shipments 
to be taken on at the outer wharf by 
the Blue Funnel liner, which total be­
tween four and five hundred tons. The 
freight is made up principally of whale 
products and canned salmon.

The Antilochus, which arrived from 
Liverpool and way ports on her round- 
the-world voyage last week, and went 
on to the Sound from here, returned 
to Victoria yesterday and this morn­
ing commenced the landing of 700 tons 
of miscellaneous freight at one of the 
ocean piers. This includes shipments 
of Christmas goods, and the first lot 
of the new season’s crop of currants 
from Port Said, canned pine apples 
from Singapore, pig and bar iron, pa­
per and cardboard, a 6-ton retort for 
the Victoria Chemical Works, groceries 
of various kinds, liquors, etc. In all 
46,000 packages of freight will be dis­
charged at this port.

On her inbound trip the Antilochus 
brought a heavy freight for San Fran­
cisco, including 40,000 cases of liquor, 
which she landed at Tacoma.

The output of the gold during the 
past season is placed generally at $5,- 
500,000, says Governor Mclnnes. 
is a remarkably good, showing in view 
of the fact that three of the best pro­
ducing creeks were locked up during 
the season by passing over to the pos­
session of the Guggenheims. The lat­
ter corporation, by entering the field 
of operations in the North, will have a 
decidedly beneficial effect The com­
pany have three large dredges ready 
to begin operations next year, and 
have spent, it is estimated, about $3,- 
000,000 in preparatory work. They will 
make a still larger expenditure during 
the next few months, and next season 
will employ 1,700 men probably. This 
will ensure employment to ail in the 
district who are seeking work, and, 
according to the rates paid during the 
time they have been operating, there 
should be satisfaction in this respect.

Governor Mclnnes will not visit Se­
attle before his return from Ottawa. 
He has been requested by the man­
agers of the Aiaska-Yukon-Paclfic ex­
position to pay that city a visit and 
discuss questions with them affecting 
that event in 1909. The governor has 
shown his hearty sympathy with the 
object aimed at in giving publicity 
to all pertaining to the Yukon. He will 
not have the time, however, to go to 
Seattle until his return from the East, 
and then he expects to spend a few 
days conferring with them.

Altogether the past season in the 
Yukon, Governor Mclnnes says, has 
been a good one, but next year prom­
ises to be a “bumper- one.

Governor Mclnnes, of the Yukon, 

arrived in Victoria on Saturday even­
ing and is spending a few days in the 
city before leaving for Ottawa. He 
will take up with the government at 
the capital some departmental mat­
ters, which will likely occupy his time 
untH February.

The governor has the greatest faith 
in the Yukon, and seems to enjoy life 
In the North. He says he has found 
things very congenial, ana parlses the 
residents of Dawson and the district, 
describing them as the finest of peo­
ple to live among.

The coming season promises to be 
an exceptionally good one in the North 
he says. There has been a new interest 
aroused among those in the territory, 
and the last four months of the year 
saw tremendous activity in prospect­
ing. There were three times as many 
claims prospected in the past four 
months as compared with previous sea- 
eons.

This, the governor says, is due in 
a large measure to the fact that the 
new mining code came into effect four 
months ago. This code, which was 
submitted to and approved of at Ot­
tawa last year, has met the popular 
demand in the North. It gives an ab­
solute assurance as to title and re­
moves other restrictions which were 
formerly complained of. The complet­
ing of this code by the governor and 
council of the Yukon and the sanction­
ing of it by the Dominion government 
has been very acceptable to the pros­
pectors, as evidence by their activity 
since it came into effect.

The steamer Princess Beatrice arriv­

ed from Skagway and northern British 
Columbian ports on Saturday night. 
She brought 125 passengers, most of 
whom landed at Vancouver, and a 
small freight. On the return trip calls 
were made at Juneau, where the steam-- 
er Burnside is laying a cable to ICetchi- 
can, and at the latter port. Among 
the first-class passengers were the gov­
ernor of the Yukon, Hon. W. W. B. 
Mclnnes, who is on his way to Ottawa; 
J. M. Creelman, a Vancouver business 
man who has been north on a pelasure 
trip; E. G. Russell, who has been to 
Prince Rupert, and R. S. Sargent, a 
Hazelton merchant who will return 
north in the spring. Mr. Hazleton, 
referring to the congestion of freight 
at Essington, when conversing with 
reporters in Vancouver, said that be 
had been forced to sell in Essington 
nearly 35 tons of freight which the 
boats had been unable to take up the 
river. When navigation closed there 
was sufficient freight left to make up 
two full cargoes. The mines having 
closed at Conrad City many of the 
miners came south on the Beatrice.

The Princess Beatrice will not go 
North' again for some time. She is to 
go on the Victoria-Seattle run, and her 
place on the Skâgway route will be 
taken by the Amur. The Tees will take 
the Amur’s place on the northern Bri­
tish Columbia service. Capt. Hughes, 
of the Beatrice, will probably take 
charge of the Amur, and Capt. Hickey 
will very likely handle the Beatrice on 
the run to the Sound.

The contract has been let for 
sufficient piles to ensure the construc­
tion of about half a mile of new 
wharves, which will be built nearer the 
entrance to the harbor than the pres­
ent one.

In the meantime the wharf first con­
structed is being used for the prelim­
inary townsite, and work on it Is pro­
gressing quite satisfactorily. About 
1,000 yards of planked roadway has 
been constructed from the landing 
wharf. On either side of this the neces­
sary buildings are being constructed. 
Lumber for the purpose is landed at 
the wharf and carried along the way I 
by hand cars. Light rails are being 
ordered and by means of a stationary 
engine the lumber cars will be hauled 
along the way to any point required. 
There are about six or ten men being 
sent in by each steamer, so that quite 
a little colony already live at the new 
town. New buildings to accommodate 
the men have been built, and a post 
Office opened.

Adjoining the post office building 
tliçre will be a custom house built, and 
when that is completed and an officer 
installed, all the steamers running 
from Seattle to the North will make 
Prince Rupert a port of call. The 
United States companies, always alive 
to their own interests, realize that 
within a short time Prince Rupert will 
be an important port with great com­
mercial opportunities. They therefore 
seek early to get access to the port, 
and have expressed their desire to 
make it a place of call.

Canadian companies, which have an 
advantage, should realize also that 
there is a trade to be established and 
give the best service possible. Since 
the Princess May was taken off the run 
there have been complaints by those 
bound tor Prince Rupert by the C. P. 
R. at the delays along the route.

The work of locating the exact line 
of railway from Prince Rupert east­
ward is progressing satisfactorily un­
der Engineer Moore, who has trans­
ferred his headquarters to the Main­
land again.

G. B. Dodge, who has been in charge 
of the hyprographic survey of the har­
bor at Pirnce Rupert, accompanied by 
his assistant engineer, Mr. Panizeau, 
arrived in Victoria on Saturday even­
ing on the way East to Ottawa. It had 
been expected that these engineers 
would have remained all winter at the 
northern harbor, completing the work 
of survey. The plans, however, have 
been changed, and the government 
work on the harbor waters will not be 
continued this winter.
