The Hara com­
pany has three steam whalers operat- never 
ing from stations in Japan and Korea.
It is thought that with the growth of 
the industry on this side of the Pacific 
much of the whale meat now used as 
fertilizer could be salted and shipped 
to Japan. There is eager competition 
amongst the whaling firms of Japan for 
the position of middlemen and the pres­
ent delegation is the second in the last 
few months to approach the local com­
pany.

Ottawa, Feb. 8.—At the public ac­
counts committee to-day A. L. Ogilvie, 
purchasing agent of the National 
Transcontinental Railway commission, 
was examined concerning an order for 
125,000 envelopes given to John O’Gor­
man, of the Munro Commission Com­
pany. The order was given at $391. Mr. 
O'Gorman asked to transfer the order 
to Barber & Ellis, Toronto. This was 
done. Barber & Ellis upon receiving a 
cheque for $391, sent back to the 
transcontinental commission a cheque 
for $87, which they said was overpaid. 
Mr. Ogilvie asked them to send en­
velopes instead.

Scheme Under Which Associations Are 
Formed Aiming at Improving“I think I shall have to get a new book,

John Howard, president of the West­
ern Fuel Company, has Just been elect­
ed vice-president of the Bellingham & 
B. C. railroad, and in connection with 
this another step has been taken to­
wards establishing the great cement 
works that will now it is certain, be 
erected on that railway, says the Na­
naimo Herald. About $2,000,000 will be 
invested in the extensive works plan­
ned. The election of Mr. Howard to 
the vice-presidency of the railway 
serves to emphasize the fact that Na­
naimo will be benefitted by the .erec­
tion of the works which are an enter­
prise that is being advanced by the 
railway. It will, says Mr. Howard, 
cause an increased sale in the poorer 
grade of coal that is not now all used 
to advantage. The amount of coal that 
the Nanaimo fields will be called on to 
supply daily is not yet known, but it 
will be considerable, and the demand 
will grow with the growth of the plant. 
Of course the duty now on coal will 
•handicap somewhat its exportation, 
still it will be the cheapest and best 
that can be procured even if duty is 
paid.

Reference was made a few days ago 
to the fact that J. M. Logan, wjiile in the 
East, had an Interview with J. A. Rud- 
dick, Dominion Dairy Commissioner, with 
the object in view of introducing the sys­
tem of cow testing associations into 
British Columbia. The object aimed at is 
the improvement of the dairy herds by 
demonstrating the milk capacity of each 
cow with the object in view of discarding 
the cows whose record is unsatisfactory.

The ru.es covering the formation of a 
cow testing association are as follows:

The officers shall consist of a president, 
a vice-president and a secretary-trea­
surer. Three other members shall be ap­
pointed to act along with the officers as 
a committee of management.

The officers shall be elected to hold of­
fice for one year or until their successors 
are elected.

The annual meeting shall be held at the 
call of the president.

Meetings of tjie committee of manage­
ment shall be held at the call of the sec­
retary-treasurer, 
form a quorum.

Any person who will agree to keep a 
record of individual cows during the whole 
milking period, to the extent of weighing 
the morning’s and evening’s milk on at 
least three days every month, and also 
take a sample for testing, will be admit­
ted to membership. The number of mem­
bers may be limited at the discretion of 
the committee of management.

The milk will be preserved and a com­
posite sample tested once a month with a 
Babcock milk tester.

Members will be expected to provide 
themselves with scales, sample bottles, 
one for each cow, and a box for holding 
the samples.

Members shall assume the responsibility 
of delivering the samples to the place 
where the testing is to he done, on such 
days as may be directed by the person in 
charge, of that work.

The association agrees to provide a 
suitable place in which the testing may 
be dine without cost to the department.

For the season of 1907, the department 
of agriculture at Ottawa, through the 
dairy commissioner, will agree to provide 
blank forms, for recording the weights of 
milk, the necessary preservatives, do the 
testing once a month, compile the figure» 
and prepare a report at the end of the

A cheese factory or a creamery Is a 
natural centre for an association of this 
nature. The facilities for testing are 
available at any properly equipped fac­
tory, and the samples can be delivered 
easily on the regular milk wagons.

Appropriation For a Widened 

System in Alaska.
TO REPLACE THEMIS. A. Hastwick, who for some months was 

engaged in newspaper work In Victoria, 
will leave for San Francisco to-night.

It is hoped in the near future to ex­
tend the Alaska cable system from 
Seward to Unalaska. a distance of 
nearly 700 miles. Further extensions 
to Kodiak and Chignik are in con­
templation. The latter port is the 
headquarters of a large number of ves­
sel^ in the fishing fleets of the North­
west Fisheries Company, Seattle, and 
the Alaska Packers’ Association, of 
San Francisco.

These extensions all Hinge on w’hether 
the United States government will pass 
an appropriation for the Improvement 
work.

It is pointed out 
one of the most important points in 
Alaska territory, inasmuch as the ves­
sels in ‘the Nome trade pass through 
Unimak Pass, and, if necessary, could 
call at Unalaska for orders. It has 
been suggested that the lighthouse In 
the pass be connected by cable bo re-
