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Attorney General 
Smarts Under Criticism

There was a reflection perhaps upon 
the attorney-general, not as a member 
of the House, but as the first law officer 
of the province in trying to enforce the 
law against these men. There was no 
reflection upon the members of the 
House, but upon the law officer of the 
provnce by Mr. Justice ^Clement. “And 
I agree with him,” added Mr. Mac­
donald.

Mr. Macdonald then proceeded to go 
into the merits of the case.

The Speaker called attention to the 
fact that this question was before the 
courts.

Mr. Macdonald believe this was not 
the case. There was no appeal pending.

The attorney-general said he was 
going to appeal to the Privÿ Council.

Mr. Macdonald said if that was the 
case there was no r|ght for this be­
ing raised, as it had. There was no 
criticism of the members of the House. 
There was a criticism of the attorney- 
general, not as a member of the House, 
but as the first law officer of the pro­
vince. There wras no criticism in the 
judgment of the power of the legisla­
ture to pass this legislation. The Con­
servative party had all along raised 
the point that the courts should decide 
the matter of the constitutionality of 
the legislation rather than by means of 
disallowance. The court criticised the 
action of the attorney-general in pro­
ceeding 'against persons who were not 
within the meaning of the act.

The reflection cast by members 
against the court should be withdrawn 
if the honor of the court was to be sus­
tained.

Premier McBride said he would treat 
the question in an unbiassed manner. 
It was a question whether a judge 
should call in question the motives of 
the members of the legislature. The 
premier thought it most unfortuante 
that a judge should have so far for­
gotten himself as to use the language 
used by Mr. Justice Clement. If mem­
bers of the judiciary were to be at lib­
erty to criticise the actions of the leg­
islature, where was this matter to end?

The sooner the legislature understood 
the courts and the courts understood 
the legislature, the better. He was 
sorry the attorney-general was charged 
by the leader of the opposition with 
being a party to a concocted scheme.

The attorney-general had informed 
him (the premier) that he intended to 
deal with this question. The attorney- 
general also informed him the member 
for Nanaimo was about to raise this 
as a question of privilege. Both were 
within their rights in doing what they 
did.

Attorney-General Bowser then made 
the following statement :

“Knowing Mr. Justice Irving as I dp 
I cannot conceive of his giving ex­
pression to such language. If he was 
guilty of making the statement it was 
certainly a very ill advised remark and 
one that is not justified, and a ser­
ious reflection on this House which 
passed the immigration act unani­
mously, and, of course, wished Its con­

“My duty of course is to protect the 
judiciary so far as I consistently can 
hi carrying out our joint duties in 
connection with the administration of 
justice, but I must admit that the 
cent actions of some of the members 
of the judiciary in this province are 
making my course a very difficult 

“If the courts expect to have the 
spect of the general public they must 
confine themselves entirely to their 
constitutional duties and not offer any 
gratuitous remarks which 
Vie might suggest to smack of political 
tinge. In my opinion Mr. Justice Clem­
ent is exceeding . his duties when h*> 
offers any remark frdm the bench at­
tributing motives to the elected repre­
sentatives of the people, and the sooner 
the bench understands the legislature 
is a higher authority than the courts 
the greater respect will the people have 
for them and their judgments. De­
spite the length some of the members 
of the bench have gone I do hope it 
will not be necessary for me as head 
of the administrât ton of justice to in­
troduce necessary legislation. I regret 
again that this debat*e has been forced 
on the House.”

J. A. Macdonald said that "this lit­
tle farce,” for it could be called nothing 
else, was concocted between the attor-i 
ney-general and the member for Na" 
naimo.

J. H. Hawthornthwaite interrupting, 
shouted that this statement of Mr.

Lisbon, Feb. 26.—The mystery be­
hind the murder of King Garlos and 
the crown prince is not likely ever to 
be completely lifted. The new Portu­
guese government prefers that the 
crime should be regarded both at 
home' and abroad as the deed of in­
dividuals carried away by the political 
passions of the moment and inasmuch 
as the republicans are also anxious to 
clear their skirts of the responsibility 
for the regicide, both sides are glad 
tc see an investigation which would 
probe the affair to the bottom, smoth­
ered.

Yet there is undoubtedly much that 
could be cleared up. It is a matter of 
common knowledge that there were in­
trigues in high places as well as low, 
before the tragedy occurred and the 
rage of the leaders and lieutenants of 
the two “rotative” parties against 
which Premier Franco and King 
Carlos were warring, exceeded all 
bounds.

There is no suggestion that there was 
â repetition of the Belgrade plot aimed 
at the King's person, but that some 
of the desperate political leaders were 
involved in the series of abortive plots 
against Franco’s life which preceded 
the murder, is believed here in well- 
informed circles.

Franco himself told a friend the day 
before he left Lisbon (virtually upon 
the order of the government) that it 
was impossible to reveal to the world 
what he had learned of the intrigues 
of the enemies of the King and him­
self and it was therefore better for 
him to retire forever from the political 
arena. The connection between the 
republicans and the regicides is equally 
difficult to establish.

The disclaimers* of leaders like Ber- 
nandinç Machîdoimust be accepted so 
far as the “Peaceful Wing” is con­
cerned, but this Cannot be said of the 
advanced or radical wing as there is 
plenty of evidence that they had 
planned a rising on the night of the 
crime. Signals to the ships in the har­
bor and the barracks on the slope of 
St. Georges’ hill were shown toward 
midnight from the roof of the national 
library and bands of men went to the 
barracks of 9.9 artillery and infantry 
regiment which wère to join in the pro­
clamation of a republic. The signals 
brought no response and the doors of 
the barracks were found locked.

The entire conspiracy fell through, 
it is stated, because of the/treason 
of a young lieutenant, who after the 
assassination of the King, confessed to 
his father, an officer, the role he was 
to play. The young man claimed that 
he had been deceived that he did not 
know regicide was contemplated, hav­
ing been led to suppose that only the 
life of the dictator was to be taken. 
This advance warning enabled the mil­
itary authorities to take the necessary 
precautions and thus frustrate the mil­
itary support which was counted upon 
to give success to the plot. Notwith­
standing the betrayal, some of the ad­
vanced republicans assert that if the 
active leaders confined in the Baxia 
fortress had been free that night in 
Lisbon, history would have told a dif­
ferent tale.

Ambassador Speaks of “Duties of Citi­

Dancey had. come in a 
few minutes previously, and as the 
carmen are fond of the roadhouse 
gramaphone he had been engaged in 
talking to Mrs. Marshall and attending 
to the records used by the machine. 
No calls had been made for some min­
utes, and all was quiet in the neighbor­
hood when the front door was opened 
and two masked men entered.

Dancey was at the time In the alcove 
with his back to the bar and out of 
sight of the two men, just placing a 
new record in the gramaphone. No 
words were spoken, but the men Just 
walked in casually. Mrs. Marshall, who 
saw them directly the front door was 
opened, was surprised at the appear­
ance of two masked men, but just 
thought it a good joke and was not at 
all alarmed.

Matters assumed a more dangerous 
appearance on two revolvers being 
pointed at her head. The tallest of thé 
two men walked toward? Mrs. Mar­
shall, and without a word indicated 
with his revolver that he wished her to 
go behind the bar. By this time Mrs. 
Marshall could see the matter was no 
joke and walked, followed by the 
stranger towards the bar. The excite­
ment was too much for her and she 
streamed, crying out “Oh, Dick!”

Dancey up to this point never sus­
pected anything out of the ordinary, 
but hearing the cry he advanced to­
wards the strangers. Before he got a 
good glimpse of the robbers a shot rang 
out and he fell. The bullet entered the 
jaw e,nd glanced up into the head. In 

, fall^ijg htorWard h& head came in con­
tact with the stove and a very severe 
bruise was sustained. Dancey lay still, 
while Mrs. Marshall, too surprised and 
frightened to speak, was pushed by one 
of the men to the cash till and forced 
to open it. A pile of silver was dumped 
on to the bar and as much as possible 
grabbed and taken as could be obtain­
ed in a few scoops. The cash was all in 
small change, no bills at the time being 
in the tilt In all about $19 was taken.

The whole incident occupied only a 
couple of minutes from the time the 
men entered until they vanished into 
the black night.

Dancey called for first at­
tention, and the woman hastening to 
his side rendered what aid was possi­
ble in trying to revive him. He was 
bleeding copiously from both wounds, 
and being unsuccessful in stoping the 
hemorrhage she rushed to the telephone 
and called up the Victoria Gardens. An 
automobile happened to be on hand 
with a party from the city, and aid was 
at once rushed to the scene, which 
was only about 100 yards away. The 
city police were next called up, the call 
being received just at 9 o’clock, and 
they In turn communicated with the 
provincial police.

The ambulance soon arrived on the 
scene of the outrage and Dancey was 
removed to the St. Joseph’s hospital. 
Nearly an hour elapsed before the po­
lice were able to summon a corps for 
special service and no doubt the rob­
bers used this precious time in making 
good their escape. Guards were at

leading into the city and the news 
wired to all sources where vigilance 
was required.

The police have only slight Informa­
tion to work on, Mrs. Marshall being 
so shaken up by the outrage that she 
was too much agitated to talk. The 
only description possible to obtain is 
that of Mrs. Marshall who states that 
the tall robber was about 5 feet 19 or 
11 Inches, while the other was about 
two inches shorter. They had white 
cloth masks over their faces which 
covered everything but the eyes. Both 
were slim and wiry in build.

The announcement was made in the 
legislature yesterday by Hon. H. E. 
Young that a system of free text books 
was to be initiated in the province. No 
details were given at the time, but the 
minister of education in an interview 
later outlined the plan he had in view.

Inspector Wilson will be given charge 
of the organization of this new branch 
of the school system and rooms will 
be fitted up at once for it. The details 
have yet to be worked out by that of­
ficial, but the general plan has been 
agreed upon.

The minister says a start will be 
made by ordering the first, second and 
third readers from the publishers in 
Toronto.
books will also be purchased at whole­
sale rates in the same way. The dis­
tribution will then be made to the 
schools throughout the province and 
to the pupils. The new regulation will 
apply to rural schools and also city 
schools.

As to the question of the disinfecting 
of books, the minister says that this Is 
a matter to tie worked out by the of­
ficial in charge.

With all the necessary work to ac­
complish
scheme some time will elapse before It 
will be in working order. If the system 
can come into operation after the sum­
mer holidays the minister feels that 
good progress will have been made.

" The premier thought this was really 
a question of privilege, He suggested 
that the resolution be withdrawn and 
the subject discussed on that basis.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite withdrew bis 
resolution and spoke on the subject as 
one of privilege. He took exception to 
the expressions of Mr. Justice Clem­
ent In a judgment delivered on the Im­
migration Act appeal. Mr. Justice 
Clement stated that while there might 
be honest differences of opinion, went 
on to practically say that the actions 
of the members of the legislature were 
dishonest. Judges had no right to re­
flect upon the members of the legisla­
ture. A judge was simply à servant to 
have the laws carried enforced." Mr. 
Justice Irving said 
tor hurry as only a few politicians 
were concerned. He took exception also 
to the remarks of Mr. Justice Clement. 
This was an. extraordinary stand to be 
taken by the judges that the province 
had not the right to enact the legisla­
tion. The province, however, was given 
power to pass legislation of this nature 
provided it Was not repugnant to Do­
minion government legislation. The 
province was within its powers. The 
Dominion government was not given 
exclusive jurisdiction tn immigration 
inder the B. N. A. Act.

These juâges had come te the 
elusion apparently that the action of 
the members of the legislature should 
be called in question. The question of 
procedure had been up before the 
Judges and their conduct in that con­
nection had not been such as to in­
crease the dignity attaching to that 
office, it the judges would attend to 
their ewp business and with proper 
decency——”

At that time a report, which could 
not be confirmed at that time, reached 
Detective Jackson that a little girl 
who had been living with her parents 
in Mount Pleasant had disappeared.
