3let,
1901, vhe sotal ceceipts were $9,952.09, with
more than enough yet due for that term to
total over §10,000.' Thie showe that the
water service is steadily being exteaded;

Predericton. Soperintendent Barchill has
beeun in eohsrge  from the inception of the"
works, aud there is no more faithful and
competent offisial in the e1vic employ.
