When it is considered that the Cari-
bous are made : up entirely :of profes-
sional players who draw salaries amount-
ing to $200 a month, the Alerts and Roses
need not feel ashamed of the games they -
put up.

Many have the idea that
with propor practice local men can put up
just as good a game 10 is required. There
would ke much more interest mani-
fested and much more in it for
the players it professionalism is weed—
ed out. Dick Tibbitts who took hold
of the Tartars manifested that locsl
players can be made to play ball with the
best of them, ard if it can be done once, it
can be dore agsin. There is plenty of
good material smong both the Roses and
the Alerts to put eighteen first class men
in the field. The importation of men is
growing every year and itis not making
baseball any more popular. Tip O'Neill
who played with the Roscs in their second
game against Caribou, did not show that
he had gone back any in either batting or
fielding. It next year the Alerts, Roses
and Tartars start out with playing entirely
local men, 1t will be found that they will
succeed sll right. Asit is now there is
getting to be too much professionalism in
the geme and judging irom past history
this m:ans the death of baseball.
