An early morning break into the
jewelery store of Alexander Paterson,

dramatic escape of the culprit from

the hope that the fearless robber has
taken shelter for the night in some
of the adjacent camps or has hidden
himself in the woods.

Evidence of the determined effort
of the Italian, to elude the police is
found in the grit he showed in con-
tinuing his run. Along -his traces on
the snow were stains of blood, where
cut by the ecrusty snow, the sole of
his feet became torn and scratched.
As the break was net of a serious|
nature the police were inclined to
think that the man in question was
implicated in other robberies in the
city lately.

The matter first came under the
notice of the police when Officer Gos-
line of the North End was making his
rounds. He discovered a break in the
glass of the panel window of the door,
but it gave the appearance of being
merely the result of carelessness on
the part of a passing pedestrian. He
notified Sergt.
