WILSON'S PEACE
“TERMS OUTLINED
SEPTEMBER 27

The price of peace will be im-
partial justice ‘to all nations, the
instr tality indis ble to
secure it is a league of natioas
formed, not before or after, but at
the peace conference; and Ger-
many, as a member, wlh have to
redeem her character not by what
happens at the peace table, hut
what follows. This was President
Wilson's answer. September. 27th
to the peace talk among the Tau-
tonic powers .

The practical pragram of Amur-
ica’'s peace terms, amd . for the
maintenance of which the United
States is prepared to asswme ils
full share of responsibility fol-
lows:

“First—The Impartial ° justice
meted out must involve no discrim-
ination betweemn those to whom
we wish to be just and those to
whom we do not wish to be just.
It must be a justice that plays no
favorites and knows mo stdndard
but the equal rights of the several
peoples concerned.

“Second—No special or separate
@im of any single nation. or. any
group of nations can be made the
basis of any part of the settle-
ment which is not consistent with
the common interest of all,

“Third—There can be no leagues
or alliances or special ‘eovenants
and understcadings within < the
generil <nd commion family 6f the
Ieme of nations.

“Fourth—And mote fecifically.
there can be no special, selfish ec-
onomic combinations ' within the
league, and no employment of any
form of economic boycotf of ex-
clusion except as the power of ec-
onomic penclty by exclusion
from the markets of the world may
be vested in the league of nations
itself a8 a means cf discipine and
control.

“Fourth—All international agree-
ments and treaties of every kind
must be made known jn their en-
tirety to the rest of the world.”

Mr. Wilson re-stated the issues
of the wrr as follows:

The Issues of the War.

“Shall the military power of any
nation or group of nations be suf-
fered to determine the fortunes of
peoples over whom they have no
right to rule except the right of
force?

“Shall strong nations be free to
wrong weak nations and make
them subject to their purpose and
interest?

“Shall peoples be ruled and do-
minated, even in their ewn intern-
al affairs, by arbitrary and irres-
ponsible force or by their own will
and choice?

“Shall there be a commen stand-
ard of right and privilege for all
peoples and nations or shall the
etrong do as they will and the
weak suffer without redress?

“Shall the assertion of right be
‘haphazarded and by casual alli-
ance or shall there be a common
concert to oblige the observanco
of common right?”

THE TEUTONS ABANDON
PLACES HELD 4 YEARS

Rheims Has Been Redeemed
and Other Important Points
in Allied Hands.

Paris, Oct. 6.—The war office state
ment issued last night, reads:

“The victorjious attacks carried out
in the last few days by our troops, in
conjunction with the American forces
on the Vesle front, and on the Cham-
pagne front, have forced the encmy
to make a general retirement towarq
the Suippe and Arnes Rivers. Tha
enemy has abandoned all the high
positions powerfully fortified for
years, and defended with unrelaxed
stubbornness, and is rétreating on a
front of 45 kilometres (28 miles).

PEACE MOVE TO
RETARD LOAN

Washington Thinks May Have
Been One of Germany's
Objects.

Washington, Oct. 6—Germany’s new-
est peace offer, proposing an armistice
while President Wilson considers and
conveys to the Allies a proposal on the
basis of the terms laid down by the
president himself, had not reached
Washington in official form tonight and
there was, therefore, no authorized
statement of how it was regarded by
the United States.

One thought concerning the German
peace offer that found expression in
many quarters tonight was that the
Germans, in launching their effort just
at this time, probably hoped to retard
the fourth liberty loan by creating the
idea that the end of the war is at
hand.

It is believed, however, that their
effort will have the directly opposite
eftect, Officials were confident that
the American people will even more
generously ovérsubscribe the loan now
as one means of convincing the’ Kaiser
that they are detérmined that there
shall be no peace except a victorious
one.

TURKEY REQUEST
AN ARMISTICE

Amsterdam, Oct. 6.—(By the As-
sociated Press)—The text of the
note forwarded by the imperial
German Chancellor, Prince Maxim-
ilian, to President Wilson, through
the Swiss government, follows:

“The German government re-
quests the President of the United
States to take in hand the restora-
tion of peace acquaint all the bel-
ligerent states of this request and
invite them to send plenipotentiar-
fes for the purpose of opening
negotiations.

“It accepts the program set forth
by the President of the United
States in his message to Congress
on January &, and in his later pre-
nouncements, especially his speech
of September as a basis for
peace negotiations.

“With a view to avoiding further

requests the immediate conclusion
of an armistice on land and water
and in the air”
