Appalling Stories of Hun
Crimes—Torture of Prison-
ers.

As prisoners of war come out of Ger-
many, and are enabled to speak freely
appalling stories of es of brutality continue
10 be revealed. A “Daily Express”
correspondent visited the camp for the
repatriated Brit Pprisoners at Sand-
holm, a shorg from Copenhag-
en, and there obtaited some shocking
disel of Hum in 5 A 1
of the 1st Royal Warwicks from Do-
beritz, a yelloW-moustached, honest-
faced Anglo-Irishman, told the follow-
ing story speak in low restrained
voice, and obviously fearful of seem-
ing to be guilty of exaggeration. As
a preliminary he produced a strip of
fubber ven inches long and of the
thickness of three fingers, which he
had smuggled out of Germamy, “With

this weapon,” he said, “the cook
knocked man after man senseless if
he was suspected of trying to get a
second helping at dinner, slashing the
prisoners across the face, jaw, amd
ear. The victims were carried out-
side and cold water dashed over them
to revive them.,” While this man was
speaking a sailor entered, and, seeing
the rubber, instantly confirmed these
details, showing where the instrument
was used on thé jaw and neck. He
added that the Russians especially
were treated abominably, being forced
to kneel for hours, holding their hands
behind them and lifting their own feet
from the hard floor, while a German
sentry with his rifle aslant struck
them in the chest and face with the
butt if their feet were not held up.
In other cases Englishmen’s wrists
were lashed to a stake, with their toes
Just  touching the snow-covered
ground, and there left freezing for an
indefinite period, while many were
prodded with bayomets. All this was
for such offences as refusing to be
worked to death. A Manchester man
who worked in a German sugar fac-
tory every day from seven in the
morning to sevem at might, including
Sundays, said that ome day he went
to the Javatory and was away for three
minutes. On returning he was aoccus-
ed of being absent for half am hour,

and when he denied this he vnq bayon-

eted through the arm, back and side,

and afterwards was given six weeks'

imprisonment for insolence. Another
worked on a camml. He was turned
out at 6.30 a. m., and given a plece of
bread and some coffee. No breakfast
was givem, and during the half-hour
for dinner at mid«day rotten soup was
served from two pig troughs in a cart.
Often there was no time even to eat
this after waiting behind a queue of
150 men. A similar meal was served
at night. Another man showed his
right foot, on which was a large
brown- black scar, where a guard had
defliberately poured secalding coffae
over him. This was also done in many
other cases. The same man describ-
ed the place at Botzow, where Ber-|
lin throws its refuse, and where foul
dust chokes the mouth and eyes. The
British were in deadly fear of being
sent there, and one Englishman, in
order to escape from it, picked a quar-
rel with another man, daring him to
