He wished to be understood as agreeing
fully in what he said regarding the lovalty
of the French-Canadian people, but he
thought the honorable mer:ber had gone
out of his way in the statement that the
French people of this prevince were go-
ing backward instead of forward, and were
losing their influence i this province. He
believed that the very opposite was the
fact, and that the ¥rench people of this
province were making rapid strides.

Take the county of Madawaska which
the honorable member (LaForest) repre-
sents. When the officers of the board of
agriculture visited that county the year
before last we found agriculture in such a
backward state that leading men of the
county told us that it would be useless for
us to hold meetings. We held meetings,
however, and the result of our visit to that
cmglt_v was to give a great impetus to
agriculture. He thought it was unmanly
for the honorable member to charge against
him that he had not been in the county
last year, considering the attention he had
given to it the year before.

Mr. LaFerest—I was not in the house
the year before, and 1 fail to see where 1
was guilty of anything unmanly in men-
tioning that you had not been in the coun-
ty last year.

Hon. Mr. Labillois—As a result of the
efforts of the department of agriculture
Madawaska had come to the front as a
leading agricultural county. Two eleese
factories that had been for a long time idle
began active operations, and last year
some thirty thousind pounds of cheese
were manufactured, a large quantity ef
butter was produced, asd two roller mills
were in operation. With regard to the
statement of the honorable member that
a1 member had declared on the floors of
this house that a les:on must be taught
to the French majerity of Gloucester, he
had' ‘no hositation in saying that Mr.
Yeniot had been misrepresented, and on
no occasion had Mr. Veniot made the
dtatement attributed to him by Mr. La-

The attempt of Mr. LaForest to excite
religious and natiq‘nal strife by his refer-
ence to the elecuon of the honorable
member, (Mr. Young) an English-speak-
ing gentleman in the French county of
Gloucester, was not in the best interests
of the country. (Applause.) Mr. Young
was a gentleman who had large interests
in the county, and the French Catholic
people of Gloucester has supported him
in preference to one of their own nation-
ality, thus ‘presenting a spirit of l.beral-
ity which could not fail but win the ap-
proval of all right minded people. (Ap-
plause.) It was not right to introduce
these questions of race and creed.

He (Labillois) had been many times
elected in the county of Restigouche,
where there was a majority of English as
well as a Protestant majority. 1f we are
to work in the best interests of the coun-
try, we must put aside these appeals te
race and religious prejudices. Such ap-
peals are dangerous, because if they oper-
ate in favor of one particular element in
this county, they may operate against the
same element in some other county. It
was true at the present time there was
but one Catholic in the government, but
honorable members would know that it
is not always possible to have due regard
to matters of detail as viewed from par-
ticular standpoints. The government
could be depended on at all t'mes to dc
justice to all classes and creeds. The at-
tempt to make it appear that he (La-
billois) had increased the salaries of the
Protestant employees of the agricultural
department, and had failed to increase
the salary of the Catholic employee of the
department, would lose its force when he
informed the house that in the case of
the former they were old officials, while
the latter was a new man. It was by
sinkng our sectarjan and racial feelings
and working as a united people that this
province .can be made the great country
which nature intended it to be.

Fredericton, N. B., Feb. 19.—When the
house opened today Mr. Todd, from the
sommittee appointed to present the ad-
iress to his honor the lieutenant gover-
nor;, reported that it liad attended to that
duty and submitted a message from his
honor thanking the house for its address.

Mr. Hazen made his inquiry: “Is H
true as, stated in the public press, that
Hon. F. E. Barker, judge of the supremc
spurt in equity, has been appointed an
arbitrator on behalf of this province in
respect to Eastern Extension claim?. Ii
g0 when was Judge Barker appointed
How is the board of arbitration constitu-
ted and what questions will be submitted
to it for decisions? Vhat remuneration
will the arbitrator, so appointed by the
arovince, receive for his services and by
whom will it be paid? Will the province
pe represented before such arbitrator by
jutside counsel, or will its intercsts be
fooked after by the attorney general of
the province? If outside counsel are em-
oloyed, what fee per diem will they be
-eive for their services and what counse!
vill be retained?”’

Hon. Mr. Tweedie said it
that his honor Mr. Justice Barker has been
appointed an arbitrator on behalf of the
province in the Eastern Extension claim;
the appointment having been made on
Dec. 13th last. The board was to be com-
posed of the Hon. Mr. Justice Barker,
Mr. Coulson, of the Canadian Bank of
Commerce, of Toronto, and Hon. Mr.
Justice Langlier, of Quebec. The ques-
tions to be dealt with by the arbitrators
involved considerable explanation. That
portion of what is now the Intercolonial
sailway between the Nova Scotia bound-
ary and Painsec Junction,and then known
as the Tastern Extension, was construct-

ed Dbefore confederation, and was
iided by the New  Brunswick gov-
ernment to the extent of $10,000

per mile, the total amount of subsidy
paid by the province being £100,000. -Al-
though the Eastern Extension was, after
the union, taken over by the governinent
of Canada and became part of the Inter-
colon‘al, the dominion only allowed for
the railway an amount suflicient, after
paying the contracting company’s claim of
$644,000, to recoup the province a portion
of the subsidy which the provincial gov-
srnment had paid towards its construc-
iion, namely $250,000, leaving, as the orov-
ince claimed, a Laiance of $150,000, to
which, as was alleged, on behalf of the
province, -it is just and equitable title.
lp arriving at the sum to be allowed for
the road in question the dominion govern-
ment proceeded on the assumption that
other similar portions of the Intercolonial
Railway cost $24,000 per mile, and fixed
{hat cost as the basis of which payment to
the province was made; subsequently, in
1881, the government of Canada submitted
the claim of the New Brunswick govern-
ment to the chief engineer of the railway
department, Mr. Frank Shanly, for his
opinion and report; Mr. Shanly made a
teport in which he stated that the esti-
mate of $24,000 per mile was an exceeding-
iy low one, and that as a matter of fact,
no sections of the Intercolonial Railway of
a corresponding nature were finally con-
structed for that money. Mr. Shanly also
nade an estimate showing that the Kastern
Extens on must have cost $1,121,000, being
227,000 in excess of the amount paid for
the road by the Dominion of Canada, thus
leaving, after the additional $150,000 clain-
sd by the province of New Brunswick
should have been paid, a margin of $77,(00
to cover for additional ballasting, ecte.,
which it was alleged had to be done. In
the year 1884 the government of Canada
acted upen Mr. Shaniy’s repsut and ad-
mitted thz claim of the province 10 ha
paid the sum of $150,000, the balance of
the sa‘d sum cf $400,600 and aceovdina!y
in that year this amount was placed tu
the credit of the province in its account
with the goverhment of Canada. "The
New Brunswick government, as well
as prior to he year 1884, as gince that
time, has repcatedly and unremittingly

ment of Canada. 'The claim” of {he prov-
ince is now upward of $£320,000, as contend-
ed for on behalf of the province, and it is
with a view of the determination of the
matter that the board of arb:irators has
been appointed. It shall be the duty of
the arbitrators to enquire into the cquity
and justice of the New Bruanswicik claim
and determine what amouwt, if any, the
province is entitled to be paid m respuct
thereof, and it is provided that the arbi-
trators shall make and deliver their award
in writing not later than the first day of
June next, and that the award of the
arbitrators or a majority of them, shail be
binding upon both the governments and
shall be final and conclusive. With re-
pect to the question of remuneration of
the arbitrators no amount has been fixed,
that matter being left to the arbitrators
themselves. He (Tweedie) might say that
most of the work in connection with the
preparation of New Brunswick’s case had
been done by himself, assisted by Mr.
Pugsley. The attorney general would ap-
pear on behalf of the province before the
arbitrators if it was found that his doing
so would not be incompatable with his
position as leader of the government.

Richard’s services as a member of the gov-
ernment should be retained if at all pos-
sible, advised his honor the lieutenant
governor not to immediately accept the
resignation, and it was hoped that a con-
stituency would be secured for Mr.Rich-
ard.

Supbury County Schools.

Mr. Hazen shid there was a matter to
which he would like to call the attention
of the government, and he would take
the present . opportunity of doing so,
when the leader of the government was
in his place. It was with respect to edu-
cational matters in the county of Sun-
bury. There was no large town, nor even
a very large village in the county, and the
result was that Sunbury was without any
grammar school.

Hon. Mr. Emmerson—I am not sure at
the moment that Sunbury has even a su-
perior school.

Mr. Hazen—Yes, there is a superior’
school . at Sheffield.Many years ago there
was a grammar school at Sheffield, and the
Sheffield Academy not only had a reputa-
tion all over the country but throughout
the entire province. In consequence of
the county having no grammar school at
present, - the citizens of the county who
desired to give their children a grammar
school education, were obliged to send
them to Fredericton, that city being most
contiguous to the county. In order to be
able to do so, however, they were obliged
to pay, to the Fredericton school trus-
tee«, a tuition fee. Fredericton received
$1.050 from the government as a grant to
three grammar school teachers, and con-
sidering that fact, and that Fredericton
was also the seat of the Normal school, in
connection with which there was the
model school, as well as the fact that
the city was also the seat of the univer-
sity, he thought it unreasonable that pu-
pils from the adjacent county of Sunbury,
who came here to attend grammar school,
in some cases only a distance of a couple
of miles, should be required to pay a
tuition fee to the school trustees of Fred-
ericton. He would like to see the school
law so amended that it would not be
necessary  for pupils coming to
the grammar school in Fredericton
to have to pay a tuition fee.
He (Hazen) had been spoken to by maay
of his friends in Sunbury, and he did not
mean to say by this that they were his
political friends. This was a question in

.which politics might very properly be left

aside, and he trusted that the premier
would give the matter his best attention.

Government Considering the Matter.

Hon. Mr. Emmerson said the subject®

which the honorable leader of the opposi-
tion had brought forward was one which
had already engaged -the attention of the
government and the board of education.
He very heartily re-echoed every expres-
son of the honorable member and he
could very well understand how the resi-
dents of Sunbury who sent their chiidren
here to attend the grammar school might
feel aggrieved at having to pay tu'ticn
fees to the trustees of Fredericton. As
the honorable leader of the opposition had
gaid, the province had done much for
educational facilities in the city of Fred-
ericton and it was but fair that ccunties
having no grammar schools of their own
might be permitted to have pupils attend
grammar schools in adjacent counties
without that fact entailing expenses of
tuition on the part of the pavenis fiom
counties without grammar school facilities.
Cities so favorably sitvated as l'redcucton
with respect- to educational advantayes

- should be willing to share these advantages

with counties less favorably situated..

copy of a letter from the premier to Mr.
Bertrand, which the said Mr. Bertrand
read on the hustings on nomination day,
in the month of February last year, where-
in Mr. Emmerson stated that if candi-
dates favorable to the government were
clected in Madawaska, the amount over-
drawn by the county, amounting to some
twelve or thirteen thousand dollars,
would be remitted to the county—or to
that effect.

Hon. Mr. Emmerson objected to the
notice, claiming that it should not recite
the contents of correspondence asked for.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie—If the government
promised to furnish information in an-
swer of such a notice, it would be assur-
ed that such a letter as mentioned was
written. It may be that no such letter
was ever written. Besides how could the
government know what letter was read on
the hustings at Madawaska on nomina-
tion day?

Mr. Hazen said he assumed that all
the honorable member desired was to oD
tain copies of any letters that had passed
between the premier and Mr. Bertrand
bearing on the subject of overdrawn bye
road moneys in Madawaska county.

Mr. Laforest said that was his only
object. He thought his notice was not
open to the objection taken by the pre-
mier and provincial secretary, but he was
willing to amend it. He was bound to get
the information even though he had to
ask for it in some other form.

"Tion. Mr. Emmerson snggested that the
honorable member would best accomplish
his object by amending his notice so that
it would ask for copies of all correspond-
ence between Mr. Bertrand and himself
(Emmerson) on the subject referred to.

Mr. Laforest amended his notice as
suggested by the premier.

Mr. Laforest gave notice of enquiry. Is

the government aware that Maxim Mar-
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tin, inspector of licenses for Madawaska
county, is unable to read or write, and if
so is it the government’s intention to ap-
point some person in his place who is
competent to perform the duties of his
office?

Mr. Fleming gave notice of enquiry:
“Upon whose recommendation has James
Gibson been removed from the position of
issuer of marriage licenses in the town
of Woodstock. Was any charge made to
the government against Mr. Gibson, and
for what reason was he notified that no
more licenses would be sent him?

Mr. Hazen gave notice of enquiry:
“From whom did the government pur-
chase the road machinery and plant for
which $5,000 was voted at the last ses-
sion? Was the purchase made at private
gale or were tenders first called for?
Where has the machinery and plant been
put into operation, and what is the cost
of operating it? Where will the machin-
ery and plant be placed next season?

Mr. Laforest gave notice of motion- for
all correspondence and telegrams between
Premier Emmerson and Alphonse Bert-
rand, former representative of Madawas-
ka, and all correspondence between Mr.
Emmerson and Benjamin Haines, in
reference to the repairs made on the
bridge across the Madawaska river at
Edmundston during last summer, and.re-
lating to the hiring or dismissing of la-
borers in connection wth the work on
said repairs.

HOUSE OF COMMONS.

London, Feb. 19.—In the house of com-
mons today, during the discussion of the
report of the committee of supply on the
vote for the addition of 120,000 men to
the army, Mr. William Redmond opposed
the measure on the ground that the gov-
ernment’s proposals were largely of a
permanent character. He denounced the
ccheme as a miserable makeshift.

Mr. John Redmond, the Nationalist
leader, declared that the principal lgurf)-
pean nations were against Great Britain
in this war, and that the great mass of
public opinion in ‘the United States was
in the same direction. (Ministerial cries
of “No, no.”)

Mr. Flavin’s motion was rejected by
235 votes against 3l.

After further discussion the debate was
closed on the motion of Mr. Balfour and
the vote was carried by 207 against, 31.

MORE OF STRATHCONA HORSE.

Ottawa, Feb. 19.—The second detach-
ment of the Strathcona’s Horse, the mag-
nificent body of western rough riders,
equipped for = service in South Africa
through the munificence of the Canadian
high commissioner, reached the city ‘this
afternoon. The detachment number 142
men, and along with these came 96 horses.
They travelled in a special train made up
of thirteen cars. Six palace horse cars,
five tourist cars, one box car, four baggage
cars and a commissariat car. Maj. Laurie,
Tieut. Strange and Sergt.-Major White-
head iere in charge. -About 110 more men
and the most of the horses, now being
purchased by Dr. McEachern, are still to
arrive and will ‘likely be here in about
a week. Nothing in the way of a re-
ception was tendered the men, and only |
a very few persons were at the Union de- |
pot to meet them, including a couple of
officers. The train arrived at 12.30, being
somewhat delayed owing to a stop at Pem-
broke. The men detrained immediately,
part of them being taken to the exhibi-
tion grounds in special cars, while the re-
mainder took off the horses and led them
out to the quarters. The march through
the streets attracted considerable atten-
tion and those who saw them commented
very favorably on the appearance of the
men.
