[The Pragmatic sanction law is the in-
strument by which the emperor, Charles
VI. of the House of Hapsburg, in de-
fault of male heirs, admitted heirs in the
female line to the Austrian succession,
whereby his daughter, Maria Theresa, as-
cended the throne in 1740.]

Mr. Chamberlain presided at the meet-
ing and enunciated his views in a lengthy
address. He ackmowledged that the bill
was not perfect, but said the Liberal-
Unionists must not split on that point.
He said he had always been in favor of
the government providing only secular
education, but rightly or wrongly, the
majority of the country required that
vigorous instruction of some kind' be
given it. If the country could not get
what it wanted from a Unionist govern-
ment it would not get it from the Radi-
cal government which would follow the
government it might smash.

Mr. Chamberlain advised the Liberal-
Unionists to agree to differ on the com-
plicated points, but to do nothing to as-
sist the intrignes of those who would hand
over Ireland to the home rulers, who
