‘Hie Was Thrown Overboard—

Monday, Aug. 1.

One of the saddest drowning accidents
that has happened on the St. John river
in a number of years occurred yesterday
afternoon at Swift Point, about two miles
from Indiantown, when John Albert Sher-
wood, eldest son of John H. Sherwood, of
the Spar Cove road, fell from a motor boat
and’ was drowned. The accient is a
particularly sad one, as the rest of the
Bherwood family were on the river in an-
other motor boat, not a mile distant from
where the young fellow lost his life. Swift
Point is on the western eide of the river,
in a small cove a short distance below
Rooney’s.
The young man—he was about eighteen
years of age—left Indiantown a little be-
fore 3 o'clock yesterday afternoon in the
wmotor boat Jersey Walker, in company
with Frank Foster, Jack Foster and Alfred
Dixon, all of Indiantown. The boat is &
flat bottomed one, said to be the only one
of this kind around Indiantown that is
equipped with a motor. Mr. Sherwood
and Frank Foster owned it. }
The party cruised up the river about
five miles and when off Swift Point on
the return journey, it appears that young
Sherwood stood up in the hoat to get a
knife from one of his chums, and in some
way his foot caught in the muffler and he
was thrown overboard. The engine was
going full speed at the time, but it was
quickly réversed and backed up to where
he had fallen over. He arose to the sur-
face but once and Jack Foster reached over
in-an endeavor to catch hold of him, but
was unsuccessful. Sherwood could not
swim, and he sank to rise no more.
In ‘the meantime, Mr. Sherwood, the
boy’s father, had left Indiantown in his
motor boat, accompanied by his family,
and they were proceeding up river when

a man in a passing sail boat called out
that Jack Sherwood had been drowned.
Mr. Sherwood could hardly accept this
statement, but when he saw the Jersey
Walker speeding down river without his
son on board, he began to realize that it
was the truth. Mrs. Sherwood, who has
been in poor health, was prostrated with
grief on hearing the news, and had to be
hurried back to the vity.

Grappling for Body.

After waiting a few moments to see if
the body would rise to the top, Sherwood’s
companions decided to come down to In-
diantown for grappling hooks, with which
to grapple before the body had been car-
ried siway by the current. They ‘sticeced
ed in getting the hooks at Indian
went back. at once to the acene

grappling irons and went up to try and
find his boy’s body. =

The current at Swift Point is very strong
and it was feared that the body wounld be
carried away eome distance. Several
other parties engaged in ‘grappling, but
up till a late hour last night they had
been unsuccessful. Mr., Sherwood return-
ed to the city soon after 10 o’clock last
night for more grappling irons, and left
again about midnight.

The news of the drowning spread with
great rapidity, and the sad affair cast a
gloom over the outing parties that were
on the river at the time. Young Sher-
Wwood was an exceptionally bright young
man and was well liked by all who knew
him. He was employed for some time .as
a lath sawyer in Stetson, Cutler & Co,’s
Indiantown mill. He was a third cousin
to the young man who met his death by !

Within a short time after the young
woman entered the physician’s household
she began to exercise a strange inuflence
over the doctor, who seemed to be infatu-
ated with her. Mrs. Crippen rebuked him,
and finally demanded the discharge of the
stenographer, but to no avail.

On March 22 last the Crippens gave an
elaborate dinner party. The guests were
members of the Tusic Hall Artists’ Guild,
z of which Mrs. Crippen was' treasurer. That

" Dr. Crippen told friends his wife had
gone to America. He said she had gone
or her health to California, where her son
lived. '

On February 3 a letter signed ‘Belle

On March 26, a notice of Mrs. Crippen’s
death in California appeared in a theatrical
paper. A son of Dr. Crippen, by his form-
er wife, denied the alleged death.

On April 7 the “Stage,” an Eng]i.sh pa-
per, contained a paragraph referring to
Mrs. Crippen’s death.

Meantime ,Mme Frank Gennett, of Ro-
selle, N. J., a friend of Mrs. Crippen, was
making enquiries for her. ‘She wrote let-
ters which put Scotland Yard detectives
on the case. They called on Dr. Crippen

On July 9 Dr. Crippen and the Le Neve
girl disappeared. h

Police made a thorough search of the
Hilldorp Crescent house, and buried in the
basement they found part of the body of
Mrs. Crippen.

They then sent out a general alarm for
the arrest of the couple.

British detectives requested that all
steamers landing in Canada and the Unit-
ed States be searched. In France, believ-
ing that Crippen was masquerading as a
woman the police watched for him in this
guise, at all ports.

A reward of $1,250 for information lead-
ing to his arrest has been offered by the
London authorities.

The British government has asked Can-
ada and the United States for the arrest
and detention of Dr. Crippen.

Numerous rumors have arisen as to Dr.
Crippen and Miss Le Neve having commit-
ted suicide. A young woman in Bourges
who committed suicide was supposed to be
Miss Le Neve. Another rumor is that she
has met with foul play, as otherwise she
would have communicated with the au-
thorities, there being no charge again:t
her.

The first tangible clue to the where-
abouts of the acucsed was given by Captain
Kendall, of the C. P. R. steamship Mont-
rose. The Montrose sailed from Havre
and London on July 15. The suspects ship-
ped from Antwerp and at once aroused
the suspicions of Captain Kendall, who
communicated with Scotland Yard. Scot-
land Yard sent a detailed description of
the pair to Captain Kendall, who became
more convinced than ever that his suspic-
ions were well-founded.
