THE PREMIER ON THE SITU-
ATION.

Though our tory friends are fond or
guoting Sir John Macdonald there 1s one
expression of his which they have not yet
repeated, and that is what he said at
‘Windsor the other day,namely, that “the
battle of the Dominion must be fought
out at the provincial elections.” This
may mean one of two things or both of
them. It may mean the general proposi-
tion that as the majority of the pecple of
the several provinces vote in the local
elections, so they will vote in those for
parliament. If this is what is meant,
there is cold comfort in it for the tories.
‘While it cannot be strictly claimed that
the New Brunswick elections resulted in
a liberal victory, they were unquestion-
ably a tory defeat. Toryism labored for
the defeat of the local government and
was ignominiously defeated, the vast
majority of the people preferring good
government to party. In Nova
Scotia  the liberals had everything
their own way. In Prince Edward Island,
though Mr. Sullivan's government was

tained in the el forthe bly,
in the election for the legislative council
which was run on strict party limes, the
liberals almost swept the province. In
Quebec the liberals have an admitted
majority over the tories without counting
the nationalists, In Manitoba the liber-
als have made great gains. They did
not defeat Mr. Norquay’s government,
but they came very near doing so. On-
tario is next to be heard from and the
indications are favorable to a complete
liberal triumph there. If, therefore,
what Sir John Macdonald means is that
the fate of the Dominion government is
settled at the local polls in advance or
the Dominion elections, the tory mind
will not draw much comfort from the
fact, and this may afford a reason for the
unwillingness to quote their leaders’ war
cry.

Itmay be that Sir John only meant
the expression in a local sense, intending
to convey the idea that as the Ontario
election goes so will be the fate of the
federal government. If this is what the
“chieftain” meant it is worth more than
& passing notice. If he is fighting his
battle in Ontario 1t is worth while to ex-
amine the grounds upon which he ap-
peals to the people. We have no desire
to misrepresent him, and donot think
we can be accused of doing so when we
eay that his canvass has two main fea-
tures, the exciting of sectarian bitter’
ness against the Roman Catholics, and of
race teelings against the French Cana-
dians. The tory voters find nothing to
talk about except separate schools and
Riel. “No popery” and the “reconquest
of Quebec” are the cries of the party. If
one could believe them sincere in raising
these issues they might receive such
credit for sincerity as attaches to a man
who is sincerely in the wrong. But the
inventor of the “no popery” cry is him-
self a Roman Catholic, and the Ottawa
ministry, which endorses it, contains at
least half a dozen Roman Catholics.

The “reconquest of Quebec” is pro-
moted out of Quebec by Sir Hector
Langevin, Sir Adolphe Caron and the
Hon. Mr. Chapleau, who in Quebec ap-
peul for support on the ground that the
Tory party always has and always will be
favorable to the rights of Quebec. It is
raised in the interests of a party whose
sheet anchor in times of political tem-
pest has been the French vote. These
are cries which the friends of Sir John
Macdopald in New Br do not
care to say much about. Welook in the
Farmer, the Reporter, the Capital, the
Sun or the Times, or any of the noble
army of “boodlers” for any indication
that they support their leader on these
which he declares to be the great issues
of the hour. They do not shout “No
Popery,” and the Protestant horse is
foundered in his stable. They do not
talk of the reconquest of Quebec and
still profess to love' the Acadian as a
very brother. They should come up to
the help of their leader in his emer-
gency. “The battle of the Dominion

THE BOARD OF ACRICULTURE.

The meeting of the Board of Agricul-
ture {o-day has gainéd a new interest on
account of the public spirited and far-
sighted policy of that body in recom-
mending to the government the pur-
chase of a number of stock horses for
public use. In view ofthe fact that the
gentlemen composing the board are ap-
pointed by the government upon the
nomination of the agricultural societies,
the fact that the present board
consists of precisely the same
members as the last one may be taken
as indicative of the approval of the
societies as to the course taken by their
representatives, As this course will in-
volve the material reduction of the
grants to the societies for several years,
this approval must be especially gratify-
ing to the members of the board.
The principal matter which will
occupy this body during]its present
session will doubtless be the preparation
of a set of regulations to govern the
management of the horses, as it is under-
stood that the government desires the
assistance of the board in this mat-
ter. The complete barmony which ex-
ists between these two bodies
contributes very much towards the suc-
cessful management of matters relating
to agriculture, Hitherto the transac-
tions of the board have been of interest
chiefly to the agricultural societies, but
at the present session they will take
a wider scope, as they will deal
with matters with which the whole
farming population is concerned. We
are quite satisfied that the efforts of the
Board and the government to advance
the interests of agriculture, and to
extend the benefits of the grant to that
service to the greatest number of people
will meet with unanimous approval.

NOTES AND COMMENTS.

On Friday last the United States
senate paseed without discussion and
without division the bill for the retire-
ment and recoinage of the trade dollar.
The first section of the bill provides “that
until July 1st, 1887, United States trade
dollars, if not defaced, mutilated or
etamped, shall be received at the office
of the treasurer or any assistant treasurer
of the United States, in exchange for a
like amount, dollar for dollar,of standard
silver dollars of the United States.”

In the campaign of 1878 Sir Leonard

Tilley promised, if the tories succeeded
in getting into power, that the annual
dominion expenditure would not exceed
$22,500,000. The tories declared that the
liberals were running affairs at too high
a pressure altogether; that they were ex-
travagant and wasteful. The expendi-
ture at that time was $23,500,000 —“too
heavy a burden for our people to bear,”
said Sir Leonard, and this was re-echoed
br the economical Sir Charles. Did Sir
Leonard or Sir Charles make good their
promise to keep the expenditure at the
amount named by them in 18787 Did
they even wmake an effort to keep their
promises? Did they even make a ‘show
of economy? No. From the very day
of the accession to power of the tories
our annual expenditure has been on the
increase; economy has given way to ex-
travagance, and good government to mal-
administrators and boodlers.
The annual expenditure has been run
up in 1886, to $35,037,000 or $11,537,000
more than the liberals expended. The
public debt has been increased from
$174,957,000 during the liberal regine
to $281,314,000 in 18%6. The tories in
their eight years have increased the pub-
lic debt by $100,000,000 as against the
liberal increase in five years of $7,230,000
Let our readers keep these facts in
mind.

The Fisheries

In the United States Home of Repre-
sentatives the following bill was intro-
duced on Friday last in reference to the
fisheries :—

That the President be and is hereby
authorized to appoint a commnuesion to
proceed to such places in the United
States or elsewhere as may be designated
by the Secretary of State, to take testi-
mony under oath or affirmation in rela-
tion to the losses and injuries inflicted
since the 31st of December, 1885, by
British authorities, imperial or colonial,
upon citizens of the United States en-
gaged in the fisheries on the northeast
coast of British North America. Said
commission shall everywhere have, in
respect to the administration of eath or
aftirmation and the taking of testimony,
the same powers as a commission of a
Circuit Court, and shall be paid the same
fees as are prescribed for similar services
of a Commissioner of a Circuit Court,
together with travelling expenses,

the glittering palaces ofsin each day on
her way to work, how easy it would have
been to have fallen, yet with a mother’s
“God bless you, be a good girl,” ringing
in her earshe preferred to die. She was
only a poor shop girl, but she could
|starve on three dollars a week rather
| than luxuriate on the wages of sin and
crime.

Chiristmas Trees

Every well-regulated family should
have a Christmas tree. Children take
delight in 1t, young people are to be
pitied who do not enjoy it, and old people
always love to watch the happy company
ahout it. Next to the satisfaction of sit-
ting under your own ‘‘vine and figtree”
is the plensure of gathering around the
brightly lighted,wonderfully laden Christ-
mas tree, Long may this green tree,
with its marvelous fruits, flourish in our
Canadian homes, the centre of a merry
throng, and of happy recollections ! Be-
cause our churches and Sunday schools
have Christmas trees do not think the
home unnecessary. Cling to the old cus-
tom, and make the home circle the
brightest, jolliest, dearest spot in all the
world.
Christmas trees cause some trouble, to
be sure. They usually insfst on shedding
their ' foliage, and then weep candle
grease in penitence, but *“‘with all their
faults we love them still,” and would not
banish them for these little frailties.
The trees once admitted, how shall we
deck it for the festive rites of Christmas-
tide? A very pretty and at the same
inexpensive tree is what we call

THE ARCTIC TREE,

A wellshaped hemlock shrub is best
suited for this purpose. Fix it firmly in
a broad low box. 'I'he 1dea is to give the
shrub the appearance of a tree heavily
loaded down with snow and ice. The
snow effect is secured by tearing (not
cutting) cotton batting into long narrow
strips, and fastening them with thread or
fine wire along the top on each branch.
When this has been done, the tree will
begin to look quite wintry. Now for the
ice. Almost all large toy stores in cities
have glass icicles instock. Suspend these
icicles along the snow-covered branches.
The weight of the glass will cause them
todrop quite maturally. Then over the
whole tree sprinkle “diamond dust,” a
preparation of mica, to be had at almost
any drug store, which will make the snow
glisten and give the green of the tree a
frosty look. Tinsecl shreds also may be
used to advantage. About the base of
the tree an Arctic scene may be intro-
duced. Cover the box with cotton to
represent the snow-clad earth. Snow-
houses may be wmade of the same
material, and skillful fingers will find

little  difficulty in  fashioning a
few Esquimaux. A sledge and a half-
dozen toy dogs will complete the

scene. Over all sprinkle the magic pow-
der. Pure white candles should be used
to light the tree, which with its contrasts
of dark green and snow white will make
a fairylike picture. If the glass icicles
cannot be obtained a substitute muy
easily be found in small cylindrical glass
beads, which are to be bought
almost anywhere. Make strings of these
on white thread four or five inches
long, and hang them on the branches.
Instead of the diamond dust, isinglass
may be powdered very line in a mortar,

Remember that it will appear to best
advantage only when the room is dark-
ened and the candles lighted.
