Paved road
replaces one
to Atkinson

The service road from Keele
Street to Atkinson College at the
south of the campus has been
closed.

“It never was in the permanent
plan,” said A. R. Dawson of the

campus planning department.

The former farm road has been
replaced by a new paved one a few
hundred feet further south, and by
the half-finished Niagara Boule-
vard.

Toronto bylaws allow only a few
campus roads to connect onto
Steeles Avenue and Keele.

Campus planning estimated it
would cost $2000 to remove the
road and landscape it. They esti-
mated it would cost almost $5000
to pave the road.

No date has been set for the
redeveloping of the road.
