¢ A mistaken opinion seems to be entertained
by many, that any manure will do for §rees and
ghrubs, and the amateur planter, thinking that
wood mould, chip manure and decayine sods
from some cesspool will prove desirable, at
once uses it freely in filling up the holes dug
for the new trees. I’erhaps no greater injury
has ever been dene in horticulture than the
recommendation by inexperienced writers of
chip manure as a dressing. Its danger rises
mainly from its ready disposition to spread
fungi, which inevitably rises in soils naturally
a little moist and tenacirus. And when conce
formed, it spreads with astonishing rapidity,

totally preventing growth and finally killing
the tree or shrub.”
