Ans—Agalactia, or absence of milk, 

occasionally occurs in mares without ap­
preciable cause, and nothing can be done 
for the condition, other than feeding on 
milk-producing food. You fed her all 
right, but should not have given the 
saltpetre. This drug had a tendency to 
prevent milk secretion, but I do not 
think it made much difference in this 
case. I would breed her again so that 
she would foal while on grass. The sire 
mentioned should mate well with the 
filly, but I would prefer one not quite so 
large.
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V.I LOCKJAW.
Calf was castrated January 14th. On 

the 25th, its appetite failed; in a few 
days it bloated, became stiff in every 
Joint and muscle. Its neck became very 
stiff, and if the animal was turned on its 
back, the head and neck would support 
the shoulders clear of the ground. In 
four or five days we killed it. An ex­
amination of the scrotum revealed some 
puss.
