| Physical Causes of Suicide.

| ‘The death of Hugh Miller, the celebrat-
| ed geologist, under circumstances which
| render it certain that he died by his own

hand, will direct public attention anew to
| the fact that suicide does not always arise
| from moral, but sometimes from physical
[ cauces, [n other words it is not always the

dread of disgrace, remorse for crime, or oth-
| er moral influences, which induce men to
| put an end to their own existence, but ofien
| a temporary or setiled insanuty, the first fre.
| quently arising from congestion of the brain,
| the last from permanent monomania.

In reference to this particular case, thiere
| seems no doubt that Hugh Muller ook his
jown hife while under 1emporary insenity
l from physical causes,  llis religious senti-

ments, his well-balanced mind, and his
igvenl force of character, precludesthe ides
: altogether of his resorting to such an act de-
| liberately, for if no one alone had been sufli-
i cient to prevent such a suicide, their cum-

nlative force would bave beenfirresistible.
| Hugh Miiler had passed through too many

trials in his younger years, moreover ever 10
| shrink from the comparatively lighter ones
| that beset him in his latter career. He was
| also a man of herculean mould, with ne:ves
| like rock, so that it is almost icpossible that
| he took his life designedly.

It is incontestible, however, that men of
less nerve, but equally strong in moral and
religious priuciple, have committed suicide.
they have done it, however, under a morbid
pressure of blood to the brain, producing
what may be called, with great propriety,
lemporary insanity, Physicians say that
‘ there are phases of congestion of the brain,

during which life becomes so insupportable,
that suicide ofien follows, through a physi-
cal instinct 1o find relief by opening the
blodd vessels. Instances hive been known
in which the unhappy man, after lacerating
{ his throat, has woke ,as if from a dream, the
{ flow of blood giving reliel to his brain and
i restoring him from the insanity of the hour.
| Tn such cases,when aid was st hand life has
| been preserved.  Always in these congest-
| icue, if a competent physician could be call-
led in the vicim might be relieved and a su-
icide prevented.  Among the most famous
examples of suicide from physical causes
[ are those of Sir Samuel Romilly, and the
Marquis of Londonderry, the latter better
| known as Lord Castlereagh.  Sir Samuel
Romi'ly, by babit of mind, was particularly
averse to suicide ; but he was of a highly
nervous organization; he had overiasked
his brain; and he died by his own hand,
undar a sudden access of congestion of the
brain.

Professional men, literary men, artists,
and other pessons of sedentary habits, accus-
tomed to severe and protracted mentai la-
bor, cannot be too careful, else they may,
alier some period of unusually violent appli-
cation, fall a prey in @ similar manner to
congestion and suicide. The necessiiy of
fresh air and exercise, or rather exercise in
(ke open air, 18 not sufficiently realized by
these classes in society. Hundreds of cler-
gymen die annnally through diseases super-
induced by over-confinement,and over-work.
and though they rarelv die by their own
hands, as Sir Samuel Romilly did, it is as
much accident when they do not, as it was
when he did. Had the violated laws of pa-
ture taken a difforent way to avenge them-
[ selves, many a pions pastor,who had died of

brain fever, would have perished by suicide,
5o also of lawyers, and even merchants.

To conclude, there is no doubt that the

{climate of England, by depriving men of
their fuil degree of fresh air exercise, has no

littfe influence in making suicide more fre-

quent, 1 that country than on the continent,

‘I'here is as little question that the almost

total abscence of su:cides, among the Nea-

solitan lazzaroni, is atiributable in a great-

or less degree, to their delicious climate,

Perhaps euicide arises oftener from physical
canses than even physicians have heretofore
