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Also to the treasurer and secretaries, who have
given wuch time and attention to their respactive
duties.” Mr. 8. Strathy presented .the treasurer's
report, showing that the expenditure durivg the
year was $2,713 17. The receipts were $5 88 less—
thiere being an overdraft at the bank of that amount.
The liabiities of the institution are $312 89, but
there is $376 due for patients' keep. ‘1 he viection of
officers resulted as foilows: Mr. H. E. 0. Bail,
recording secretary ; Mr. J. W. Piercy, ¢ rrespund-
ing secrctary ; Mr. Stuart Strathy, treasurer. Mem-
bers of Boaurd of Management: Messrs. J. M. Lot-
tridge, D. P. Crerar, John Stuart; Mesdames.J.
Stuart, K. Martin, McGiverin, Lottridge, P. D.
Crerar, R. Quinn, M. Wright; Misses Chowne,
Brown, Domville, Whitcombe. Votes of thanks
were tendered Miss Chowne, the matron; Rev.
Father Geoghegan and the officers. 1t was stated
that Miss Chowne has laboured at the inatitution for
years without remuueration. The chairman spoke
briefly, hoping that the I.tirmary would be well
supported in future by citizens.
At the afternoon session of the quarterly meeting
of the Church of Kugland’'s Wowan's Auxiliary to
missions in the catbedral school room, 10th Decem-
ber, Miss Lesiie, a C.E.Z.M.S. missionary from
China, gave an interesting account of the work going
forward in Fuh Kien province. She has been there
for five years, and has brought back guantities of
interestivg curios, idols, etc. Shesays that the Fah.
Kien province alone has 15 000,000 inbabitants,
almost all heathen. The.e are vow nine C.M.S.
stations, and many more missionaries are needed.
The work is of four different classes: Day school,
boarding school, visiting and teaching in surrcunding
villages, and bhospital. For the latter a lady doctor
is much needed. Miss Leslie said there was always
a certain amount of danger to missionaries in China,
but the native Christians were very careful, as a
rule, vo warn thera of any approaching danger br
unpleasantness. She gave amusing descriptions of
Chinese customs and etiquette cf the bigher classes.
When a missionary visits a Chinese lady, she must
expect to be asked how old she is, and whether she
is married, and, if not, why not? The Chinese
ladies gamble with cards and diee to a terrible ex-
tent, and, in many cases, use opium the same as
their husbands. The d.fliculties in connection with
learning the language are excessive, a very slight:
diffcreuce in tone giving an entirely different mean-
ing. The whole system of learning is by imitation.
The teachers themseives must be Chinese, as there
are many colicquialisms that no } brase book could
teach. At 8 p.m., ot the same day, in the Church of
Ascepsion fchool-house, Miss Rose, C.E.Z.M.S.,
secretary for Liverpool and Cheshire, showed a num-
ber of excellent views cf China by lhmehght, and
accompanied them with a most interesting nddress.
Rev. Mr. Wade presided and the lantern was man-
aged by J. Linger. The room was filled with a large
and attentive audience.

" LowvILLE.—St. George's.—On Wednesday, the 9th
inst., the new St. George's Church was opened tor
divine service.

The opening scxmon preached by the
Rev. J. C. Fartbing, rector of Woodstock, on the
words, * Holy, Holy, Holy, Lord God Almighty,
which was and is and is to be,” Rev. iv. 8, was of
a most interesting and instructive nature, and was
listened to with rapt attention by the large congre-
gation assrembled. In the evening Rural Dcan Fen-
nel, of Georgetown, and Rev. Mr. Bennet, of Che-
doke, conducted the service, while Rev. J. C.
Farthing preached a very instructive and appropri-
ate sermon from the words, * What mean ye by
these stones ? "’ Josh. ix. 6. The clergy present, be-
sides those who took part in the services, were Rev.
Messrs. Norton, of Greensville, and Fatt, of Burling-
ton. The services, in spite of the terrible condition
of the roads, were well attended, many coming
from a considerable distance.

Morton, of Greensville, 1n memcury of their beloved
ron, Rapert ; a set  f altar linen from the W.A. of
Christ Church Cathedral, Hamilion; a beautiful
memorial window for the chaucel, the gift of Mrs.
J. Naisbitt, in memory of ber busband, who, fcr
many years, was & constant worsbipper in the old
church ; also a beautiful bishop’s chair by the Sun-
day-school. The baremsut and tower are still
uuﬂtnished for lack of the necessary funds at pre-
sent.

meetings ot the S¢. Paul's C E T.8. branch that has
yet been beld in this parish took place on Friday
eveniug, Dec. 4th, when our old friend, the Rev. J. J.
Roy, and Mr. Redfern Mulock, Q C., of Winnipeg,
were present and gave two stirring addresses. ?:e
room was well filied long before the bour of meeting,
ard by the time the ceremonies opened it was packed
to the doors, many having to stand. The proceedings
opened by Mr. Mulock reading a passage of Hoiy
Scripture from Gal. v. 16 26. Prayer was vhen offered
by the Rev. J. J. Roy. Tue president, before intro-
ducing the speakers, opened with a few approprnate
remarks, and then called opon the Rev. J. J. Roy to
address the meeting. The reverend gentleman said
bhe was going to speak to-night especially to the
younger members. Taking a bunch of keys from
his pocket he said there were various kinds on this
bunch. One opeuved bis cash box, avother his deek,
apother his trupk and so on. Comiug upon a cer-
tain big one in the buuch, he said he wouid bave to
say a good deal about it. Then hanging the keyup
so that all could see it, be pointed out how this ke
locked out health, wealth, happiness, houour, good-
ness and +alvation. It also locked in discase, pov-
erty, crime, misery, disgrace and death. *‘ What
was the name of this key " ? the reverend gentleman
asked. “ It is one we all know and it ina

dangerous ke{‘.h It is the whisk(e)y that bringsse- -
e

much evil." n Mr. Roy proved from Scriptore
and other statistical evidence all he had said of
this whisk(e)y. The gentleman’s remarks were lis-
tened to with rapt astention. Me. Mulock then
rose and gave a splendid and stirring address. He
said be bad often challenged on the public platform
anyoné to come forward and say that they could
look back on three generations which bad becen
abstainers. Once only had that ch.lleege been
acoepted. * There's a work,” Le continued, ** tor
everyone to do in this parish, for there are al

some against whom it is writteu—no druvkard cam
enter the kingdom of heaven.” He gave an instance
of a man who in his own Bible class had once spent
$380 a month on drivk, but now, baving become an
abstainer, he was able to build his own bouse, and
his wife was thavking God daily for it. He showed
how the drink bill ot Cavada was forty millions, avd
the revenue from licensing only seven mullions.
The people were asked to spend forty mullions
in drink in ordér. to give the Government
gseven millions of revenue from locensing. —Mr.
Mulock then made a strong plea tor probibition,
showing conclusively ficm autbentic statisiics how
it woulg increase the trade and material progress of
the country. Finally, he told a story of how a
farmer came to a dootor and said, ‘ Doctor, look

down my throat and tell me if you see anytbing."

The doctor ¢xsmiued bis throat but found vothing,.
“ Louk again,” said the farmer. The doctor com-
plied with the same result. * Well,” said the
farmer, ** two farms weut down that turoat and you
gee nothing for it.”
