Liberationof Italians, Slavs, Rumanians, from foreign dom-
ination.

The expulsion from Europe of the Ottoman Empire and the
enfranchisement of populations subject to the Turk.

“It never has been the design of the allies to encompass the
extermination of the German people,” says the_hote.

The note ig not taken to mean that no prospect of peace con-
ference remains, since it is taken for granted that Germany is
not willing to discuss terms on the basis laid down by the allies.

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BISBEE'S FIGHT
AGAINST BOOZE

Drastic Dry Law Passes City
Council and Forbids
Possession.

Mr. S. A. Gardner, formerly princi-
ipal of Victoria School in this city,
|sends us the following copy of the ex-
tremely drastic prohibition law to ne
enforced in Bisbee, Arizona, where he
It will bo
noted that it resemples the law wo
have in Ontario in many respects. Tha
Daily Review gives this report of its
passage,—

On and after January 11, Bisbeo
will be a real dry spot in a real dry
state for on that date the ordimance
|passed by the city council last even-
ing goes into effect. It is one of tho
most drastic pieces of legislation ever
passed by any city and is aimed at
the bootlegging which has been going
on and also at the frequent disturh-
ances of the peace in the city. The
referendum is waived and after due
publication the statwve goes into ef-
fect.

Under the provisions of the erdi-

‘I nance passed last night, it will be un-

lawful and will bé punishable by a
fine of $25 or up to $300, or imprison-
ment of from ten days to three
,months, to even carry a bottle. It
:will be unlawful for a man to keep
liquor in his hotel room or im any
place of public resort.

Though the ordinance appears to
go far and by many may seem to in-
vade tha very sacred precincts of
their homes and businesses it was
passed to eliminate certain evils with
which the eity is cursed and promises
to go a long way in tnat directiom.

After the preamble and Section 1,
which repeats practically the word-
ing of the constitutional amendment
on intoxicating liquors, the ordirance
states:

“It shall be unlawfnl to keep or
have, or to permit to be kept, had or
possessed in any hotel, boarding
house, eating hause, reéstaurant, pool
or billiard hall, tobacco store, soft-
drink parlor, store of any kind, or any
place of public resort, or in any club,
or in any cellar, closet (room or
space) connected with any of the
above named places, for any purpose,
any ardent spirits, ale, beer, wine, or
intoxicating liguor of any kind.

jes on their advance into France
and Belgium. BEach poster was dis-
played in accordance with an ingeni-
ous plan so that its coler or position
furnished the invaders with valuable
information .about which roads to
take, where to find good food supplies
and the general character of the sur-
rounding country.
